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Banff has suffered a severe loss in the and in 1900 they formed a livery business 

passing of James Irvine (Jim) Brewster, who 

died suddenly at his home here shortly after 

midnight Tuesday last at the age of 65 years. 

In fairly good health and having just 

celebrated his 65th birthday on Monday, 

February 10, Jim was scheduled to make the 

opening address at the Ice Frolic this 

coming Saturday afternoon. 

Born in Kingston, Ontario, February 10, 

1882, he moved to Winnipeg with his 

parents, John and Isabel Brewster, at the 

age of two. Following the Riel Rebellion the 

family moved to Banff in 1887. When a lad 

of 10 years, along with his brother Bill, he 

started to take fishing parties out, then a 

partnership was formed between the two 

brothers in a guiding and outfitting business 

known as Brewster Bros. Bill sold out to 

Jim in 1910, and Jim carried on until 1915, 

when keeping pace with the times, he guided 

his business through the horsedrawn era, 

changing over to automobiles, which was 

the start of the Brewster Transport Com¬ 

pany, which now consists of fleets of busses, 

cars, saddle horses, pack-trains, with branch¬ 

es in Lake Louise, Field, Emerald Lake, 

Calgary, Golden, Waterton and Honolulu. 

In addition he was the owner of the Mount 

Royal Hotel, Banff; Sunshine Ski Lodge, 

and the Columbia Icefield Chalet. 

Mr. Brewster was a personal friend of the 

Duke of Windsor and had met all the male 

members of the British Royal House. In 

1901 he acted as interpreter for the late

King George V, when as Duke of York and 

Cornwall, he visited Canada and talked 

with the Indians. He was a man of adven¬ 

ture, yet never one to talk about them. 

The film, “So This Is London,” and which 

starred the late Will Rogers, was in reality the 

adventures of Jim Brewster, when as a 

guest of the Earl of Suffolk, he spent some 

time in England. 

When the King and Queen visited Banff in 

1939 he drove them around in an old 

fashioned democrat. Their Majesties later 

visited the Brewster home informally and 

viewed and expressed admiration for his

large collection of big game and other 

trophies. 

Made Indian Chief 

He was also a great friend and champion 

of the Stony Indians at Morley and last 

year, during Banff Indian Days, was honored 

by that tribe by being made a chief. In 

giving him the title of Chief Mountain 

Child, the tribal chiefs hailed Mr. Brewster 

as a great pioneer of the Canadian Rockies 

and a friend of the tribe in times of famine 

and plenty. 

From the “Crag and Canyon” 

Jim Brewster was so closely associated with 

the Trail Riders of the Canadian Rockies 

from the very inception of the Order that it 

seems only fitting to make this number of the 

Bulletin a tribute to his memory. When the 

original four who conceived the idea of the 

Trail Riders rode into Banff from the Wol¬ 

verine Plateau to find out whether it would 

receive support from the old-timers, Jim 

Brewster was the first man whom they ap¬ 

proached, and at once he said “Go ahead! 

I’m for it.” What appealed to him in partic¬ 

ular was the clause in the proposed Constitu¬ 

tion that it would be open to all, irrespective 

of age, sex, creed, colour or profession — 

particularly the word ‘profession’, because 

that meant it would be open to the guides. 

As he predicted, the guides have been all for 

the Order. 

Your editor therefore wrote letters to the 

President and the ex-Presidents asking them 

if they would care to send a message to be 

printed in such a memorial Bulletin. Some 

of these apparently are away from home, so 

that some of the letters have not yet been 

answered, but the number of replies received 

indicates the general feeling that this was an 

appropriate gesture. J. M. Wardle, of the 

Department of Mines and Resources at 

Ottawa, an ex-President, was able to secure 

a photograph of Mount Brewster taken the 

other day by Peter Whyte. Nick Morant 

sent in the wonderful portrait of Jim repro¬ 

duced on the front cover. He also made the 

picture of Jim and Mrs. Jim seated on either 

side of the fireplace in their living room at 

Banff, see page 9, and the photograph of 

Brewster Creek, page 15.

On a calm and sunny day in February 

of this year Jim Brewster went on his last 

trail ride. A deep blue sky flecked with 

fleecy clouds; an immaculate coverlet over 

hill and dale; the mountains sublime in 

snowy splendour,—together these formed 

such a picture as had so often delighted the 

eye and made glad the heart of him to whom 

we then paid final tribute. 

All the people of Banff were there for all 

had lost a good neighbour and the entire 

community deeply mourned his passing. Less 

than a year had elapsed since the Assini- 

boine Indians made him a Chief in the tribe 

and on this mid-winter afternoon the Red 

Men and Women from Morley gathered 

silently at Banff to honour the memory of

With the passing of “Jim” Brewster 

Canada has lost a pioneer who made an 

outstanding contribution in revealing to his 

fellow citizens the splendor of the mountain 

area of the Rockies. 

My acquaintance with him began shortly 

after the foundation of the Alpine Club of 

Canada, in which he was greatly interested 

and encouraged with practical assistance 

during its earlier years. About the same time 

the writer, as Deputy Minister of Public 

Works for British Columbia, made trips from 

the Columbia Valley via Sinclair Pass, the 

Kootenay and Vermillion to investigate a 

proposal of the late Honourable R. R. Bruce, 

one time Lieutenant-Governor of British 

Columbia, and others to connect the 

Columbia and Bow River Valleys by road, 

thus contributing to the value of Banff as a 

centre of mountain travel. Although firmly 

convinced that the scenic wonders of 

Canada’s Alpine areas should not be despoil¬ 

ed by too many motor roads but be sought 

and enjoyed by those willing to travel by 

pack trail or on foot, the construction of this 

particular road, later completed in co-opera¬ 

tion with the Dominion Government to 

permit free access to centers such as Banff 

from which trips could be planned, made an 

immediate appeal to “Jim” Brewster and he 

materially assisted in the provision of such 

projects. 

It can truthfully be said that the finest 

tribute to him may be found in the preser¬ 

vation of Canada’s alpine heritage and the 

development of its National Park System, 

through which that heritage will forever 

remain an asset to the people of Canada.

“All us Brewsters are alike . . . bow- legged 

and bad-tempered”. 

The late Jim Brewster had that stock 

retort for anyone who remarked on the noted 

family resemblance. 

Jim had the Irishman’s pride of family 

and heritage, and a fierce loyalty which 

made his friendship a treasured thing. Also 

in the Irish tradition he dearly loved a 

fight, if only for the fight’s sake. 

Banff is much poorer for Jim’s passing, 

and only the years will fully reveal the 

extent of the loss. 

While he is remembered as the transport¬ 

ation CZAR whose fleet of sleek sightseeing 

buses and limousines ferried thousands of 

tourists around the winding mountain roads, 

Jim remained first and last a horseman. 

Even during a busy season it was his wont 

and pleasure to pack a string of horses and 

set off into the hills for a spot of fishing. 

For Jim the Trail Riders of the Canadian 

Rockies was what the sports editors call a 

“natural”. In his judgment the right way 

to investigate the Rockies was from the top 

deck of a surefooted cayuse. He never quite 

got used to hikers, or mountaineers, but to 

him the Trail Riders made sense. 

He lent his support to the Trail Riders as 

he did to the ski tournaments, Indian Days, 

the Winter carnival, 'and the other events 

which carried the name of Banff throughout 

the world. As a member of the Trail Com¬ 

mittee he gave the Riders wise counsel, his 

views and judgments being delivered in that 

dry and caustic wit so well remembered by 
his friends. 

We will remember him sitting atop a 

horse, around the campfire as the last rays 

of the sun touched the highest peaks and the 

valleys lay deep in gloom and the bells of 

the horses tinkled in the far distance. We 

will remember him with a fishing pole 

making his brisk way around Rock Isle or 

Grizzly lakes. We will remember him as one 

of Nature’s noblemen, full of instinctive 

chivalry, whose tongue could bite deep into 

sham and pomposity, a simple man of the 

mountains as much at home with kings as 

he was with cowboys.

The photograph of Jim Brewster with Her 

Majesty the Queen of Siam recalls an enter¬ 

taining incident in the history of the Trail 

Riders, which your editor has recounted at 

the camp fire, but may be new to some of our 

members. 

A number of years ago, the King and Queen 

of Siam, together with a considerable entou¬ 

rage, including an Admiral and a General, 

stopped off at Banff for a brief vacation on 

their way back from the Eastern States, 

where the King had gone for treatment by 

an oculist. General E. de B. Panet, at that 

time in charge of the C.P.R. police, was 

deputed to look after the Royal Party, and as 

he was himself a Trail Rider, he was entirely 

in sympathy with the idea that we should 

endeavour to secure their Majesties as mem¬ 

bers of the Order. However, just before the 

Royal Party left Montreal, a message came 

from the Siamese Embassy at Washington 

that the King must not ride, as if he were to 

fall off his horse, he would ‘lose face’ with his 

subjects. That was a blow to our hopes, but 

the diplomacy of Jim was more than a match 

for it. As President of the Brewster Transport 

Company he drove the car over the roads 

from which the King and Queen saw the 

Canadian Rockies. In the hope of attracting 

the King’s attention, he wore his Trail Rider 

button on the ribbon of his Stetson hat, 

while in his pocket he carried a copy of the 

Constitution. This was a new technique for 

hunting Big Game. The button did attract 

the King’s attention, who asked what it 

signified. Jim pulled the Constitution from 

his pocket, and said that would explain 

everything. 

Next day the King said he would like to 

qualify as a member of the Trail Riders. 

He was eligible, he said, as his profession was 

that of a King. 

“Very sorry,” said Jim, “but we have no 

dead-heads in this Order, and we have 

advice from Washington that Your Majesty 

must not be allowed to ride on horseback.” 

“That’s absurd!” exclaimed the King. “I 

was taught to ride when I was an under¬ 

graduate at Oxford, by Dick Roberts, who is 

in charge of the corral at the Banff Springs 

Hotel... I must look into this.” 

So the telegrams flew over the wires to and 

from Washington, and it turned out that it 

was a put-up job by members of his suite, 

who were afraid that horse-back riding would 

make it uncomfortable for them to sit down 

on ordinary chairs. 

Whereupon the King said, “1 am going to 

ride; the Queen is going to ride; the Admiral 

is going to ride: the General is going to ride, 

and the Secretary is going to ride. And we 

are all going to ride till we qualify for our 

buttons.” 
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Which they did. 

The ceremony of investiture took place in 

the corral with speeches in which Phil Moore, 

who was President that year, outshone him¬ 

self. 

One could fill a whole Bulletin with other 

details of what happened then and after¬ 

wards. “Anna and the King of Siam” was 

just a prelude. Suffice to say that His 

Majesty’s reply to Phil Moore’s flow of 

eloquence was an unrecorded classic: — 

“Kindly tell Mr. R. B. Bennett (then 

Prime Minister of Canada) that I think the 

Trails in his Parks are better than the Roads. 

And kindly tell Sir Edward Beatty (then 

President of the Canadian Pacific Railway) 

that 1 prefer his Bungalow Camps to his 

hotels.” 

The Queen of Siam was indeed a most 

graceful rider, and we are glad to have this 

opportunity of showing Her Majesty on 

horseback. 

Jim Brewster wore the Trail Riders Button 

on his Stetson Hat.

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Plans for the Trail Rides of 1947 

As intimated in the Bulletin for February the locality most favoured for 

the central base camp will be on the shores of a small lake on a ledge on the 

shoulder of Monarch Mountain. The dates selected for the two camps are 

July 18th to 22nd and July 25th to 29th. 

The starting point will be Banff, but the route may be changed so as to 

give greater variety both coming and going. The revised map in this 

Bulletin shows the prepared itinerary. The new plan is to have buses 

convey the Trail Riders to the point on the Bow River where it is joined 

by Red Earth Creek. There is an old bridge here but whether it is strong 

enough to carry the buses is a moot question. If not, the corral will 

be on the South side of the Bow. There is a good firewarden’s road 

alongside Red Earth Creek to the junction with Pharaoh Creek, and here a 

trail diverges past Egypt Lake to Monarch Mountain. 

The trail to Banff will probably reverse the old trail used by Sir George 

Simpson on his overland journey Round the Work} in 1841, going directly 

over the Pass and not by way of Sunshine Lodge. It was on this trail 

that Jim Brewster located a blaze made by James Rowan, the Hudson Bay 

Factor who accompanied Sir George Simpson. This blaze was removed 

before it disappeared through inclement weather, and was preserved in 

the Brewster House in Banff.
