Preface 

This Report is issued under an arrangement for statistical co-operation 
between the Dominion Bureau of Statistics and the Government branches 
having jurisdiction with regard to fisheries throughout Canada. These branches 
comprise: the Dominion Fisheries Branch of the Department of Marine and 
Fisheries, which exercises jurisdiction over the sea fisheries and over the inland 
fisheries of Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and Yukon Territory, and the 
Fisheries Branches of Ontario and Quebec, which have jurisdiction over the 
inland fisheries of their respective provinces. The inland fisheries of the Mari- 
time Provinces are, from a commercial standpoint, comparatively unimportant ; 
but their statistics, as in the case of British Columbia, are collected by the 
officers of the Dominion Fisheries Branch. The provincé of British Columbia 
has a Fisheries Branch, but it does not engage in independent statistical work. 

Under the arrangement above referred to, the statistics of the catch, and 
of the products marketed in a fresh state or domestically prepared, are collected 
by the local officers of the Fisheries Branches, checked in the Department of 
Marine and Fisheries, and compiled in the Dominion Bureau of Statistics: In 
the case of manufactured fish products, schedules in conformity with those of 
other sections of the Census of Industry are sent by the Bureau to the opera- 
tors of canneries, fish curing establishments, etc., the fisheries officers assisting 
in securing an expeditious and accurate return. The grateful acknowledgments 
of the Bureau are tendered to the officers of the provincial Governments who 
co-operate in these arrangements. i tet ae

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Note on the Canadian Fisheries. 

Canada possesses the most extensive fisheries im the world, and the abundance, 

quality and variety of their product are-unexcelled. The fertility of Canadian 

waters is indicated by the fact that the entire catch of salmon, lobsters, herring, 

mackerel, and sardines, nearly all the haddock, and many of the cod, hake, and 

pollock landed are taken within ten or twelve males from shore. 

The coast line of the Atlantic provinces from Grand Manan to Labrador, not 

including the lesser bays and indentations, measures over 5,000 miles, whilst the sea 

areas to which this forms the natural basin embrace: the Bay of Fundy, 8,000 square 

miles in extent; the gulf of St. Lawrence, fully ten times that size; and other ocean 

waters aggregating not less than 200,000 square miles, or over four-fifths of the — 

fishing grounds of the North Atlantic. In addition there are 15,000 square miles of — 

inshore waters, entirely controlled by the Dominion. Large as are these areas, they 

represent only a part of the fishing grounds of Canada. Hudson bay, with a shore | 

6,000 miles in length, is greater than the Mediterranean; the Pacific coast of the 

Dominion measures over 7,000 miles long, and is exceptionally well sheltered for 

fishermen; whilst throughout the interior is a series of lakes which together cover 

220,000 square miles, or more than half the fresh water of the Globe, Canada’s share 
of the great lakes of the St. Lawrence basin alone amounting to 34,000 square miles. 

Of even greater importance are the abundance and general excellence of the pro- 
duct. The cod and the salmon have long disputed the primacy among these, though 
in recent years the heavy pack and the high price of lobsters have sometimes sent cod 
to third place. 

The fisheries of the Atlantic coast may be divided into two distinct classes; the — 
deep-sea, and the inshore or coastal fisheries. Deep-sea fishing is pursued in — 
vessels of from 40 to 100 tons, carrying crews of from twelve to twenty men, who fish — 
with hook and line, also in steam vessels of approximately 150 feet in length known © 
as steam trawlers. The bait used is chiefly herring, squid and caplin, and the — 
fish taken are principally cod, haddock, hake, pollock and halibut. The inshore or — 
coastal fishery is carried on in small boats, usually motor driven, with crews of from 
two to three men, and in a class of small vessels with crews of from four to seven men. — 
The means of capture employed by boat fishermen are gill nets and hooks and lines, — 
both hand-lines and trawls; whilst from the shore are operated trapnets, haul seines — 
and weirs. The commercial food fishes taken inshore are the cod, hake, haddock, 
pollock, halibut, herring, mackerel, alewife, shad, smelt, flounder, and sardine. Themost — 
extensive lobster fishery in the world is carried on along the whole of the eastern shore 
of Canada, whilst excellent oyster beds exist in many parts of the gulf of the St. 
Lawrence, notably off Prince Edward Island. The salmon fishery is the predomi- 
nant one on the Pacific coast, but a very extensive halibut fishery is carried on in the 
northern waters of British Columbia, in large well-equipped steamers and vessels. 
The method of capture is by trawling, dories being used for setting and hauling the 
lines, as in the Atlantic deep-sea fishery. Herring are in great abundance on the 
Pacific coast, and provide a plentiful supply of bait for the halibut fishery. In the 
inland lake fisheries, the variows means of capture in use are gill nets, pound nets, 
seines, and hooks and lines. 
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The total value of the product of the Canadian Fisheries during 1920 was 
$49 241,339, compared with $56,508,479 in 1919 and $60,250,544 in 1918. These 
totals represent the value of the product as marketed, whether fresh, domesti- 
cally prepared or factory-made. . 

The following table shows the quantity and value of the chief commercial 
fishes (those valued at $100,000 or upwards) during the past five years, with a 
statement in the final column of the increase or decrease during 1920 as compared 
with 1919.

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’ Fishing Conditions and Results, 1920. 

The weather during the first four months of the year, especially on the — 

Atlantic coast, was stormy and cold. Fishing operations were: interrupted 
thereby, and much fishing gear was either lost or damaged. Two steam trawlers 
were lost entirely. | 

The outstanding feature of the year’s results is a very large falling off in the 
aggregate catch of cod, haddock, hake and pollock. The shortage was not due 
to scarcity of fish, but rather to a poor demand at lower prices, which caused 
many fishermen to give up fishing altogether. The greater part of the four 
kinds named is split, salted and dried for consumption in foreign markets, which 
are also supplied by Newfoundland, United States, Norway, Great Britain and 
France. During the war years, with Great Britain and France completely out 
of the business and Norway largely so, prices rose to an abnormal level. The 
unsettled state into which the business of the world has been thrown, however, 
since the ending of the war and the landing of pre-war supplies by the fishing 
fleets of Europe, temporarily blocked the outlets for this product and caused 
prices to drop to a;level at which fishermen found it unremunerative to continue 
operations. | 

The salmon catch on the Pacific coast fell short of that in the preceding 
year. This was largely due to the poor demand for the cheaper grades, pinks 
and chums. Since the war ended, it has been found difficult to get rid of large 
quantities of those cheaper kinds; packers therefore, did not pack as many as: 
usual in the past season. The catch of salmon on the Atlantic coast, all of which 
was consumed fresh, was considerably less than that of the preceding year. 

There was a great increase in the herring catch. Most of the increase, 
however, came from the Pacific coast in the opening months of the year. 

The lobster fishery on the Atlantic coast gave good results throughout the 
season. ‘The increase in the catch was common on all parts of the coast. 

_ The mackerel fishery was not as successfully prosecuted as in the preceding 
year, owing chiefly to rough weather in the early summer, which evidently kept 
the fish from coming near the shore of Nova Scotia, in their usual numbers. 

| There was a decrease in the catch of halibut on the Atlantic coast, but on 
the Pacific coast, notwithstanding some interruption to the fishery, due to a 
shortage of refrigerator cars at Prince Rupert, the quantity landed was consider- 
ably greater. 

The sardine fishery of the Bay of Fundy was again poor. Prices were so 
low as to make fishermen’s operations unprofitable. This industry has not yet 
recovered from the slump in the demand for the canned product, which took 
place at the close of the war. 

‘The smelt fishery, which has its chief seat along the south shore of the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence, resulted in a smaller catch than that taken in the preceding 
year. 

Other and less important kinds of sea fish were produced in about their 
usual numbers. 

The fisheries of Alberta, Saskatchewan and Manitoba were not quite so 
successful as in the preceding year. Fewer fishermen operated and winter 
fishing was delayed, owing to the late formation of ice on the lakes. while the 
lack of snow made it almost impossible for operators to reach the more distant 
points where the best winter fishing takes place. Prices were somewhat higher, 
however, than in the preceding year.

Details of Fish Canning and Curing Establishments. 

Of the 940 establishments in operation in 1920, 481 were operated by indi- 

viduals, 204 by partnerships, 248 by joint stock companies and seven by co- 

operative associations. The classification of establishments according to average 

number of employees shows that 655 establishments are in the group of those 

employing an average of five persons and over, and 222 in the group of those 

employing less than five. Sixty-three establishments report that no persons were 

employed during 1920, the work in these establishments being performed by the 

~ operators themselves. 
Employees and wages.—In fish canning and curing establishments, employ- 

ees on salaries numbered 651; employees on wages 13,137; and contract and 

piece workers 4,711; a total of 18,499. The amount paid to all employees was 

$4 856,290, comprising $759,176 in salaries, $3,180,701 in wages, and $916,413 

paid to contract and piece-workers. In the canning factories of British Columbia 

most of the labour is employed under contract, the contractor engaging and pay- 

ing his own help, and being himself paid by the factory according to the quantity 

of fish packed. For these.contract workers and for the piece-workers no statis- 

tics of employment, other than number so employed, and amounts paid to them, 

are available. Table 7 gives numbers of employees and salaries and wages under 

the three classifications for 1918, 1919 and 1920.

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Fishing Bounty. 

Under the authority of “An Act to encourage the development of the Sea 

Fisheries and the building of Fishing Vessels,” the sum of $160,000 iS appro- 

priated annually by the Department of Marine and Fisheries, and paid to 

fishermen of the eastern Maritime Provinces. The bounty 1s distributed under 

regulations made from time to time by the Governor in Council. 

For the year 1920, payment was made on the following basis: 

To owners of vessels entitled to receive bounty, $1 per registered ton; 

payment to the owner of any one vessel not to exceed $80. | 

To vessel fishermen entitled to receive bounty, $7.60 each. 

To owners of boats measuring not less than 13 feet keel, $1 per boat. 

To boat fishermen entitled to receive bounty, $6.10 each. 

There were 9,671 bounty claims received, and 9,664 paid. In the preceding 
year 13,068 claims were received, and 13,061 paid. 

The total amount paid was $152,519.30, allocated as follows:— 

To 612 vessels and their crews, $53,577.80. 

To 9,052 boats and their crews, $98,941.50. . 

Part III, Table 2, shows in detail the payment of the bounty by counties 
for the year 1920. ; 

Imports and Exports. 

The value of fish and fish products imported into Canada during the fiscal 
year ended 31st March, 1921, was $4,292,455, and of fish and fish products 
exported $33,615,119. This is an increase in the value of the imports of $240,573 
over the previous year, and a decrease in the value of the exports of $8,612,877. 
(See aoe ia Table 3, for imports and exports by kinds of fish and by 
countries. 

Historical Review. 

The three tables following will afford a review of the fishing industry of 
Canada for the past several years. In the case of production, returns are given 
by provinces year by year back to 1870. In the case of the number and value 
of vessels, boats, etc., the review extends to 1880, and in the case of the number 
of employees to 1895.

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Préface 

Ce rapport est publié en vertu d’une entente établissant la coopération en matiére de statistique, intervenue entre le Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique et les différents services gouvernementaux ayant juridiction sur les pécheries cana- diennes. Ces services comprennent: la Direction des Pécheries du ministére de _la Marine et des Pécheries, qui exerce sa juridiction sur les pécheries maritimes, _ ainsi que sur les pécheries fluviales et lacustres du Manitoba, de la Saskatchewan et de l’Alberta; et les Divisions des Pécheries des provinces d’Ontario et de Québec, qui régissent les pécheries en eau douce de leurs provinces respectives. Les pécheries intérieures des provinces maritimes n’ont que fort peu d’impor- tance au point de vue commercial ; leurs statistiques sont colligées par le per- ‘sonnel de la Direction des Pécheries du Dominion. Il en est de méme pour celles de la Colombie Britannique. Cette derniére province posséde une Divi- sion des Pécheries, mais cet organisme ne s’occupe pas de statistique pour son propre compte. 

Kn vertu de l’arrangement dont il est parlé plus haut, les statistiques du poisson péché et des produits offerts en vente a l'état frais ou aprés une prépa- ‘Tation sommaire, sont recueillies par les fonctionnaires locaux des services des pécheries, vérifiées et condensées au ministére de la Marine et des Pécheries, puis compilées au Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique. En ce qui concerne le poisson industriellement préparé et ses sous-produits, des formules similaires 4 celles en usage dans le recensement des autres branches de production sont envoyées directement par ce Bureau aux poissonneries, établissements de salaisons, de conserve de poisson, etc., les fonctionnaires des services des pécheries s’assurant que ces formules sont consciencieusement remplies et promptement retournées. Les fonctionnaires des gouvernements provinciaux voudront bien accepter nos remerciements pour le concours qu’ils nous ont prété.

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Notice sur les pécheries canadiennes 

On peut dire sans exagération que le Canada posséede les pécheries les plus 

vastes du monde et que Vabondance, Vexcellence et la varrété de leurs produits ne 

sont pas surpassées. La richesse des eaux canadiennes est démontrée par le fart 

que la totalité du saumon, du homard, du hareng, du maquereau et de la sardine, 

la plus grande partie de Véglefin et une portion considérable de la morue, de la mer- 

luche et du merlan que Von y prend, sont péchés dans une zone qui ne s’étend pas 

a plus de dix ou douze milles du rivage. 
Les rives des provinces de lUAtlantique, depuis Grand Manan qusqu au 

Labrador, mesurent plus de 5,000 milles, a Vexclusion des anses et échancrures qua 

les dentellent, tandis que les étendues maritimes qu’elles embrassent comprennent: 

la Baie de Fundy, avec ses 8,000 milles carrés; Vestuaire du St-Laurent, au Mons 

dix fois plus grand, et d’autres eaux océaniques représentant ensemble plus de 

200,000 milles carrés, c’est-d-dire plus des quatre-cinquiéemes des pécheries du nord 

de V’ Atlantique. De plus Von compte 15,000 milles carrés @eaux intérieures, sous — 

le contréle absolu du Dominion. 
Mais ces vastes étendues ne représentent qu’une partie des eaux canadiennes. — 

La Baie d’Hudson, dont les cétes s’étendent sur une longueur de 6,000 milles, est 

plus grande que la Méditerranée. Sur le Pacifique, le littoral canadien mesure 

plus de 7,000 milles; ses baies et ses fjords innombrables offrent aux pecheurs une - 

multitude d’abris trés stirs. Enfin, disséminés sur tout le territoire, s’égréne une 

série de lacs, cowvrant ensemble une superficie de 220,000 milles carrés, sovt plus 

de la moitié des eaux douces du globe; dans cette étendue, la part du Canada dans 

les grands lacs du bassin du St-Laurent, figure pour 34,000 milles carrés. 

L’abondance et Vexcellence du poisson sont un facteur de tout premier ordre. 

Pendant longtemps, la morue et le saumon se sont disputé le premier rang mais, 

dans les derniéres années, le homard tant par son volume que sa cherté, a quelquefois 

relégué la morue au troisiéme rang. | 

On peut considérer la péche dans VAtlantique sous deux aspects distincts; la 

péche hauturiére (ou de haute mer) et la péche cotiére. La péche hauturrere est 

pratiquée par des navires de 40 & 100 tonneaux, montés par des équipages de douze 

d vingt hommes, qui péchent a la ligne, et aussi par des chalutiers a vapeur d’ environ 

150 pieds de longueur. Comme boette, on emploie principalement le hareng, Ven- 

cornet et le capelan et Von prend de la morue, de l’églefin, de la merluche, du merlan 

et du flétan. Quant a la péche cétiére, elle se fart au moyen de petites embarcations, 

généralement automotrices, que montent deux ou trois hommes et dans de petites 

barques, ayant de quatre a sept hommes d’équipage. Ces pécheurs en bateau font 

usage de rets d mailles, de chaluts et de lignes 4 main, tandis que ceux qui péchent 

sur le rivage se servent de piéges ou casiers, de seines et de nasses. Les poissons 

comestibles que Von prend sur la céte sont: la morue, la merluche, l églefin, le merlan, 

le pou le hareng, le maquereau, le gasparot, Valose, Véperlan, le carrelet et la 
sardine. 

Les plus importantes pécheries de homard de Vunivers se trouvent tout le long 
du littoral oriental du Canada, cependant que d’excellents bancs d’huttres existent 
en maintes parties de Vestuaire du St-Laurent, notamment a proximité de Vile du 
Prince-Edouard. ; 

La péche du saumon prédomine sur le littoral du Pacifique, quorque de grands 
navires, bien équipés, se livrent d une fructueuse péche du flétan, dans les eaux 
septentrionales de la Colombie Britannique, la méthode usitée étant la ligne de fond 
que l'on tend et que Von reléve au moyen de doris, tout comme cela se pratique dans 
les pécheries en eau profonde de VAtlantique. Le hareng est trés abondant sur 
la céte du Pacifique et fournit une inépuisable provision de boette pour la péche d 
flétan. Dans les lacs intérieurs, on péche a Vaide de rets 4 mailles, d’éperviers, d 
seines et de lignes ordinaires. 
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LES PECHERIES EN 1920 

La valeur totale de la production des pécheries canadiennes, pour l’année 
1920, s’éléve 4 $49,241,339 contre $56,508,479 en 1919 et $60,250,544 en 1918. 
Ces chiffres représentent la valeur du poisson mis sur le marché, soit frais, soit 
préparé par les pécheurs ou dans les fabriques. 

Le tableau suivant indique la quantité et la valeur des principaux poissons 
dont on fait commerce (ceux dont la valeur a atteint $100,000 ou plus) pendant 
les cinq derniéres années; la derniére colonne signale l’augmentation ou la 
diminution en 1920, comparé 4 1919.

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LA SAISON DE PECHE EN 1920 

Pendant les quatre premiers mois de l’année, le froid et les tempétes ont 
sévi, spécialement sur le littoral de l’Atlantique, causant une grande perturba- 
tion dans les opérations de péche; deux chalutiers 4 vapeur ont été entiérement 
perdus et une grande quantité d’agrés de péche ont été soit détruits, soit endom- 

magés. 
Le fait le plus saillant qui se dégage des opérations de l’année, c’est la trés 

importante diminution qui atteint la morue, |’églefin, la merluche et le merlan. 
Gette réduction est attribuable non pas a la rareté du poisson, mais plutot a la 
stagnation du commerce et A la baisse sensible des prix, circonstances qui ont 
amené de nombreux pécheurs 4 cesser leurs travaux.. La plus grande partie 
des quatre espéces de poisson ci-dessus est ouverte, salée et séchée pour la con- 
sommation, surtout sur les marchés étrangers, lesquels sont également appro- 
visionnés par Terre-Neuve, les Etats-Unis, la Norvége, la Grande-Bretagne et la 
France. Pendant la guerre, la Grande-Bretagne et la France avaient com- 
plétement abandonné la péche et la Norvége aussi, dans une moindre mesure, 
ce qui eut pour effet de faire hausser les prix 4 un niveau anormal. Mais le chaos _ 
dans lequel est tombé le commerce de l’univers aprés la guerre et la reprise des 
-opérations de péche par les flottilles européennes ont temporairement supprimé 
tout débouché A ce produit et fait tomber les prix 4 un tel degré, que les 
‘pécheurs ne se soucient plus de continuer des opérations si peu rémunératrices. 

La péche du saumon sur le littoral du Pacifique fut inférieure 4 celle de 
Vannée précédente; on doit l’attribuer principalement 4 la diminution de la 
consommation des variétés les moins recherchées, telles que le saumon rose et 
le saumon bécard. Depuis la fin de la guerre, on a éprouvé des difficultés 4 se 
débarrasser de grandes quantités de ces espéces 4 bon marché; c’est pourquoi, — 
les usiniers n’ont pas mis en bofte une aussi grande quantité que la saison der- 
miére. Sur la cdte de l’Atlantique, la péche du saumon, lequel est exclusivement 
consommeé frais, fut considérablement inférieure 4 celle de année précédente. 

La péche du hareng présente une grande augmentation, principalement sur 
la cote du Pacifique, ott ce poisson fut extrémement abondant dans les premiers 
‘mois de l’année. | 
| Pendant toute la durée de la saison, la péche du homard sur le littoral d 
l’Atlantique a donné de bons résultats; la péche a été fructueuse tout le long de 
la cote. 

La péche du maquereau ne fut pas aussi bonne que l’an dernier, principale- 
ment & cause du mauvais temps qui régna-au commencement de |’été, et qui 
éloigna les banes de maquereaux des rivages de la Nouvelle-Ecosse. On cons- 
tate une décroissance dans la péche du flétan sur la cdte de l’Atlantique, ma’s au. 
contraire, la quantité prise sur le littoral du Pacifique fut considérablement 
accrue, nonobstant une interruption des opérations de péche, due au manque 
de wagons réfrigérateurs 4 Prince Rupert. | 

La péche de la sardine dans la Baie de Fundy fut encore mauvaise; d’autre 
part, les prix étaient si minimes qu’ils décourageaient les pécheurs. Cette 
industrie ne s’est pas encore relevée du rude choc qui lui a été porté par la cessa- 
tion de la demande, qui se produisit 4 la fin de Ja guerre.

| This Report is issued under an arrangement for statistical co-operation 
between the Dominion Bureau of Statistics and the Government branches 
having jurisdiction with regard to fisheries throughout Canada. These branches 
| comprise: The Dominion Fisheries Branch of the Department of Marine and 
| ‘Fisheries, which exercises jurisdiction over the fisheries of the Maritime pro- 
| vinces, the Prairie provinces and British Columbia and the Fisheries Branches 
}of Ontario and Quebec, which have jurisdiction over the fisheries of their 
respective provinces, excepting in the case of Quebec, the fisheries of the, 
Magdalen Islands, which are under the jurisdiction of the Dominion Fisheries 
Branch. The province of British Columbia has a Fisheries Branch, but it does 
not engage in independent statistical work. | 

‘Under the arrangement above referred to, the statistics of the catch, and 
| of the products marketed in a fresh state or domestically prepared, are collected 
by the local officers of the Fisheries Branches, checked in the Department 

of Marine and Fisheries, and compiled in the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 

In the case of manufactured fish products, schedules in conformity with those of 

other sections of the Census of Industry are sent by the Bureau to the operators 
of canneries, fish-curing establishments, etc., the fisheries officers assisting 

in securing an expeditious and accurate return. The grateful acknowledgments 

of the Bureau are tendered to the officers of the provincial governments ene 

| co-operate in these arrangements. 
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THE FISHERIES OF CANADA 

The Early Fisheries.—Fishing is one of the historic industries of Canada. 

From a date which precedes authentic record, the Normans, the Bretons and the 

Basques were on the cod-banks of Newfoundland. Cabot, in 1498, when he first’ 

sighted the mainland of North America, gave it the name of ‘‘ Bacalaos,”’ the Basque 

word for codfish, which he found already in use among those hardy seamen. Cape 

Breton, one of the oldest place-names in America, is another memorial of the early 

French fishermen,—and the Spaniards and the Portuguese were but little behand. 

Fernandez de Navarrete mentions all three as frequenters of the “Grand Bank” 

before 1502. The fishing was by hand lines over barrels made fast to the bulwarks 

to prevent fouling, the vessels remaining during fine weather, then returning to 

France with from 30,000 to 50,000 cod. Voyages along the coast soon showed 

the cod as plentiful inshore as on the outer banks, and it became common for a crew 

to anchor in a bay, erect a hut on shore, and make daily excursions to the fishing 

-grounds—the product being salted and dried on land and at the end of the season 

shipped to France. Jacques Cartier, when he went up the St. Lawrence in 1584, 

- found traces everywhere of these early ‘‘ Captains Courageous”’ and of their rivalries 

in arms no less than in the capture of the teeming product which had tempted them 

so far from home. An establishment of the kind just mentioned was founded at 

Tadoussac by Chauvin in 1599. Soon the fishermen began to stay all winter and 

thus to erect permanent fishing settlements. Fishing, therefore, may well be regarded 

as the first andustry to be systematically prosecuted by Europeans in what is today 

the Canadian domain. It has never since ceased to yield a perennial harvest both 

to Europe and America. 
i 

By the Treaty of Utrecht in 1718, Britain became the owner of Newfoundland 

and excluded France from fishing and dryvng fish on certain sectrons of the coast, 

but France retained the fisheries of Cape Breton and the Gulf. The Seven Years 

war (1756-1763) put a stop to continuous fishing. At its close, the Robin family 

of Jersey came to Canada, and gradually acquired the former French fishing stations. 

-— Until the arrival of the Loyalists all other fishing but cod was neglected. Inshore 

fisheries alone (including those of the Labrador coast) were developed during this 

phase; no deep-sea fishing vessel put out from Lunenburg, now the chief centre 

of the deep-sea fishery, until 1873. 
i. 

The Canadian Fishing Grounds.—Canada’s fishing grounds are perhaps 

the most extensive in the world. On the Atlantic, from Grand Manan to Labrador, 

the coast line, not including the lesser bays and indentations, measures over 5,000 

miles. The bay of Fundy, 8,000 square miles in extent, the gulf of St. Lawrence, 

fully ten times that size, and other ccean waters comprise not less than 200 ,000 

square miles, or over four-fifths of the area of the fishing grounds of the North 

Atlantic. In addition there are on the Atlantic sea-board 15,000 square miles 

of in-shore waters controlled entirely by the Dominion. Large as are these areas, 

they represent only a part of the fishing grounds of Canada. Hudson Bay, with 

a shore 6,000 miles in length, is greater 1m area than the Mediterranean Sea; the 

Pacific coast of the Dominion measures 7 ,180 miles in length and 1s exceptionally 

well sheltered, whilst throughout the interior is a serves of lakes which together 

contain more than half of the fresh water on the planet, Canada’s share of the 

Great Lakes alone amounting to over 34,000 square miles, a total which of course 

does not include lake Winnipeg (9,457 square miles), lake Manitoba, and others 

of even greater area. 
q 

Still more important than the extent of the Canadian fishing grounds 1s the 

quality of their product. It is an axiom among authorities that food fishes emprove 

in proportion to the purity and coldness of the waters in which they are taken.

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Judged by this standard, the Canadian cod, halibut, herring, mackerel, whitefish 

and salmon are the peer of any in the world. It is possible, therefore, to state that 

by far the most valuable fisheries of the western hemisphere, if not of the globe, 

belong to Canada. | 
It will be seen from the above that it is impossible to deal with the Canadian 

fisheries in the aggregate; they are those of a continent rather than of a country, 

and are of corresponding diversity. Omitting the tremendous Hudson bay and 

peri-Arctic region, which extends from Ungava to Alaska, and which 1s known to 

contain a number of valuable food fisheries on addition to its whaling grounds, 
there are roughly the following divisions of the Canadian fisheries: 

1. ArLantic FisHeries.—T hese were the first Canadian fisheries in point of 

time and until 1918 they remained the most important for aggregate value of product. 

Cod, halibut, haddock, hake, herring, mackerel, lobster, oyster, seal and white 

whale fisheries are included. The estuarian and inland waters of the Maritime 

provinces and of Quebec are sometimes considered as distinct; if they are added, 

the list of products would embrace the salmon, the shad, the gaspereau (alewife), 

the smelt, the striped bass, the tom cod, the trout and the maskinonge. Conditions 

are fairly uniform throughout these fisheries, which are commonly divided into the 

inshore and deep-sea fisheries. Of the former, (which employ seven-erighths of the 

Lunenburg, Nova Scotia, is the leading centre for the “bankers,”’ with the Shelburne 

district second. Twice a year the fleets set sail for the Grand Banks of Newfoundland 
touching the Canso Bank and other well known grounds as they go and return. 

The vessels, built by native hands, remain at sea sometimes for months at a time, 

‘and in the hands of sailors who have no superior, seldom come to grief. When 

they return, the fish are taken on shore, salted and dried by the men who caught 

them, and reshipped to large dealers at Halifax. The West Indies are the chief 

markets for this product; no cod-fish in the world stands the tropical climate lke 

that cured by Nova Scotia fishermen. : 

) . Lobstering is another distinctive industry. In 1871, there was only one lobster 
cannery in New Brunswick, and one in Prince Edward Island; today the canneries 
mumber nearly 600 and give work to nearly 7,000 people; 100,000,000 lobsters 
i a normal catch. The difficulty of enforcing regulations as to the capture of 
undersized and spawning lobsters offers a constant problem in connection with 

the output, but a decline is now thought to have been arrested. Oysters, once plentiful 
jeverywhere, are now found in somewhat diminished quantities. The canning 

of sardines, which are young herrings and not a distinct type of fish, in N ew 
Brunswick is second only to lobstering. : 

The fishing population of the Maritime provinces is a specialized and stable 
wmdustrial class. The coast-wise fisheries are operated from April to November, 
except in sheltered districts; and though the larger vessels work all winter, several 
thousand men are available for a time each year for other employment. This they 
find about the small plots of land which the most of them own or occupy, vn the 
lumber camps of New Brunswick, or in the collieries of Nova Scotia. A few from 

Lunenburg and other centres engage in the West Indian trade. Apart from restric- 
tions of weather and close seasons, the prevailing method of paying the men on 
shares has a further tendency in years of low catches or prices to drive them «nto 
secondary occupations. 

) 
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In view of the various disabilities attaching to the industry, an act of the pro- — 

vincial legislature of Nova Scotia was passed in 1905, which provided for the organ — 

ization of fishermen’s unions or “stations” throughout the province, in affiliation — 

with a central body, to meet annually for the discussion of common problems such — 

as transportation facilities, the cordage supply, prices, methods of catching and — 

curing fish, etc. Several successful conventions have been held. In New Bruns- 

wick similar legislation has been enacted. The larger interests, it may be added, — 

look to a future in which the present scattered hamlets of fisher-folk will be swept — 

into a few large communities, centralrzing their energies, as in England and Scot- — 

land, at ports where facilities for landing the fish are greatest and market accom-— 

modation most extensive. 

2. INLAND Fisnertes.—The Great Lakes and tributary waters of the St. Law- — 

rence are a second great division of the Canadian fisheries. Whitefish, trout, — 

pickerel, and lake herring are the most important commercial fishes of Ontario, 

though pike, sturgeon and coarse fish yield a fair return. The Quebec inland | 

fisheries are comparatively unimportant. The story of the Great Lakes fisheries — 

ts one of reckless early depletion and subsequent slow recovery from restocking. — 

Single hauls of 90,000 whitefish were once common, in the Detroit river the fish — 

used to be driven into pens where they were captured or died by the hundreds of — 

thousands, and were used later as fertilizer. All this reaped its reward in barren 

waters and a demoralized market. The season on the Great Lakes lasts from sit 

to eight months, and though fishing through the ice ws followed by many, a large — 

number depend on miscellaneous employment between the seasons. Moving west-— 

ward, lake Winnipeg, lake Winnipegosis, lake Manitoba and the smaller lakes 

to the north and east furnish most of the fish products of Manitoba. Whitefish a 

and pickerel are the chief products, but pike, tullibee, goldeye and many other — 

varieties abound. In Saskatchewan and Alberta commercial fishing is confined — 

to the regions north of the Saskatchewan river, where whitefish in large quantities — 

are taken. The problem of transportation is keenly felt; some of the greatest lakes — 

of the continent—Reindeer, Athabaska, Great Slave, Great Bear—and hundreds 

of smaller bodies of water are still beyond reach from a marketing point of view. — 

The lakes of the west, however, repeating the part which the St. Lawrence played im — 

the days of the French regimé, and the cod banks in the history of New England, 

have assisted greatly in the settlement of the country by providing a much needed — 

food supply for early arrivals. 

3. Pactric Fisuertes.—In British Columbia, there is an interior fishing — 
region which corresponds in the main to the prairie section; in the early history of the — 
province it is doubtful if the fur trade (which opened the door by way of the Rocky — 
Mountains to later enterprise) could have established its footing but for these fisheries. 
The great wealth of British Columbia, however, in this respect—the source from 
which she produces approximately two-fifths of the fish products of Canada, and — 
has built up a trade which reaches to the ends of the earth—are the estuarian salmon — 
fisheries of the Fraser, the Skeena, the Naas and other rivers of the Pacific slope. 
Every species of this king of food fishes known to the waters of the Pacific (which, — 
however, ts not the true salmon) is to be found on the British Columbia coast— 
the sockeye, the spring, the steelhead, the cohoe, the pink and the chum salmon. Of 
these the sockeye is by far the most important, owing to its abundance and to us 
prevailing deep red colour and excellent texture, which have created so keen a demand — 
for it in the British market. On the Fraser river, which used to be the chief source of — 
supply, but which has now yielded place to the Skeena and northern waters, the 
yreld vartes from year to year, being greatest, as a rule, every fourth year. The run — 
begins late in July and is at its height in the opening weeks of August, though the 
northern rivers have a somewhat earlier season. The spring or quinnat salmon is — 
a much larger fish; it was the species first used in the United States for canning. 
The run begins early in the spring and continues until July. The cohoes are smaller, 
running like the sockeye in compact schools, during September and October on the 
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Fraser and earlier on the northern streams. The chum salmon is salted for export 
to the Orient. The pink salmon again follows the sockeye. Many of the employees 
in this fishery are Chinese, Japanese and Indians (of 7,580 B.C. licenses in 1922 
2,933 were issued to Orientals ), the Chinese preponderating in the canneries and 
the Indians and Japanese in the fishing operations. 

Until recent years the other coastal fisheries of British Columbia were only 
slightly developed. Halibut abounds off Vancouver island and between the Queen 
Charlotie islands and the mainland, and though the first endeavor to establish an 
industry was unsuccessful, by 1903 British Columbia supplied 10,000,000 pounds 
of 25,000,000 taken on the whole Pacific coast north of California. The former 
figure has since trebled. Similarly, the herring industry remained undeveloped 
until recently. There ts also the whale fishery which has been organized in recent 
years with four stations, two on Vancouver island and two on the Queen Charlotte 
tslands. In 1922 only one on Vancouver island and one on the Queen Charlotte 
tslands were operated. The yearly catch of about 500 (187 in 1922 ) includes whales 
of many kinds—sulphur bottom, finback, and humpback with an occasional sperm 
whale. Whale hunting is carried on in fast boats with Svend Foyn harpoon guns— 
a method which was introduced from Norway. Every scrap of the whale is used— 
oil, whalebone and guano are its products, and to an increasing extent “salted 
beef.”’ Black cod, oulachon, smelts, pilchards, sturgeon, shad, sea-cucumber and 
bass are also abundant in British Columbia waters. 
| A word might be added with regard to the Canadian seal fisheries of the Pacific 
whose historic headquarters were the city of Victoria. The industry has disap- 
peared, in part through the scarcity of the animals, and in part through the workings 
of the Pelagic sealing treaty of 1911. The hair-seal fleets of the north Atlantic 
make St. John’s, Newfoundland, their headquarters; a few Canadian vessels, how- 
‘ever, clearing from Halifax, N.S., take fur seals off the Falkland islands. 

Game Fish.—The above is a purely industrial and commercial survey. 
Fishing for sport, however, has its economic side in a country of such famous game 
fish as the salmon of the Restigouche, the black bass of the Quebec and Ontario high- 
lands, and the trout of the Nipigon. A considerable public revenue is derived from 
the leasing of waters in sparsely settled districts to clubs and individuals for sporting 
purposes. Several hundreds of guides find employment here during the summer 
‘months. Ki 

| The Government and the Fisheries.—At Confederation, the adminis- 
tration of the Canadian fisheries and marine was placed in the charge of a depart- 
iment of the Dominion government which then exercised complete jurisdiction over 
the fisheries, under the supervision of a Cabinet Minister, with a large staff of 
‘Mspectors, overseers and guardians to enforce the fishery laws. The annual expendi- 
ture of the Dominion on the fisheries is now $1,843,186 and its revenue about 
($224,156. In 1882, 1898, 1913 and 1920 decisions in the courts considerably 
altered the status of jurisdiction as between the Dominion and the provinces. To-day 
the Dominion controls the tidal fisheries of the Maritime provinces and British 
(Columbia and the fisheries of the three Prairie provinces, together with the right 
of legislation for all fisheries. The non-tidal fisheries of the Maritime provinces 
jand Ontario and both the tidal and non-tidal fisheries of Quebec are controlled 
by the respective provinces. 

Conservation.—River and lake fisheries certainly, and sea fisheries probably 
if left to themselves, conform to the economic law of diminishing returns. The 
Canadian government, accordingly, has had for a main object the prevention of 
depletion, the enforcement of close seasons, the forbidding of obstructions and 
eaputions, and the regulation of nets, gear and of fishing operations generally. 
Tn addition, an extensive system of fish culture has been organized, the Dominion 
ut present operating 46 hatcheries at a yearly cost of about $362,000, and producing 
1,300,000,000 fry per annum, mostly B.C. salmon and whitefish. The young fish 
re distributed gratis if the waters applied for are suitable. 

- 
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Scientific Research.— Stations under the direction of the Biological Board 

of Canada for the conduct of biological research into the numerous complex problems — 

furnished by the fisheries. are established at St. Andrews, N.B., and Nanaimo, 

B.C. Toronto, McGill, Queen’s, Manitoba, British Columbia and the chief Mari- 

time province universities send workers to both stations, chiefly professors and © 

trained specialists. The life-histories of edible fishes, the bacteriology of fresh 

and cured fish, improved method of handling and preparing fish, and numerous — 

other practical problems have been taken up and scientific memoirs and reports — 

issued. ; 

Direct Assistance.—Vor the rest, the action of the government has been i 

the way of rendering direct assistance in specific cases of difficulty. The wmadequacy — 

of the bait supply in the Maritime provinces has been met by the establishment — 

of bait freezers. Experimental reduction plants were operated for some years to 

encourage the capture of dog-fish. For several successive years, also, an expert 

was engaged to conduct a series of demonstrations in the Scottish method of curing 

herring with a view to improving the Canadian cured product. A scheme for the 

bettering of the Canadian method of drying cod and haddock has also been authorized. — 

A quarterly bulletin on the sea fisheries is issued for the benefit of the trade. Finally, © 

a fleet of armed cruisers patrol the coastal and inland waters for the prevention of — 

poaching and the enforcement of regulations. An intelligence bureau in connection — 

with this service, consists of nearly a hundred stations, from which the movements of 

fish, supply of batt, etc., are announced daily to the fishermen. . 

During the war it became desirable to increase as far as possible the consump- 

tion of fish, reserving the less perishable animal foods for export to our allies. The 

government therefore undertook to provide for the rapid transit of sea fish on tts 
railway lines to the markets of the inland provinces, and to stimulate by a publicity - 

campaign the consumption of fish. Though much was accomplished in this direc-— 
tion, the annual per capita consumption of fish in Canada is now estimated by the ~ ‘ 
Fisheries branch at not more than 20 pounds, a low figure considering Canada’s | 
position as a fish producing country. The branch has done much to improve the fast — 
freight service for fish products from the Atlantic coast to Montreal and Toronto. 4 

International Problems.—So rich a fishing area as the north Atlantic 
could not fail to attract other countries, and old customs became elevated into rights, 
some of which have lasted until the present. The French shore is a N ewfoundland — 
question, now a sentimental one entirely. Very different 2s the question of the — 
rights of the Unated States, whose fishermen in the colonial period provided the — 
chief food supply for New England and who were granted by the Treaty of Independ- — 
ence a specific right to a share of the Canadian inshore fisheries. Losing this priv- 
ilege by the war of 1812, the United States after 1818 surrendered all but their right — 
to call at Canadian ports for shelter, wood or water. In the years 1854-1866, the 
Reciprocity Treaty restored to Americans the right to use Canadian ports on the — 
same terms as native fishermen. In 1871 again, the Treaty of Washington abolished — 
the American duty on Canadian salt-water fish as an equivalent for the free access — 
of American vessels to Canadian fishing grounds, adding, under the Halifax 
arbitration award of November 23, 1877, a payment of $4,500,000 by the United 
States to Canada. In 1885, however, the United States terminated the fisheries 
article of this Treaty, and a period of acute disagreement between the countries 
followed. A settlement was negotiated in 1888 but was rejected by theUnited States 
senate. Later a modus vivendt was agreed upon, which, having been subsequently 
renewed from time to time, still constitutes the fisheries arrangement between them 
countries. It permits American fishing vessels, on payment of an annual license — 
fee of $1.00 per ton, to fish around the Magdalen islands and on the north shore of — 
the gulf of St. Lawrence from Point Joli eastward, to enter all bays and harbours 
on the Canadian coast, to purchase bait supplies or outfit, to transfer catches and 
eee crews. They are forbidden, however, to fish or prepare to fish in territorial 

RE 
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On the Great Lakes, also, the more important fishery problems, such as restock- 
ing and marketing, are necessarily international in character, and are complicated 
by the number of state governments interested. Much the same situation has 
developed in British Columbia, where the sockeye of the Fraser are taken by the 
canners of Puget sound in quantities that largely exceed the catch of the Canadian 
‘canners and by trap nets and other methods forbidden in Canadian waters. In 
'1906 an international commission took the first step in the direction of a mutual 
understanding on this vital question. 

Fishins Bounties.—An important though indirect aftermath of the Washing 
‘ton Treaty remains. By an Act of 1882 (45 Vict., c. 18) for the development of the 
\sea fisheries and the encouragement of boat building, provision was made for the 
distribution annually among fishermen and the owners of fishing boats of $150,000 

‘in bounties, representing the interest on the amount of the Halifax award. An Act 

of 1891 (54-66 Vict., c. 42) increased the amount to $160,000, the details of the 
lexpenditure being settled each year by Order in Council. 5 

The Modern Industry.—The existing fishing industry of Canada is the 
‘growth of the past half-century. In 1844, the estimated value of the catch was only 
$125,000. It doubled in the following decade, and by 1860 had well passed the 
million mark. Ten years later it was six millions, and this was again more than 
doubled by 1878. In the 90’s it passed twenty millions, and in 1911, thirty-four 
millions. In 1922 it was over forty-one millions. The highest record was reached 

lan 1918, with over sixty millions. It will be understood that these figures represent 
the total values of fish marketed, whether in a fresh, dried, canned or otherwise pre- 
pared state. Meanwhile the number of employees has mounted to over 80,000, 

and the total capital invested to over $50,000,000 in certain years, though the industry 

as a whole did not progress proportionately with the marked industrial expansion 

which set in after 1896 in Canada. 
— Among individual fish products, the cod and the salmon long disputed the 

primacy; if the record back to the beginning is taken the cod is the most valuable 

fishery; in the past fifteen years, however, the salmon has definitely taken the lead, 

and the heavy pack and high price of lobsters have more than once sent cod down to 

third place. This has, of course, affected the relative standing of the provinces 

accordingly, British Columbia now occupying the leadership that in earlier tumes 

belonged to Nova Scotia. Herring and mackerel used to follow cod, but have been 

displaced by halibut and whitefish. 

Trade.—For reasons already noted, the domestic consumption of fish 1s 
relatively small in Canada, and the trade depends largely wpon foreign markets. 
Perhaps 60 per cent of the annual capture is an average export, of which the United 
States takes approximately one-half and Great Britain one-sixth. In the calendar 

year 1922, total exports amounted to $28,558,546, of which $13,829,200 went to 

the United States and $3,738,211 to Great Britain. The most important single 
export is canned salmon (to Great Britain and European markets) followed closely 

by cod, dry salted (to the West Indies, South America, etc.). For fresh fish, espec- 

ally whitefish and lobsters, the United States is the chief market. In brief, Canada’s 

export trade in fish, falls below that of Great Britain and Norway alone; including 

Newfoundland it exceeds both. Canadian imports of fish in 1922 amounted to

- Review of Fishing Operations during 1922 

The prosecution of the fisheries on the Atlantic and Pacific coasts during 
1922 was attended with greater success than in the preceding year. The aggre- 
gate catch was considerably higher. The result of operations on the inland 
lakes of Ontario and the west were, on the other hand, not quite so good as in 
the year before. 

ATLANTIC FISHERIES 

| Cod, Haddock, Hake and Pollock.—The aggregate catch of these fish on 
the whole Atlantic Coast of Canada amounted to 3,045,000 ewt. This is 536,000 
ewt. greater than the catch in 1921 and 338,000 ewt. greater than that in 1920. 
The increase is due to cod mainly, the catch of which was over 300,000 cwt. 

| greater. The haddock catch exceeded that of the preceding year by 38,000 cwt., 
| while the catch of hake was greater by 160,000 ewt., and of pollock by 20,000 
ewt. 

; Mackerel, Herring and Sardines —Mackerel were very plentiful in the spring 
along the Nova Scotia coast and at the Magdalen Islands. The catch in all the 

| Provinces was 100,000 cwt. greater than that of the preceding year. The 
/ increase in Nova Scotia amounted to 75,000 cwt., while in Quebec, principally © 
|at the Magdalen Islands, there was an increase of 28,000 cwt. The herring 
}eatch was greater by 130,000 cwt. The increase was nearly all attributable 
(to New Brunswick, as a result of improved conditions in the smoked herring 
| business of the Bay of Fundy. The sardine fishery has recovered slowly from 
the disastrous effects of the over supplies which clogged the markets a few years 
,ago. There was an increase in the catch of 90,000 barrels. 

Other Sea Fish.—The quantity of halibut landed was about the same as in 
‘the preceding year, which gave 7,600 cwt. more than in 1920. The catch of 
' swordfish in 1921 was more than double that in 1920, while in 1922 it was nearly 
double that in 1921. The landings of albacore and flounders were slightly 

| greater than those for the preceding year, while the catch of tomcod was about 
4,000 cwt. less. 

Shell-fish.The quantity of lobsters taken during the year 1922 was 30,000 
/ewt. less than the catch in 1921. While the catch in the aggregate was less, 
three of the Provinces gave an increased production, Prince Edward Island’s 

catch being over 20,000 cwt. greater. Tothe Western part of Nova Scotia is due 
| the decreased total landing of lobsters. There, fishing begins early in spring, and, 
/as the weather was much rougher in the spring months of 1922 than in those 
/ of 1921, operations were interrupted to a greater extent. The smaller catch was 
‘no doubt partly due also to the special fishery season granted in the fall of 1921. 
If the 30,000 ewt. taken at that time had been left uncaught, the catch of 1922 
would have been greater possibly to that extent. The catch of oysters was 
about the same as that in the preceding year. The beds in Richmond Bay, 
Prince Edward Island, which for some years past had not been producing, are 
now recovering and giving promise of a return to their old fertility. There was 
a Substantial increase in the catch of clams. Scallops were taken in much greater 
quantities. The catch amounted to 10,700 barrels against 4,800 barrels in the 
preceding year. While the old scallop beds yielded their usual quota, new beds 
were discovered, especially on the bay of Fundy side of Digby Neck, which were 
vigorously and successfully operated on. 
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River Spawning Fish.—The salmon fishery as a whole was slightly better 

than in the preceding year, the catch for 1922 being 36,300 cwt. against 33,800 

ewt. for 1921. There was an increase of about 5,000 cwt. in the combined 

catches of Nova Scotia and Quebec, while the New Brunswick catch on the 

other hand was less by about 3,300 cwt. The total quantity taken in 1922 — 

is above the average of the three preceding years. It falls considerably below — 

the average of the five years preceding 1919, however. The smelt fishery ~ 

produced about the same quantity as in the year before. Alewives or gaspereaux 

were more plentiful in the St. John Harbour district. The total catch as a 

consequence was almost three times greater than that for the preceding year. 

INLAND FISHERIES 

The production of the chief kinds of commercial fish in inland waters, — 

with the exception of pickerel from the lakes of the Prairie Provinces, was less 

than in the preceding year. The catch of whitefish was about 25,000 cwt. less, 

and of tullibee it was 16,000 ewt. less. The catch of pike fell short by about — 
1,200 cwt. and goldeyes by about 400 cwt. Pickerel on the other hand gave an ~ 
increase of about 18,000 ewt. The small catch of 1922 was due largely to the ~ 
fact that the ice on the western lakes was not sufficiently strong to permit — 
operations thereon until late in the season. The fisheries of Ontario in 1922 

taken all over gave a somewhat greater production than in the preceding year, — 

and there were increased catches of herring, trout and dore, but those of whitefish ~ 
and blue pickerel were slightly less. Fishing results m the St. John River — 
district of Nova Scotia were not quite so good as those for the year before. Ve 

Pactric FISHERIES 

Salmon.—The catch of 1922 was very much greater than that of the year ~ 
before. The pack of all kinds of salmon in the year under review was in round 
figures 1,290,000 cases. This was double the pack of 1921. The pack of that © 
year, however, was the smallest since 1908. The 1922 pack was also greater — 
than the 1920 pack by 102,000 cases. On the other hand, the pack of 1922 | 
was that much less than the one of 1919. It was also less than the packs of | 
1918 and 1917 by 826,000 and 267,000 cases respectively. The great increase — 
in the 1922 pack over that in 1921 was derived chiefly from what are known 
as the cheaper varieties, pinks and chums. The pack of pinks in 1921 was © 
192,000 cases, whereas there were 581,000 cases packed in 1922. In 1921 4 
there were 71,000 cases of chums packed, while in 1922, 258,000 cases were 
packed. 

Halibut.—There were 293,000 ewt. of halibut landed, against 325,000 cwt. 
for the year before. The catch of the year before, however, was very con- 
siderably greater than that of 1920. United States vessels, as usual, landed ~ 
about two-thirds of the total catch principally at Prince Rupert. ; 

Herring.—These were abundant, and there was a greater quantity taken. 
The Oriental demand for herring in a dry-salted state was good. During the ~ | 
winter season of 1922-23 a total of almost 160,000 boxes, each of which con- ~ 
tained 400 pounds of fish, were salted and shipped across the Pacific. A con- 
siderable portion of the catch was used for baiting purposes by the halibut 
fishermen. A small portion was disposed of fresh and as kippers. The increase in 
the United States tariff practically cut off the chief market for herring cured in 
the Scotch style. Consequently, a few thousand barrels only were cured during 
the past season. Such as were cured in this way were packed in small packages é 
for disposal in the home markets, especially those of the western provinces, 
where a satisfactory trade is being gradually worked up. i 
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Pilchards.—These continue to be as abundant as ever on the west coast of 
Vancouver Island. The bulk of the catch is canned. There were 19,000 cases 
packed in 1922, as against 16,000 in the year before. 

Other Sea Fish.—The various kinds of cod were taken in about the same 
quantities as in the preceding year. The catch of flatfish was greater, there 
being 12,000 ewt. landed against 4,000 ewt. in the year before. Oysters, clams 
and crabs were taken in increased quantities. 

Whales and Seals.—Two whaling stations were in operation during the year 
and 187 whales were captured. There were 930 fur seals taken during the 
season by the Indians along the coast.

Number of Establishments ——The number of fish canning and curing estab- 

lishments in operation in 1922 was 933, comprising 586 lobster canneries, 67 

salmon canneries, ten clam canneries, eight sardine and other fish canneries, 

eight whale oil and fish oil factories and 254 fish curing establishments. Com- 

pared with the previous year, an increase of 91 is shown in the total number of — 

establishments in operation. 
Employees and Wages.—The number of employees of fish canning and cur- 

ing establishments in 1922 was 16,577, and the amount paid in salaries and wages 

during the year was $3,641,730. These totals comprise 614 persons classified 

as officers, managers and clerks, with salaries of $682,535; 11,848 factory workers — 

with wages of $2,358,780; and 4,115 contract and piece-workers with wages of —

Fuel Used.—The quantity and value of fuel used in the establishments in 
1922 included 25,555 tons of coal, valued at $233,559; 12 tons of coke at $150; 
218,379 gallons of gasoline at $79,929; 95,537 gallons of fuel oil at $14,321; 

18,564 cords of wood at $68,847; 79,424 gallons of petroleum distillate at 
$20,008; and other fuel at $4,295. The petroleum distillate was used only in 
British Columbia. The value of all fuel used in 1922 was $421,104 compared 
with $412,581 in 1921.

Power Equipment.—The power equipment of the establishments in 1922 
consisted of 201 steam engines with 3,939 horse power; 573 gasoline and oil 
engines with 2,501 horse power; 48 water wheels and turbines with 768 horse 
power; and 79 electric motors with 857 hcese power. The boilers numbered 
324 with 12,639 horse power, and the generators, five with 174 horse power. 

Miscellaneous Expenses.—The total amount expended under this heading 
in 1922 was $2,206,546 compared with $1,667,157 in 1921. This item covers: 
rent of offices, works and machinery; cost of electricity; insurance; taxes; 
advertising and travelling; and other sundry expenses. 

Value of Materials Used.—The value of the fish used in the preparation 
of the manufactured fish products and of fish purchased by the establishments 
for re-sale fresh was $11,625,726; of salt, $339,828; of containers, $3,534,638;

Total Expenses.—The total cost of operating the establishments in 1922, 
covering amounts paid for salaries and wages of office and factory employees, © 
fuel, materials used, and miscellaneous expenses, was $21,848,013, compared 
with $16,761,602 in 1921. 

Value of Product.—The total value of production of the fish canning and 
curing establishments in 1922 was $25,565,489, an increase over the previous 
year of $6,671,357 or 35 per cent. The value of product of the lobster canneries 
increased by 34 per cent; of the salmon canneries by 66 per cent; of the clam — 
canneries by nine per cent; of the sardine and other fish canneries by 12 per cent; — 
and of the fish curing establishments by ten per cent. Whaling operations in — 
British Columbia, which had been suspended in 1921, were resumed in 1922, — 
which accounts for the large increase in value of production shown by the ~ 
establishments classified as whale oil and fish oil factories. Comparative 
statistics for 1920, 1921 and 1922 are given in the following table.

Other Data—The returns of the establishments have been arranged 
according to groups under the several headings of—‘“‘value of production” 
“number of employees’’, ‘‘time in operati n”’ and “character of organization”’, 
and summaries of the data are given in the following statement: (1) Value of 
Production: the returns of 374 establishments show value of production of the | 
establishment as under $5,000; of 177 establishments as $5,000 to under $10,000, — 
of 181 establishments as $10,000 to under $20,000; of 100 establishments as | 
$20,000 to under $50,000; and of 101 establishments as $50,000 or over. Com- 
prised in the last classification are 61 salmon canneries, 11 lobster canneries, — 
two sardine and other fish canneries, two whale oil and fish oil factories and 
25 fish curing establishments. Compared with the previous year the largest — 
proportionate increase in number of establishments is shown by the group of — 
those having a production of from $10,000 to under $20,000. (2) The classifica- 
tion of establishments according to number of persons employed at a representa- 
tive date of the year’s operations shows 645 establishments in the group of those © 
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employing five persons or over and 193 in the group of those employing less 

than five. Ninety-five establishments report that no persons were employed 

during 1922, the work in these establishments being performed by the operators 

themselves. (3) Time in Operation: the establishments in operation for periods 

of less than 60 days during the year numbered 438; of from 60 to 119 days, 251; 

of from 120 to 179 days, 118; of from 180 to 239 days, 62; and for periods of 

240 days or over, 64 establishments. Comprised in the last classification are 

50 fish curing establishments, eight lobster canneries, two salmon canneries, 

one clam cannery, two classified as ‘‘sardine and other fish’? canneries, and 

one fish oil factory. In a number of the canneries, fish curing operations were 
carried on previous to and after the canning seasons. Fifty-four of the lobster 

canneries, 11 of the salmon canneries and four classified as “sardine and other 

fish’’ canneries showed a product in 1922 of cured fish in addition to the canned 

product. (4) Character of Organization: cf the total number of 933 fish can- 

ning and curing establishments in operation, 512 were operated by individuals, 

189 by partnerships, 228 by joint stock companies and four by co-operative 

associations.

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Fishing Bounty 

Under the authority of ““An Act to encourage the development of the Sea 
Fisheries and the building of Fishing Vessels,’ the sum of $160,000 is appro- 
priated annually by the Department of Marine and Fisheries and paid to fisher- 
men of the Maritime Provinces. The bounty is distributed under regulations — 
made from time to time by the Governor in Council. 

For the year 1922, payment was made on the following basis:— 

To owners of vessels entitled to receive bounty, $1 per registered ton; 
payment to the owner of any one vessel not to exceed $80. | 

To vessel fishermen entitled to receive bounty, $6.95 each. 

To owners of boats measuring not less than 13 feet keel, $1 per boat. 

To boat fishermen entitled to receive bounty, $5.35 each. 

There were 11,209 bounty claims received and 11,204 paid. In the preceding P 
year, 11,674 were received and 11,654 paid. | 

The total amount paid in 1922 was $157,172.55, allocated as follows:— ; 

To 624 vessels and their crews, $47,478.85. 

To 10,580 boats and their crews, $109,693.70.

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Préface 

Ce rapport est publié en vertu d’une entente établissant la coopération en 
matiére de statistique, intervenue entre le Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique et 
les différents services gouvernementaux ayant juridiction sur les pécheries 
canadiennes. Ces services comprennent: la Direction des pécheries du minis- 
tére de la Marine et des Pécheries, qui exerce sa juridietion sur les pécheries des 
provinces maritimes, des provinces des prairies et de la Colombie Britannique; 
et les Divisions des Pécheries des provinces d’Ontario et de Québec, qui régissent 
les pécheries de leurs provinces respectives, sauf les pécheries des Iles de la 
Madeleine, dans Québec, lesquelles sont sous la juridiction de la Direction des 
pécheries du Dominion. La Colombie Britannique posséde une Division des 
Pécheries, mais cet organisme ne s’occupe pas de statistique pour son propre 
compte. 

En vertu de l’arrangement dont il est parlé plus haut, les statistiques du 
poisson péché et des produits offerts en vente 4 V’état frais ou aprés une prépa- 
ration sommaire, sont recueillies par les fonctionnaires locaux des services des 
pécheries, vérifiées et condensées au ministdére de la Marine et des Pécheries, 
puis compilées au Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique. En ce qui concerne le 
poisson industriellement préparé et ses sous-produits, des formules similaires 
a celles en usage dans le recensement des autres branches de production sont 
envoyées directement par le Bureau aux poissonneries, établissements de 
salaisons, de conserve de poisson, etc., les fonctionnaires des services des pécheries 
s’assurant que ces formules sont consciencieusement remplies et promptement 
retournées. Les fonctionnaires des gouvernements provinciaux voudront 

bien accepter nos remerciements pour le concours qu’ils nous ont prété.

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LES PECHERIES DU CANADA() 

Le début des pécheries.—La péche est lune des plus anciennes industries 
du Canada. Les Normands, les Bretons et les Basques péchaient la morue a 
Terre-Neuve dés avant la découverte de ’ Amérique, Lorsqu’en 1498 le continent 
nord-américain s’offrit d la vue de Cabot, ce navigateur lui donna le nom de “Baca- 
laos’’, nom basque de la morue que ces rudes pécheurs poursuivarent déjd. Cap- 
Breton, Vun des plus anciens noms géographiques de lV Amérique, est wn autre 
souvenir des premiers pécheurs Frangais, que les Espagnols et les Portugais ne 
tardérent pas ad suivre. Fernandez de Navarrete nous apprend que des pécheurs 
de ces trois nationalités fréquentaient le “Grand Banc” en 1502. La péche se 
pratiquait au moyen de lignes d main, les pécheurs se tenant dans des barils fixés a 
Vextérieur du passavant, pour éviter le contact des lignes avec les flancs du navire; 
les bateaux de péche se livraient a leurs opérations tant que durait le beau temps, 
puis s’en retournaient en France avec leurs prises de 30,000 a 50,000 morues. 
Les voyages entrepris le long du littoral démontrérent bientét que la morue étart 
aussi abondante en vue du rivage que sur les bancs lointains; les équipages s’ac- 
coutumeérent alors a jeter ’ancre dans une baie, a construire une hutte sur la gréve 
et a faire dans leurs petites chalowpes des excursions quotidiennes, dont le produrt 
était salé et séché a terre, puis expédié en France a la fin de la sason.. Lorsqu’il 
remonta le Saint-Laurent, en 1534, Jacques Cartier trouva partout les traces du 
passage de ces ‘‘capitaines courageux”’ et de lewrs rivalités, lesquelles s’exercarent 
aussi bien dans des rencontres armées que dans la capture du poisson qui les avait — 
attirés si loin de chez eux. Chauvin fonda un établissement de cette sorte d Tadoussac, 
en 1599. Buientot anres, les pécheurs s’habituérent a passer Vhiver en Amérique 
et d y construire de véritables villages. On petit donc considérer la péche comme 
la premiére industrie a laquelle se soient livrés systématiquement les Huropéens au 
Canada; depuis ces temps lointains elle n’a jamais cessé de donner sa récolte annuelle, 
tant a V Europe qu’a V Amérique. 

Le traité d’ Utrecht de 1718 attribua Terre-Newve a la Grande-Bretagne, dépos- 
sédant la France de son droit de pécher et de farre sécher le poisson sur certaines 
sections du littoral de cette tle, mais la France conserva les pécheries de Cap-Breton — 
et celles du-golfe. La guerre de Sept Ans (1756-63) interrompit les opérations de 
péche sur une vaste échelle. Lorsqu’elle se termina, la famille Robin, de Jersey, | 
vint au Canada, et au moyen d’acquisitions graduelles, s’empara de toutes les 
anciennes stations de péche francaises. Jusqu’d Varrivée des Loyalistes les pécheurs — 
s’étaient exclusivement occupés de la morue. Seules les pécheries cdteeres étarent 
exploitées durant cette phase, y compris celles du littoral du Labrador; ce ne fut 
qu’en 1873 qu’un navire de péche en haute mer sortit du port de Lunenburg, qua 
est maintenant le centre principal de la grande péche. 

Les lieux de péche du Canada.—Les pécheries canadiennes sont probable- — | 
ment les plus vastes de Vunivers. Sur l Atlantique, depuis Grand Manan jusqu’ au 
Labrador, le rivage mesure plus de 5,000 milles, a Vexclusion des anses et échan-— 
crures qui le dentellent. La baie de Fundy, avec 8,000 milles carrés, Vestuaire du 
Saint-Laurent, 10 fois plus grand, et d’autres eaux océaniques représentent ensemble 
environ 200,000 milles carrés, c’est-d-dire plus des quatre cinquiémes des pécheries — 
du nord de V Atlantique. De plus, Von compte sur les bords de V Atlantique 15,000 — 
milles carrés eaux territoriales, sous le contréle absolu de la Puissance. Mais — 
ces vastes étendues née représentent qu’une partie des eaux canadiennes. La baie 
d’ Hudson, dont les cétes s’étendent sur une longueur de 6,000 milles, est plus grande — 
que la Méditerranée; sur le Pacifique, le littoral canadien mesure 7,180 milles; 
ses bates et ses fiords innombrables offrent aux pécheurs une multitude d’abris 
trés stirs. LEnfin, disséminés sur tout le territoire, s’égrénent une série de lacs qut, 
tous ensemble, contiennent plus de la moitié des eaux douces du globe, la part du

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Canada dans les grands lacs seulement couvrant plus de 34,000 milles carrés, aux- 
quels viennent s’ajouter le lac Winnipeg (9,457 milles carrés), le lac Manitoba 
et de nombreux autres non moins vastes. 

Mais la qualité des produits des pécheries canadiennes est encore plus remar- 
quable. Chacun sait que lV excellence de la chair du poisson est en proportion directe 
de la pureté et de la fraicheur des eaux qwil habite. Considérés sous cet angle, la 

morue, Veglefin, le hareng, le maquereau, Uablette (poisson blanc) et le sawmon du 
Canada n’ont pas de rivaux dans Vunivers. Il est donc évident que les plus magni- 
Siques pécheries de Vhémisphére occidental, sinon du globe, appartiennent au Canada, 

Le bref exposé qui précéde démontre qu’il est impossible d’envisager les pécheries 
canadiennes sous un unique aspect; embrassant tout un continent, elles offrent 
nécessairement une grande diversité. Laissant de cété les immenses étendues de 
la baie d’ Hudson et de la région arctique qui s’étend deputs  Ungava jusqu’d l’ Alaska, 

_lesquelles, owtre la baleine, donnent asile a de nombreux autres poissons comestibles, 
on peut diviser ainsi qu’il suit les pécheries canadiennes: 

1.—PECHERIES DE L’ATLANTIQUE.—Elles sont les premieres en date, et 
jusqu’en 1918 elles furent les plus importantes par la valeur de leurs produits. On 
y prend la morue, le flétan, Véglefin, le merlan, le hareng, le maquereau, le homard, 

Uhuttre, le phoque et la baleine franche. L’estuaire et les eaux intérieures des pro- 
vinces maritimes et de Québec sont quelquefois considérés distinctement; mais en 
les réunissant, la liste ci-dessus s’accrottrait du saumon, de l’alose, du gasparot, 
de l’éperlan, du bar, du tacaud, de la truite et du maskinongé. Les opérations de 
péche sont communément considérées sous deux aspects distincts, la péche hauturiére 
ou de haute mer et la péche cétiére. Cette derniére, a laquelle se consacrent les 
sept huitiémes des pécheurs, se pratique dans un périmetre de un ad cing milles du 
rovage, au moyen de petites embarcations, le plus souvent automobiles et montées par 
deux ou quatre hommes; da 12 ou 16 milles du rivage on emplore de petits navires, 
dont l’équipage se compose de quatre d sept hommes. Les engins de péche sont 
principalement les réts ad mailles, les lignes & main et les chaluts. La péche a 
Péglefin est aussi importante que celle de la morue; pendant le printemps et été 
ce poisson est owvert et salé mais la meilleure saison est d V’automne, le poisson étant 
alors vendu frais ow bien fumé, sous le nom de “finnan haddock’’. La péche en 
haute mer se pratique au moyen de navires de 40 a 100 tonnes, portant douze a vingt 
hommes, qui péchent dans des doris au moyen de chaluts. Lunenburg, en Nowvelle- 
Ecosse, est le principal port d’ attache de ces navires, le district de Shelburne se placant 
au second rang. Deux fois par an, une flotte de voiliers part pour les “Grands Bancs’’ 
de Terre-Neuve, s’arrétant tant a Vallée qu’au retour sur le banc de Canso et dans 
Wautres lieux de péche bien connus. Ces navires, construits sur place, restent 
quelquefois plusieurs mois en mer; les naufrages sont rares, tant est grande V habileté 
de leurs équipages. A leur retour, le poisson est débarqué, salé et séché par les 
hommes qui V ont pris, puis réexpédié aux mareyeurs d’H alifax, Les Antilles sont le 
principal débouché de ce produit; aucune autre morue ne pourrait supporter le 
chmat tropical aussi bien que celle préparée par les pécheurs de la Nouvelle-Ecosse. 

La péche au homard est également une industrie caractéristique. En 1 HAR) ,.. eee ! : ) . ’ d 141 nexistart que deux homarderies, l'une au Nouveau-Brunswick et Vautre dans Vile 
du Prince-Edouard; aujourd hut, on en compte pres de 600, faisant travailler 
environ 7,000 personnes; 100,000,000 de homards constituent une prise normale. 
L’un des constants problémes de cette industrie, c’est la difficulté d’assurer lV exécu- 
tion des dispositions prohibant la capture des jeunes homards et des adultes au mo- 
ment du frai; on croit toutefois avoir mis un frein au déclin de la production. 
LPhuitre, qui pullulait autrefois tout le long du rivage, est maintenant moins abon- 
dante. La mise en botte des “sardines”, qui sont de jeunes harengs, occupe au 
Nouveau-Brunswick le second rang, immédiatement apres le homard. 
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Les pécheurs des provinces maritimes constituent une population industrielle 
spécialisée. La péche cétiére s’y pratique d’avril a novembre, excepté dans les 
districts abrités et, quoique les plus grands navires travaillent pendant tout Vhiver, 
plusieurs milliers d’hommes sont disponibles, d certains moments de l'année, pour 
d’autres travaux. Les uns cultivent les petites parcelles de terre entourant leurs — 
maisons, les autres travaillent dans les chantiers de bois du Nouveau-Brunswick ou 
bien dans les charbonnages de la Nowvelle-Ecosse. Quelques pécheurs de Lunenburg — 
et d’autres centres font du négoce avec les Antilles. Outre lVorsiveté forcée résultant 
soit du mauvais temps, soit de la fermeture de la péche, la méthode consistant a 
rémunérer les pécheurs au moyen dune part de la prise, tend a les pousser vers des 
occupations secondarres, surtout dans les mauvaises années. 

En vue de remédier aux défectuosités de cette méthode, une loi de la législature 
provinciale de la Nowvelle-E'cosse, passée en 1905, permit aux pécheurs de se syn-— 
diquer et organisa dans la province des ‘‘stations” affiliées d un organisme central; 
les pécheurs syndiqués devaient se réunir annuellement, pour la discussion des 
problémes communs, tels que les facilités de transport, Vapprovisionnement des 
cordages, les prix, les méthodes de prise et de préparation du poisson, etc. Plusieurs- 
congrés successifs ont eut lieu et. ont donné de bons résultats. Au Nouveau-Bruns-_ 
wick, une législation similaire a été adoptée. Les principaux intéressés préconisent 
la création de quelques centres principaux remplacant les hameaux de pécheurs- 
épars le long de la cote; de la sorte les énergies se trouverment centralisées comme 
elles le sont en Angleterre et en Ecosse a des ports spécialement adaptés a la manu-_ 
tention du poisson et a son expédition. | : 

2.—PECHERIES INTERIEURES.—Les grands lacs et les eaux tributaires du. 
St-Laurent constituent une seconde grande division des pécheries canadiennes. 
L’ablette ou poisson blanc, la truite, la sandre et le hareng des lacs sont les poissons 
les plus importants, commercialement parlant, d’Ontario, quoique le brochet, Ves- 
turgeon et quelques autres poissons ne sotent pas a dédargner. Les pécheries | 
intérieures de Québec n’ont pas une trés grande importance. L’histoire de la | 
péche dans les grands lacs peut se résumer en deux mots: une destruction en masse, | 
suivie d’une lente résurrection, aidée par la pisciculture. Un seul bateau de 
péche pouvait autrefois prendre 90,000 ablettes dans sa journée; dans la riviere 
Détroit, on avait Vhabitude de refouler le poisson dans des viviers ow on le prenait | 
ou bien ou il périssait par centaines de milliers, étant alors utilisé comme engrais. 
Mavis ce systéme eut tot fait de dépeupler les eaux et de démoraliser ce commerce. | 
Dans les grands lacs, la saison de péche dure de six & huit mois; quelques pécheurs 
continuent leurs opérations durant Uhiver, en creusant des trous dans la glace, mats 
le plus grand nombre cherche une autre occupation dans Vinterméde des saisons. — 
En se dirigeant plus a UV ouest, le lac Winnipeg, le lac Winnipegosis, le lac Manitoba 
et des lacs plus petits au nord et d lest de celui-ci, fournissent la plupart des poissons - 
du Manitoba, L’ablette et la sandre sont les principaux d’entre eux, mais le | 
brochet, le tullipt, Ve@il—d’or et nombre d’autres variétés s’y trouvent ad profusion. — 
Dans la Saskatchewan et dans l Alberta, la péche pour le commerce est confinée aua | 
régions situées au nord de la rivére Saskatchewan ou Von prend de grandes quan-— 
tités d’ablettes. Le probléme des transports devient particuliérement aigu; quel-— 
ques-uns des plus grands lacs du continent, les lacs Reindeer, Athabaska, Grand 
Esclave, Grand Ours et des centaines de lacs plus petits n’ont aucune communication 
avec les marchés de consommation. Toutefois, les lacs de Vouest ont joué le méme 
réle que le Saint-Laurent dans les temps du régime francais et que les bancs de 
morue dans Vhistoire de la Nouvelle Angleterre, en facilitant la colonisation du 
pays, puisqwils offrent un aliment certain aux colons nouvellement arrivés. .

_ 3.—Pficueries pu Pactriqgun.—La Colombie Britannique posséde des péche- 
ries d'eau douce presque similaires a celles de la région des prairies; il est douteut 
que le commerce des fourrures (qui devait étre agent de liaison entre cette oroviel 
et le reste du Canada, a travers les Montagnes Rocheuses) aurait pu s’établir au com- 
mencement de V histoire de cette province si ces pécheries n’avaient pas existé. Les. 
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pécheries de la Colombie Britannique sont d’une grande richesse; elles représentent 
environ les deux cinquiémes de l'industrie poissonniére du Canada et ses produits 
se consomment jusqu’aux entrémités de la terre; ils sont essentiellement constitués 
par le saumon, péché ad Vembouchure du fleuve Fraser, de la Skeena, la Naas et 
‘dautres riviéres descendant du versant occidental des montagnes. Chacune des 
variétés de ce ror des poissons comestibles (qui, toutefois, n’est pas le vrai saumon) 
Jréquentant les eaux du Pacifique, se trouve sur le littoral de la Colombie Britannique, 
‘cest-d-dire le sockeye ou dos bleu, le sawmon de printemps, le saumon a téte d’acier, 
le saumon argenté, le saumon rose et le saumon bécard. Entre tous ceux-ci le dos 
bleu est de beaucoup le plus important, tant en raison de son abondance que de 
Pexcellence de sa chair, dont la belle couleur rougedtre est tant appréciée des con- 
sommateurs de la Grande-Bretagne. Le fleuve Fraser était autrefois la principale 
source @approvisionnement du saumon, mais sa production est aujourd’ hui dépassée 
par celle de la riviere Skeena et des eaux septentrionales; la prise varie d’année en 
année, mais, en général, elle est opulente wne année sur quatre. La remontée du 
saumon commence vers la fin de juillet et atteint son apogée dans les premieres semai- 
nes d’aott; néanmoins, les régions septentrionales ont une saison quelque peu plus 
hdtive. Le saumon de printemps ou quinnat est un trés gros poisson; ce fut la 
premiere espéce qui fut mise en boite aux Etats-Unis; la migration de ce poisson 
S’opere au commencement du printemps et se continue jusqu’en juillet. Le saumon 
“argenté est plus petit; comme le dos bleu, il voyage par bandes ennombrables, pen- 
dant septembre et octobre, dans le fleuve Fraser et un peu plus tot dans les cours 
@eau plus au nord. Le saumon bécard est salé pour Vexportation en Orient. 
Le saumon rose, lui aussi, suit le dos bleu. Le plus grand nombre des personnes 
qu’occupe cette péche sont des Chinois, des Japonais et des Indiens (sur 7,580 
permis accordés en 1922 en Colombie Britannique, 2,933 furent délivrés a des 
orientaux), Vélément Chinois étant prépondérant dans les usines, tandis que les 
Indiens et les Japonais se consacrent plutét aux opérations de péche. Jusqu’d ces 
dermieres années, les autres pécheries cétiéres de la Colombie Britannique étaient 
negligées. Le flétan abonde ad hauteur de tle Vancouver et entre les itles de la 
Reine Charlotte et le continent; quoique la premiére tentative d’ exploitation indus- 
trielle de ce poisson ait avorté, dés 1903, la Colombie Britannique contribuait pour 
10,000,000 de livres a la production de 25,000,000 de livres péchés sur le littoral du 
Pacifique, au nord de la Californie, chiffre qui a triplé depuis lors. Semblablement, 
la péche au hareng ne s’est développée que tout récemment. Signalons aussi la 
péche a la baleine, industrie récemment implantée et possédant quatre stations, 
dont deux dans Vile Vancouver et deux dans les tles de la Reine Charlotte. En 
1922, une seule des stations de Vile Vancouver et une seule des stations des tles de la 
Reine Charlotte furent exploitées. On prend annuellement environ 500 cétacés 
(187 en 1922) de différentes sortes; baleines franches, rorquals, dauphins et méme, 
‘parfors, des cachalots. La péche a la baleine se pratique dans des bateaux rapides 
‘armés de canons lance-harpon Svend Foyn, systéme venu de Norvége. Aucune 
parice de la baleine ne se perd, Vhutle, les fanons et le guano en sont tirés, ainsi que 
le “‘beuf salé’’, dans une mesure toujours croissante.. Le cabillaud, Voulachon, 
Véperlan, le sprat, l’esturgeon, Valose, Vholothurie et le bar sont également abondants 
dans les eaux de la Colombie Britannique. } 
_ Ajoutons un mot concernant les pécheries de phoques du Pacifique, dont le siége 
‘historique était autrefois d Victoria. Cette industrie est d peu prés disparue, tant 
@ cause de la raréfaction de ces animaux que par Veffet du traité de 1911. La 
flottille qui poursuit le phoque 4 fourrure dans le nord de lV Atlantique a ses quartiers 
généraux ad St-John, Terre-Neuve; toutefois, quelques navires canadiens partant 

S @ Halifax, se livrent a ces opérations jusqu’aux iles Falkland. 

 Lesport de la péche.—Nous n’avons envisagé les pécheries jusqu’ici qu’au 
point de vue purement industriel et commercial; mais le sport lui-méme comporte 
un aspect économique, dans un pays ou foisonnent des poissons aussi réputés que 
le sawmon de la Restigouche, Vachigan de Québec et des hautes terres d’Ontario et 
— 66759—12 
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la truite de la Nipigon. Le gouvernement percoit des revenus fort élevés en louant 
soit d des clubs, soit a des particuliers, le droit de péche dans les lacs et les cours 
d’eau des contrées les moins peuplées; d’autre part, des centaines de guides y trou- 
vent une occupation rémunératrice pendant les mois d’ été. 

Le gouvernement et les pécheries.—Au début de la Confédération, le 
gouvernement fédéral administract directement la marine et les pécheries du Canada; 
un ministre du Cabinet exercart cette guridiction au moyen d’un personnel considé- 
rable d’inspecteurs, de surveillants et de gardes-péche. A Vheure actuelle, le gou- 
vernement fédéral dépense annuellement, pour les pécheries, $1,343,136 et les 
revenus qui en découlent s’élevent d $224,156. Des décisions judiciaires intervenues 
en 1882, 1898, 1913 et 1920 ont sensiblement modifié la guridiction du gouvernement 
fédéral a Vavantage des provinces. Aujourd’huc, la Puissance exploite directement _ 
les pécheries en eau salée des provinces maritimes et de la Colombie Britannique et 
les pécheries d’eau douce des trois provinces des prairies; elle a également conservé — 
le droit de légiférer sur toutes les matiéres concernant la péche. Les pécheries 
entérieures des provinces maritimes et d’Ontario et les pécheries tant en eau douce 
quien eau salée de la province de Québec sont exploitées par ces provinces respec- 
tivement. | 

Conservation.—Les pécheries fluviales et lacustres, incontestablement, et les 
pécheries maritimes, probablement, si elles étacent abandonnées a elles-mémes, 
subsrarent la lor économique de Vappauvrissement. Pour combattre cette tendance, 
le gouvernement canadien dut légiférer, interdisant la péche en certaines saisons, 
la pollution des riviéres et Vobstruction de leur cours; il dut aussi spécifier les 
dimensions des mailles des filets, réglementer les agrés et les opérations de péche. 
En outre, il a été créé un systéeme de pisciculture, qui posséde aujourd’ hut 46 viviers, 
cottant annuellement $362,000 et produisant 1,800,000,000 d’alevins par année, | 
principalement le saumon de la Colombie Britannique et lUablette. Ces alevins — 
sont distribués gratuitement et placés dans les eaux qui leur conviennent le mieux. 

Recherches scientifiques.—Des stations, ot Von procéde a des recherches 
biologiques sur les problémes aussi nombreux que complexes que présentent les | 
pecheries, et placées sous la direction de la Commission Biologique du Canada, — 
sont établies a St-Andrews, N.-B. et d Nanaimo, C.B., les universités de Toronto, 
McGill, Queens’, du Manitoba, de la Colombie Britannique et les principales — 
institutions des provinces maritimes détachent a chacune de ces stations, soit des 
professeurs, soit des spécialistes et techniciens. Parmi les problémes pratiques | 
que Von y a abordés citons entre autres: V histoire naturelle des poissons comestibles, 
la bactériologie du poisson, soit frais, soit préparé, Vamélioration des méthodes de 
manipulation et de préparation du poisson, etc. Des mémoires scientifiques et des 
rapports sont publiés chaque saison. | 3 

Aide directe.—Quant au surplus, le gouvernement s’est efforcé d’apporter 
son aide aux pécheries, lorsqu’il s’est agi de résoudre des cas spéciaux et de sur-— 
monter des difficultés particuliéres. Il a été obvié d Vinsuffisance de Vapprovision=— 
nement de boéite dans les provinces maritimes, par la création de congélateurs de 
boéite. Afin d’encourager la capture de la roussette ou chien de mer, on a exploite | 
pendant quelques années des manufactures ayant pour objet Vutilisation de ce 
poisson. Pendant plusieurs années, on fit venir un technicien chargé de démontrer 
la méthode écossaise de séchage du hareng, en vue d’améliorer les procédés de mani-_ 
pulation en usage au Canada. On procéda également a des expérrences de nature — 
a perfectionner la méthode canadienne de séchage de la morue et de Véglefin. U: 
bulletin trimestriel traitant des pécheries maritimes, est publié pour le bénéfice dt 
commerce. Finalement, une petite flottille de canonniéres armées circule constam- 
ment le long des cétes et sur les grands lacs, pourchassant les braconniers et faisant 
appliquer les réeglements. Un service Vinformation concentre les renseignements — 
qui lui sont fournis par une centaine de stations sur les déplacements du poisson, — 
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Vapprovisionnement de boétte, etc., et les dissémine quotidiennement parmi les 
pécheurs. Pendant la guerre, on s’est efforcé daugmenter autant que possible la 
consommation du poisson, afin d’économiser les autres aliments plus facilement 
exportables chez nos alliés. A cette fin, le gouvernement établit un service de trans- 
port du poisson, par grande vitesse, dans des wagons réfrigérateurs sur son réseau, 
depuis le littoral jusqw’aux grandes villes de Dintérieur; de plus, il s’efforca de 
stimuler la consommation du poisson au moyen d’une active progagande. Nonobs- 
tant tous les progrés accomplis, la consommation per capita annuelle du povsson 
au Canada, est estimée, par la division des pécheries, d 20 livres seulement, chiffre 

bien minime si Von considére la richesse des pécheries canadiennes. La division 
des pécheries s’est préoccupée d’améliorer le service des trains rapides, transportant 
le poisson depuis la céte de Atlantique jusqu’d Montréal et Toronto. 

Problémes internationaux.—Une région de péche aussi riche que celle 
du nord de l Atlantique ne pouvait manquer a’attirer les pécheurs d'autres pays et 
PManciennes coutumes se transformérent en droits acquis, dont quelques-uns durent 
encore, notamment le séchage de leurs prises par les pécheurs francais sur les rivages 
de Terre-Newe. Autrement grave est la question des droits des Etats-Unis dont 
les pécheurs, durant la période coloniale, approvisionnaent de poisson la Nowvelle- 
Angleterre et d qui le traité d’indépendance reconnut le droit de pécher dans les 
eaux cdtieres du Canada. La guerre de 1812 leur fit perdre cette prérogative, si 
bien qu’aprés 1818, les Etats-Unis n’avaient d’autres droits que celur de faire escale 
dans les ports canadiens pour s’y abriter ou s’y approvisionner de bois ou d’eau. 
Entre 1854 et 1866, le traité de réciprocité rendit aux Américains le droit de faire des 
ports canadiens le méme usage que leurs voisins. Plus tard, en 1 &71, le traité de 
Washington abolit le droit de douane sur le poisson de mer canadien, entrant aux 
Etats-Unis, en échange du libre accés accordé aux navires américains dans les 
pécheries canadiennes, une compensation supplémentare de $4,500,000 étant de 
plus payée par les Hiats-Unis au Canada, en vertu de la sentence arbitrale d’H alifax, 
du 28 novembre 1877. Cependant, en 1885, les Etats-Unis dénoncérent les clauses 
de ce traité se rapportant a la péche et cette action fut suivie d’une période de graves 
désagréments entre les deux pays. Une convention négociée en 1888 fut rejetée par 
le Sénat des Etats-Unis; plus tard, on tomba d’accord sur un modus vivendi, lequel 
ayant été renouvelé subséquemment a différentes reprises, est encore observé de nos 
jours. Il permet aux navires de péche américains, ayant acquitté wne redevance 
annuelle de $1.00 par tonneau, de pécher autour des tles de la Madeleine et sur la 
rive nord du golfe Saint-Laurent, entre Pointe Jolie et Vocéan; de pénétrer dans 
toutes les bates et tous les havres de la céte canadienne, d’acheter de la boétte et des 
agres, de charger et décharger leurs prises et de prendre des équipages. Toutefors, 
a leur est interdit, soit de pécher, soit de se préparer a la péche dans les eauz terri- 
toriales. 

Dans les grands lacs, également, les problémes les plus importants, tels que 
le repeuplement et la disposition du poisson, ont nécessairement un caractere inter- 
national et se compliquent du nombre des états intéressés. Une situation analogue 
sest créée en Colombie Britannique, ov les industriels de Puget Sound capturent 
le saumon dos bleu du fleuve Fraser, en quantités beaucoup plus considérables que 
les pécheurs du Canada et ce, au moyen de piéges et autres méthodes interdites dans 
les eaux canadiennes. En 1906, une commission internationale fit le premier pas 
vers une entente mutuelle sur cette question vitale. 

Primes.—Une conséquence indirecte mais fort importante du traité de Washing- 
ton reste en vigueur. Une loi de 1882 (46 Vict., c. 18), pour le développement des 
pecheries maritimes et encouragement a la construction des navires de péche, a 
consacré une somme annuelle de $150,000 (représentant Vintérét de $4,500,000, 
montant de la sentence arbitrale d’Halifax), a la distribution de primes aux pro- 
priétaires de bateaux de péche et a leurs équipages. Une autre loi votée en 1891 
(54-55 Vict., c. 42), éleva ces primes a $160,000, les détails de leur distribution 
étant réglés chaque année par arrété ministériel.

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Industrie moderne.—L’industrie poissonniére du Canada, telle qu'elle 
existe actuellement, est le fruit des efforts accomplis pendant les cinquante dernieres — 
années. En 1844, la valeur des prises n’ était estimée qu’a $125,000; elle doubla — 
dans la décade suivante et, dés 1860, dépassait $1,000,000. Dix ans plus tard, 
elle atteignit 86,000,000, chiffre plus que doublé en 1878. Dans la derniére décade 
du siécle elle dépassait $20,000,000, touchait a trente-quatre millions en 1911 et. 

excédait quarante-un millions en 1922. Mars son apogée fut attente en 19185, 
année qui dépassa soixante millions. (Ces chiffres représentent la valeur totale 
de tout le poisson vendu soit frais, soit séché, soit en conserve ou autrement préparé). 
Pendant ce temps, le personnel vivant de cette industrie comprenait plus de 80,000 © 
personnes et le capital qu'elle absorbait excéda $50,000,000 en certaines années, | 
quoique dans son ensemble cette industrie nat pas progressé aussi rapidement — 
que les autres, au cours de la période de grande prospérité qui régna au Canada — 
apres 1596. 

Entre tous les poissons, la morue et le sawmon se disputerent longtemps la 
primauté; si Von remontait jusqu’ aux origines, la morue tiendraat la téte, mars so 
l’on ne considére que les quinze derniéres années, on constate que le sawmon a défi- 
nitivement conquis la premiére place et méme le volume du homard et son prix élevé — 
ont plus d’une fois relégué la morue au troisiéme rang. Ceci eut pour effet de~ 
modifier le rang des provinces entre elles, la Colombie Britannique tenant marnte- 
nant la premiere place, qui appartenait auparavant a la Nouvelle-Ecosse. Autrefois,— 
le hareng et le maquereau suivaient immédiatement la morue, mais rls ont été déplacés— 
par le flétan et Ul’ ablette. 

Commerce.—On a déja vu que la consommation domestique du poisson est 
relativement minime au Canada et que cette industrie dépend largement des marchés | 
de Vétranger. On peut évaluer approximativement ad 60 pour cent des prises an-_ 
nuelles, la portion exportée, dont les Htats-Unis absorbent approximativement une | 
moitié et la Grande-Bretagne un sixiéme. Pendant Vannée civile 1922, les expor= 
tations totales se sont élevées d $28,558,546, dont $13,829,200 pour les Etats-Unis | 
et $3,738,211 pour la Grande-Bretagne. Le plus important des poissons exportés 
est le saumon en botte (expédié en Grande-Bretagne et aux autres marchés européens), 
suivi de prés par la morue séche (expédiée aux Antilles, en Amérique du Sud, etc.), 
Pour le poisson frais, spécialement Vablette et le homard, les Ktats-Unis constituent — 
le principal débouché.

PRCHERIES DE L’ ATLANTIQUE 

Morue, églefin, merluche et merlan.—La péche de ces quatre poissons, sur le- 
littoral canadien de |’Atlantique, a donné 3,045,000 qtx., soit 536,000 qtx. de 
plus qu’en 1921 et 338,000 qtx. de plus qu’en 1920; cette augmentation est_ 
attribuable principalement 4 la morue, qui y contribue pour 300,000 qtx; l’égle- 
fin dépasse de 38,000 qtx. les prises de ’année derniére, la merluche de 160,000 
qtx. et le merlan de 20,000 qtx. bh 

Maquereau, hareng et sardine.—Le maquereau se trouvait 4 profusion au 
printemps le long des cétes de la Nouvelle-Ecosse et aux Iles de la Madeleine; 
pour toutes les provinces son volume excéde de 100,000 qtx. celui de l’année précé=_ 
dente, cet accroissement représentant 75,000 qtx. dans la Nouvelle-Ecosse et 
28,000 qtx. dans Québec, principalement aux Iles de la Madeleine.

Crustacés et mollusques.—En 1922, la péche du homard a donné environ |

le Nouveau-Brunswick vit décrottre la sienne d’environ 3,300 gtx. La prise 
de 1922 excéde la moyenne des trois années précédentes, mais elle reste néaD- 
moins fort au-dessous de la moyenne des cing années précédant 1919. L’éperlan — 
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Wa donné lieu & aucune fluctuation. Le gasparot fut plus abondant dans le 
-voisinage du havre de St-John ct l’on en a pris presque trois fois plus que l’année 
précédente. 

Pécheries intérieures.—A l’exception du brocheton des lacs des provinces 
des prairies, qui réalisa un gain de 18,000 qtx., toutes les autres principales 
espéces de poisson des eaux intérieures marquent une diminution sur l’année 
-précédente, soit de 25,000 quintaux pour l’ablette, de 16,000 qtx. pour le tulippi, 
de 1,200 qtx. pour le brochet et d’environ 400 qtx. pour Poeil-d’or. Le déficit 
_des opérations de péche de 1922 fut causé par la minceur de la glace des lacs de 
Vouest, qui ne permit de s’y aventurer que fort tard dans la saison.

‘“minime depuis 1908; la production de 1922 excéde également celle de 1920 par

au-dessous des prises de 1918 et 1917 par 326,000 et 267,000 caisses respective- 

‘ment. L’augmentation considérable de 1922 sur 1921 dérive principalement 
des poissons de qualité inférieure tels que le rose et le bécard; en 1921, le saumon 
Tose n’avait donné que 192,000 caisses, tandis qu’en 1922 il fournit 581,000 caisses.

This Report is issued under an arrangement for statistical co-operation 

between the Dominion Bureau of Statistics and the Government branches 

having jurisdiction with regard to fisheries throughout Canada. ‘These branches 

comprise: The Dominion Fisheries Branch of the Department of Marine and 

Fisheries, which exercises jurisdiction over the fisheries of the Maritime pro- 

vinces, the Prairie provinces and British Columbia and the Fisheries Branches 

of Ontario and Quebec, which have jurisdiction over the fisheries of their 
respective provinces, excepting in the case of Quebec, the fisheries of the 

‘Magdalen Islands, which are under the jurisdiction of the Dominion Fisheries 
Branch. The province of British Columbia has a Fisheries Branch, but it does 

not engage in independent statistical work. 

Under the arrangement above referred to, the statistics of the catch, and 

of the products marketed in a fresh state or omental prepared, are colceeed 

by the local officers of the Fisheries Branches, checked in the Department 

‘of Marine and Fisheries, and compiled in the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 

In the case of manufactured fish products, schedules in conformity with those of 
other sections of the Census of Industry are sent by the Bureau to the operators 

‘of canneries, fish-curing establishments, etc., the fisheries officers assisting in 

securing an expeditious and ‘accurate return. The grateful acknowledgements 

4 the Bureau are tendered to the officers of the eee governments who 

co-operate in these arrangements.

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THE FISHERIES OF CANADA! 

The Early Fisheries.—Fishing is one of the historic industries of Canada, 
From a date which precedes authentic record, the Normans, the Bretons and the 
Basques were on the cod-banks of Newfoundland. Cabot, in 1498, when he first 
sighted the mainland of North America, gave tt the name of ‘“‘Bacalaos,” the Basque 
word for codfish, which he found already 1n use among those hardy seamen. Cape 
Breton, one of the oldest place-names in America, 1s another memorzal of the early 
French fishermen,—and the Spaniards and the Portuguese were but little behind. 
Fernandez de Navarrete mentions all three as frequenters of the “Grand Bank’ 
before 1502. The fishing was by hand lines over barrels made fast to the bulwarks 
to prevent fouling, the vessels remaining during fine weather, then returning to 
France with from 80,000 to 50,000 cod. Voyages along the coast soon showed 
the cod as plentiful inshore as on the outer banks, and it became common for a crew 
to anchor in a bay, erect a hut on shore, and make daily excursions to the fishing 
grounds—the product being salted and dried on land and at the end of the season 
shipped to France. Jacques Cartier, when he went up the St. Lawrence in 1584, | 
found traces everywhere of these early ‘‘Captains Courageous” and of their rivalries — 
an arms no less than in the capture of the teeming product which had tempted them — 
so far from home. An establishment of the kind just mentioned was founded at ' 
Tadoussac by Chauvin in 1599. Soon the fishermen began to stay all winter and | 
thus to erect permanent fishing settlements. The first grant of the fisheries of Canada : 
was made by the King of France to de Monts in 1603. Fishing, therefore, may | 
well be regarded as the first industry to be systematically prosecuted by Europeans | 
an what ts to-day the Canadian domain.

hi | perennial harvest both to Europe and America. 
By the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713, Britain became the owner of N ewfoundland 

and excluded France from fishing and drying fish on certain sections of the coast, 
but France retained the fisheries of Cape Breton and the Gulf. The Seven Years 
War (1756-1763) put a stop to continuous fishing. At its close, the Robin family 
of Jersey came to Canada, and gradually acquired the former French fishing stations. — 
Until the arrival of the Loyalists all other fishing but cod was neglected. Inshore | 
fisheries alone (including those of the Labrador coast) were developed during this — 
phase; no deep-sea fishing vessel put out from Lunenburg, now the chief centre . 
of the deep-sea fishery, until 1878. 

The Canadian Fishing Grounds.—Canada’s fishing grounds are perhaps 
the most extensive in the world. On the Atlantic, from Grand Manan to Labrador, — 
the coast line, not including the lesser bays and indentations, measures over 5,000 | 
miles. The bay of Fundy, 8,000 square miles in extent, the gulf of St. Lawrence, — 
fully ten times that size, and other ocean waters comprise not less than 200,000 
square miles, or over four-fifths of the area of the fishing grounds of the North 
Ailantic. In addition there are on the Atlantic sea-board 15,000 square miles 
of inshore waters controlled entirely by the Dominion. Large as are these areas — 
they represent only a part of the fishing grounds of Canada. Hudson Bay, with 
a shore 6,000 miles in length, is greater in area than the Mediterranean Sea; the 
Pacific coast of the Dominion measures 7,180 miles in length and is exceptionally 
well sheltered, whilst throughout the interior is a series of lakes which together 
contain more than half of the fresh water on the planet, Canada’s share of the 
Great Lakes alone amounting to over 84,000 square miles, a total which of course 
does not include lake Winnipeg (9,457 square miles), lake Manitoba, and others | 
of even greater area. 

Still more important than the extent of the Canadian fishing grounds is the 
quality of their product. It is an axiom among authorities that food fishes improve 
in proportion to the purity and coldness of the waters in which they are taken. 
Judged by this standard, the Canadian cod, halibut, herring, mackerel, whitefish 
and salmon are the peer of any in the world. It is possible, therefore, to state that

belong to Canada. | 

It will be seen from the above that it is impossible to deal with the Canadian 
fisheries in the aggregate; they are those of a continent rather than of a country, 
and are of corresponding diversity. Omitting the tremendous Hudson Bay and 
peri-Arctic region, which extends from Ungava to Alaska, and which is known 
to contain a number of valuable food fisheries in addition to tts whaling grounds, 
there are roughly the following divisions of the Canadian fisheries: 

1. ATLANTIC FisHERIES.—These were the first Canadian fisheries in point 
of time and until 1918 they remained the most important for aggregate value of 
‘product. Cod, halibut, haddock, hake, herring, mackerel, lobster, oyster, hair seal 
and white whale fisheries are included. The estuarian and inland waters of the 
Maritime provinces and of Quebec are sometimes considered as distinct; af they 
are added, the list of products would embrace the salmon, the shad, the gaspereau 
(alewife), the smelt, the striped bass, the tom cod, the trout and the maskinonge. 
Conditions are fairly uniform throughout these fisheries, which are commonly 
divided into the inshore and deep-sea fisheries, The inshore or coastal fishery ws 
carried on wn small boats usually motor driven, with crews of two or three men, 
and in a class of small vessels with crews of from four to seven men. The means 
of capture employed by boat fishermen are gill nets and hooks and lines, both hand 
lines and trawls; whilst from the shore are operated trap nets, haul seines and 
weirs. Haddock as well as cod is a staple product; during the spring and summer 
wis split and salted but the important season comes with the autumn, when the 
fish are shipped fresh or else smoked and sold as finnan haddie. The deep-sea 
fisheries are worked by vessels of from forty to 100 tons, carrying from twelve to 
twenty men operating with trawl lines from dories. The fleets operate on the various 
fishing banks, such as Grand Bank, Middle Ground and Banquereau. The vessels, 
built by native hands, remain at sea, sometimes for months at a tame, and in the 
hands of sailors who have no superior, seldom come to grief. When they return, 
the fish, which have been split and salted on board, are taken on shore and washed 
and dried. The West Indies are the chief market for this product: no cod fish in 
the world stands the tropical climate like that cured by Nova Scotia fishermen. 
Steam trawling, as it is carried on in the North Sea, was introduced on the Atlantic 
coast of Canada several years ago. There are now four steam trawlers operating 
from Nova Scotia ports. They operate practically the whole year and their catches 
are utilized entirely for the fresh fish trade. 

| Lobstering ts another distinctive industry. In 1870, there were three lobster 
canneries on the Atlantic coast of Canada; today the canneries number over 600 
and give work to nearly 7,000 people; 30,000,000 lobsters is a normal catch. The 
difficulty of enforcing regulations as to the capture of undersized and spawning 
lobsters offers a constant problem in connection with the output, but a decline is 
now thought to have been arrested. Oysters, once plentiful everywhere, are now 
found in somewhat diminished quantities. The canning of sardines, which are 
oung herrings and not a distinct type of fish, in New Brunswick is second only 

to lobstering. 
The fishing population of the Maritime provinces is a specialized and stable 

imdustrial class. The coast-wise fisheries are operated from April to N ovember, 
or to January in sheltered districts; and though the larger vessels work all winter, 
several thousand men are available for a time each year for other employment. 
This they find about the small plots of land which the most of them own or occupy, 
im the lumber camps of New Brunswick, or in the collieries of Nova Scotia. A 
few from Lunenburg and other centres engage in the West Indian trade. Apart 
from restrictions of weather and close seasons, the prevailing method of paying the 
men on shares has a further tendency in years of low catches or prices to drive them 
into secondary occupations. 

In view of the various disabilities attaching to the industry, an act of the 
brovincial legislature of Nova Scotia was passed in 1905, which provided for the 
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organization of fishermen’s unions or ‘stations’ throughout the province, in 
affiliation with a central body, to meet annually for the discussion of common 
problems such as transportation facilities, the cordage supply, prices, methods of 
catching and curing fish, etc. Several successful conventions have been held. In 
New Brunswick similar legislation was enacted. After a few years’ existence, 
however, the unions ceased to operate, and fishing activities are again prosecuted 
independently by the various individuals and firms interested. : 

2. INLAND Fisupries.—The Great Lakes and tributary waters of the St. 
Lawrence are a second great division of the Canadian fisheries. Whitefish, trout, 
pickerel, and lake herring are the most important commercial fishes of Ontario, 
though pike, sturgeon and coarse fish yield a far return. The Quebec inland 
fisheries are comparatively unimportant. The story of the Great Lakes fisheries 
is one of reckless early depletion and subsequent slow recovery by restocking. Single 
hauls of 90,000 whitefish were once common; in the Detroit river the fish used to 
be driven into pens where they were captured or died by the hundreds of thousands, 
and were used later as fertilizer. All this reaped its reward in barren waters and 
a demoralized market. The season on the Great Lakes lasts from six to eight 
months, and though fishing through the ice is followed by many, a large number 
depend on miscellaneous employment between the seasons. Moving westward, lake 
Winnipeg, lake Winnipegosis, lake Manitoba and the smaller lakes to the north 
and east furnish most of the fish products of Manitoba. Whitefish and pickerel 
are the chief products, but pike, tullibee, goldeye and many other varieties abound. 
In Saskatchewan and Alberta commercial fishing 1s confined to the regions north 
of the Saskatchewan river, where whitefish in large quantities are taken. The 
problem of transportation is keenly felt; some of the greatest lakes of the continent—' 
Reindeer, Athabaska, Great Slave, Great Bear—and hundreds of smaller bodies 
of water are still beyond reach from a marketing point of view. The lakes of he 
west, however, repeating the part which the St. Lawrence played in the days of the 
French regime, and the cod banks in the history of New England, have assisted 

y greatly in the settlement of the country by providing a much needed food supply 
for early arrivals. 2 pit 3

3. Pactric Fisuertes.—In British Columbia, there is an intercor fishing | 
region which corresponds in the main to the prairie section; in the early history 
of the province it 1s doubtful af the fur trade (which opened the door by way of the 
Rocky Mountains to later enterprise) could have established its footing but for’ 
these fisheries. The great wealth of British Columbia, however, in this respect—the 
source from which she produces approximately two-fifths of the fish products of | 
Canada, and has built up a trade which reaches to the ends of the earth—is in the | 
estuarian salmon fisheries of the Fraser, the Skeena, the Naas and other rivers’ 
of the Pacific slope. Every species of this king of food fishes known to the waters 
of the Pacific (which, however, is not the true salmon) is to be found on the British. 
Columbia coast—the sockeye, the spring, the cohoe, the pink and the chum salmon. 
Of these, the sockeye is by far the most important, owing to its abundance and to 
its prevailing deep red colour and excellent texture, which have created so keen a 
demand for it in the British market. On the Fraser river, whith used to be the 
chief source of supply, but which has now yielded place to the Skeena and other 
northern waters, the yield varies to a considerable extent from year to year. The:

run begins late in July and 7s at its height in the opening weeks of August, though 
the northern rivers have a somewhat earlier season. The spring or quinnat salmon 
is a much larger fish; it was the species first used in the United States for canning 
The run begins early in the spring and continues until July. The cohoes are smaller, 
running like the sockeye in compact schools, during September and October on the 
Fraser and earlier on the northern streams. The chum salmon is salted for export 
to the Orient. The pink salmon again follows the sockeye. Many of the employ 
in this fishery are Chinese, Japanese and Indians, the Chinese preponderatm 
in the canneries and the Indians and Japanese in the fishing operations. 4 
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| Until recent years the other coastal fisheries of British Columbia were only 
slightly developed. Halibut abounds off Vancouver island and between the Queen 
Charlotte islands and the mainland, and though the first endeavour to establish an 
industry was unsuccessful, by 1903 British Columbia supplied 10,000,000 pounds 
of 25,000,000 taken on the whole Pacific coast north of California. The former 
figure has since trebled. Similarly, the herring industry remained undeveloped 
until recently. There is also the whale fishery which has been organized in recent 
years with four stations, two on Vancouver island and two on the Queen Charlotte 
—aslands—(In 1923 one on Vancouver island and two on the Queen Charlotte islands 
were operated). The yearly catch of about 500 includes whales of many kinds 
_—sulphur bottom, finback, and humpback with an occasional sperm whale. Whale 
hunting ts carried on in fast boats with Svend Foyn harpoon guns—a method 
which was introduced from Norway. Every scrap of the whale is used—oil, whale- 
bone and guano are its more wmportant products. Black cod, oulachon, smelts, 
_pilchards, sturgeon, shad and bass are also abundant in British Columbia waters. 
’ A word might be added with regard to the Canadian fur-seal fisheries of the 
Pacific whose historic headquarters were the city of Victoria. The industry has 
| disappeared, in part through the scarcity of the animals, and in part through the 
workings of the Pelagic sealing treaty of 1911. The hair-seal fleets of the north 
Atlantic make St. John’s, Newfoundland, their headquarters; a few Canadian 
vessels, however, clearing from Halifax, N.S., take fur seals off the Falkland 
—aslands. 

Game Fish.—The above is a purely industrial and commercial survey. 
Fishing for sport, however, has its economic side in a country of such famous 
game fish as the salmon of the Restigouche, the black bass of the Quebec and Ontario 
highlands, and the trout of the Nipigon. A considerable public revenue rs derived 
| from-the leasing of waters in sparsely settled districts to clubs and individuals for 
sporting purposes. Several hundreds of guides find employment here during the 
_ summer months. 
; The Government and the Fisheries.—At Confederation, the adminis- 
_ tration of the Canadian fisheries and marine was placed in the charge of a depart- 
ment of the Dominion government which then exercised complete jurisdiction over 
the fisheries, under the supervision of a Cabinet Minister, with a large staff of 
inspectors, overseers and guardians to enforce the fishery laws. The annual expendi- 
ture of the Dominion on the fisheries is now $1,606,243 and its revenue about 
| $220,856. In 1882, 1898, 1918 and 1920 decisions in the courts considerably 
altered the status of jurisdiction as between the Dominion and the provinces. To-day 
| the Dominion controls the tidal fisheries of the Maritime provinces and British 
Columbia and the fisheries of the three Prairie provinces. The non-tidal fisheries 
of the Maritime provinces and Ontario and both the tidal and non-tidal fisheries 
of Quebec are controlled by the respective provinces, but the right of fisheries legis- 
lation for all provinces rests with the Dominion government. 

Conservation.—River and lake fisheries certainly, and sea fisheries probably 
af left to themselves, conform to the economic law of diminishing returns. The 
Canadian government, accordingly, has had for a main object the prevention of 

depletion, the enforcement of close seasons, the forbidding of obstructions and 

pollutions, and the regulation of nets, gear and of fishing operations generally. 

In addition, an extensive system of fish culture has been organized, the Dominion 
at present operating 46 hatcheries at a yearly cost of about $350,000, and producing 

about 1,000,000,000 eggs, fry and older fish per annum, mostly B.C. salmon and 

whitefish. The young fish are distributed gratis if the waters applied for are 

_ Suitable. 

Scientific Research.—Stations under the direction of the Biological Board 

of Canada for the conduct of biological research into the numerous complex problems 

furnished by the fisheries are established at St. Andrews, N.B., and Nanaimo, 

B.C. Toronto, McGill, Queens’, Manitoba, British Columbia and the chief Mari- 
i

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tame province universities send workers to both stations, chiefly professors and 
trained specialists. The life-histories of edible fishes, the bacteriology of fresh 
and cured fish, improved method of handling and preparing fish, and numerous 
other practical problems have been taken up and scientific memoirs and reports 
issued. 

Direct Assistance.—For the rest, the action of the governmeut has been in 
the way of rendering direct assistance in specific cases of difficulty. Experimental — 
reduction plants were operated for some years to encourage the capture of dog-fish. — 
For several successive years, also, an expert was engaged to conduct a series of | 
demonstrations in the Scottish method of curing herring with a view to improving — 
the Canadian cured product. A quarterly bulletin on the sea fisheries 1s issued for 
the benefit of the trade. Finally, a fleet of armed cruisers patrol the coastal and 
inland waters for the prevention of poaching and the enforcement of regulations. 

During the war it became desirable to increase as far as possible the consump= 
tion of fish, reserving the less perishable animal foods for export to our allies. The — 
government therefore undertook to provide for the rapid transit of sea fish on its — 
railway lines to the markets of the inland provinces, and to stimulate by a publicity — 
campaign the consumption of fish. Though much was accomplished in this direc- — 
tron, the annual per capita consumption of fish in Canada is now estimated by the 4 
Fisheries branch at not more than 20 pounds, a low figure considering Canada’s — 
position as a fish producing country. The branch has done much to improve the 
fast freight service for fish products from the Atlantic coast to Montreal and Toronto. AF

International Problems.—So rich a fishing area as the north Atlantic 
could not fail to attract other countries, and old customs became elevated into rights, — 
some of which have lasted until the present. The French shore is a Newfoundland a 
question, now a sentimental one entirely. Very different is the question of the rights — 
of the United States, whose fishermen in the colonial period provided the chief food — 
supply for New England and who were granted by the Treaty of Versailles, 1783, — 
a specific liberty to a share of the Canadian inshore fisheries. Losing this by the — 
war of 1812, the United States after 1818 surrendered all but their liberty to call 
at Canadian ports for shelter, wood or water or to make repairs, and to fish around a 
the Magdalen islands and on the north shore of the Gulf of St. Lawrence from — 
Point Jolt eastward, and to dry and cure their fish in any of the unsettled bays, 
harbours and creeks on this portion of the north shore. In the years 1854-1866, © 
the Reciprocity Treaty set at rest for the time questions of interpretations to be a 
placed on certain parts of the Treaty of 1818. The former Treaty provided for the — 
admission into either country, duty free, of the fish and fish products of the other, 
and United States fishermen were allowed to fish in Canadian Atlantic territorial 
waters and Canadian fishermen in certain United States. territorial waters on that 
coast, with the exception in either instance of rivers and mouths of rivers, and for 
shell fish. In 1871, the Treaty of Washington revived the fishery provisions of the — 
feciprocity Treaty of 1854, and provided for the appointment of a commission to 
determine the amount of compensation to be paid by the United States to Great 
Britain as the difference in the value of the concessions mutually granted. This — 
commission sat at Halifax in 1877, and its findings have since been known as the 
“Halifax Award’. The amount of the award was $5,500,000, of which $1,000,000 
was apportioned to Newfoundland. In 1885, however, the United States terminated } 
the fisheries articles of this Treaty, and a period of disagreement between the countries — 
followed. A settlement was negotiated in 1888 when the plenipotentiaries appointed 
by the two nations agreed to what since has been known as the “Unratified Treaty 
of 1888”, under the terms of which United States fishing vessels would be granted, — | 
without fee, annual licenses authorizing them to purchase in Canadian ports pro- 
visions and outfits, to tranship their catches and to ship crews. Out of this treaty | 
grew the so-called modus vivendi licenses. The treaty makers recognized that the 
treaty could not receive the sanction of the governments of the countries concerned — 
before the commencement of the fishing season and, as a temporary arrangement 
to last not longer than two years, it was agreed that United States fishing vessels —

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on the payment of a fee of $1.50 per registered ber, should receive annual licenses 
conveying the privileges covered by the treaty. The treaty was rejected by the United 
States Senate, but Canada continued to issue modus vivendi licenses up to 1918, 
when arrangements were made for reciprocgl privileges in the ports of either country. 
The arrangement was discontinued in the United States when their special war 
legislation, under which it was made, ceased to be effective on July 1st, 1921. The 
following year the modus vivendi licenses were revived in Canada; but the system 
was discontinued at the end of 1923, and United States fishing vessels are now limited 
to the provisions of the Treaty of 1818. 

On the Great Lakes, also, the more important fishery problems, such as restocking 
and marketing, are necessarily international in character, and are complicated 
by the number of state governments interested. Much the same situation has 
developed in British Columbia, where the sockeye of the Fraser are taken by the 
canners of Puget Sound in quantities that largely exceed the catch of the Canadian 
canners and by trap nets and other methods forbidden in Canadian waters. In 
1906 an international commission first discussed the question, while in 1922, 
prohibition of sockeye fishing in the Fraser for five years, with a view to conservation, 
was recommended by a Parliamentary commission. 

Fishing Bounties.—An important though indirect aftermath of the Washing- 
ton Treaty remains. By an Act of 1882 (45 Vict., c. 18) for the development of 
the sea fisheries and the encouragement of boat building, provision was made 
for the distribution annually among fishermen and the owners of fishing boats of 
$150,000 in bounties, representing the interest on the amount of the Halifax award. 
An Act of 1891 (54-55 Vict., c. 42) increased the amount to $160,000, the detazls 
of the expenditure being settled each year by Order in Council. 

The Modern Industry.—The existing fishing industry of Canada 1s the 
growth of the past half-century. In 1844, the estimated value of the catch was only 
$125,000. It doubled in the following decade, and by 1860 had well passed the 
million mark. Ten years later it was six millions, and this was again more than 
doubled in 1878. In the 90’s it passed twenty millions, and in 1911, thirty-four 
millions. In 1923 it was over forty-two millions. The highest record was reached 
in 1918, with over sixty millions. It will be understood that these figures represent 

the total values of fish marketed, whether in a fresh, dried, canned or otherwise 

prepared state. Meanwhile the number of employees has mounted to 70,000, and 

the total capital invested to over $50,000,000 in certain years, though the industry 

as a whole did not progress proportionately with the marked industrial expansion 
which set in after 1896 in Canada. 

Among individual fish products, the cod and the salmon long disputed the 

primacy; if the record back to the beginning is taken the cod is the most valuable 

fishery; in the past fifteen years, however, the salmon has definitely taken the lead, 

and the heavy pack and high price of lobsters have more than once sent cod down to 

‘third place. In 1923, halibut had second place in order of value, with lobsters third 

and cod fourth. This has, of course, affected the relative standing of the provinces 

accordingly, British Columbia now occupying the leadership that in earlier tumes 

belonged to Nova Scotia. 

: Trade.—For reasons already noted, the domestic consumption of fish 1s 

‘relatively small in Canada, and the trade depends largely wpon forergn markets. 

Perhaps 60 per cent of the annual capture 1s an average export, of which the Umted 

States takes approximately one-half and Great Britain one-sixth. In the calendar 

year 1928, total exports amounted to $27,800,947, of which $12,643,146 went to 

the United States and $5,260,679 to Great Britain. The most important single 

{ 
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export is canned salmon (to Great Britain and European markets) followed closely 

by cod, dry salted (to the West Indies, South America, etc.) For fresh fish, especi- 

ally whitefish and lobsters, the United States is the chief market. In brief, Canada’s 

export trade in fish, falls below that of Great Britain and Norway alone; including 

Newfoundland it exceeds both. Canadian imports of fish in 1923 amounted to 

$2,493,830. 
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Fisheries Statistics of Canada, 1923 

The total value of production of the fisheries of Canada for the year 1923 
was $42,565,545, compared with $41,800,210 for 1922 and $34,931,935 for 1921 
These totals represent the value of tke product as marketed, whether fresh, 
domestically prepared or factory made. The following table shows the quantity 
caught and the value marketed of the chief commercial fishes (those valued at 
$100,000 or upwards) for the past five years, with a statement in the final 
column of the increase or decrease for 1923 compared with 1922.

; The catch of fish on both the Atlantic and Pacific coasts during the year 

was slightly less than in the previous year while the production for Ontario 

‘and the west was slightly higher. The total marketed value of the fisheries of 

Canada for the year was about half a million dollars greater than in 1922. 

ATLANTIC FISHERIES 

az Cod, Haddock, Hake and Pollock.—There were 2,242,000 cwt. of these fish 

landed during the year compared with 3,045,000 cwt. in the preceding year. 

A decrease in the catch of cod accounts chiefly for the difference. There were 

1,773,000 ewt. of cod landed, a decrease of 547,000 cwt. from the preceding 

year. There was a curtailment in the Lunenburg fishing fleet, only eighty 

- vessels operating, which is the smallest number for twenty years and nineteen 

less than in 1922. The catch of haddock was about the same as in the previous 

year. Only 93,000 cwt. of hake and 71,000 cwt. of pollock were landed. ‘These 

are decreases of 169,000 cwt. and 83,000 cwt. respectively from the landings 

of the year before. 

Mackerel, Herring and Sardines—There was a decrease in the catch of 

these fish of 410,000 cwt., only 1,102,000 cwt. being taken. The quantity 

of herring taken was 693,000 ewt. which was 78,000 cwt. less than the year 

pefore. Pickled herring reached a very low value, selling for $4 per barrel. 

The smoked herring business at Grand Manan was a failure owing to few herring 

' suitable for smoking being taken at the weirs. It would seem that while herring 

of a suitable size for smoking were plentiful outside in the waters of the Bay 

_ they were not driven in to the weirs by their natural enemies, as is usually the 

ease. The Mackerel catch decreased from 251,000 cwt. in 1922 to 142,000 

—ewt. The spring run of these fish was small and prices were low, the latter 

being due to the fact that. there was a heavy run off the New England shore 

and a number of dealers had large stocks in cold storage from the 1922 run, for 

which a high price had been paid. Conditions, however, improved somewhat 

towards the end of the year. The sardine catch shows a decrease. There 

were 135,000 barrels taken compared with 245,000 barrels in 1922. Owing to 

the scarcity of these fish the price increased considerably and the sardine fisher- 

men were much better off than for some seasons. 

| Other Sea Fish—The quantity of halibut decreased by 11,000 ewt., only 

20,000 ewt. being taken. Swordfish were landed in larger numbers, the catch 

being 14,000 cwt. Albacore and flounders show increased catches, but there 

was a decrease in the catch of tom cod. 

Shellfish—The lobster season opened under very bad conditions, the drift 

ice around the coast being such as to prevent the setting of traps at the com- 

| mencement of the season. Fishing conditions improved, however, later on 

with the result that each of the provinces show an increased catch except 

Nova Scotia; the decrease in the latter province being only 900 ewt. Prince 

Edward Island shows the largest increase of about 10,000 cwt. As the season 

advanced the. market for the canned article became poor with the result that 

the live lobster industry received considerable impetus, especially in New 

Brunswick and Prince Edward Island. On account of the success attained 

by the shippers of live lobsters during the 1923 season it is thought that a larger 

proportion of the catch will be shipped alive from these districts in future. 

The catch of oysters was about 4,000 barrels greater in 1923, 21,000 barrels 

being taken. Clams and scallops were taken in about the same quantities 

as in the preceding year. 

River Spawning Fish.—The catch of salmon was 46,000 ewt. or an increase 

over the preceding year of 9,000 cwt. The quantity of smelts taken decreased 

= 
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by 19,000 cwt., only 63,000 ewt. being caught. This was due to the open 
season during the early part of the winter when the ice did not form and it was 
impossible to set nets. New Brunswick was the chief loser in this fishery, 
the other provinces producing practically the same quantity as in the previous 
year. On account of the scarcity of these fish the price received by the fisher-— 
men was the highest for sometime, with the result that the marketed value was 
greater than in the preceding year. The quantity of alewives taken was slight- $ ly greater, the decrease in the Nova Scotia catch being more than made up by © the increased catch in the St. John, N.B., district. 

INLAND FISHERIES 

There was an increase in the production of the Inland Fisheries, with the — exception of whitefish and tullibee in the province of Manitoba. While the catch of whitefish decreased in Lake Winnipeg there were increases in Ontario, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta, which brings the catch up to the same as the previous | year. ‘The decrease in the catch of this species in Lake Winnipeg is attributed — to the fact that the fish did not school and kept scattering, making it hard for — the fishermen to locate them. An increase of about 19,000 cwt. is noted in the 
catch of pickerel. There was a decrease in the catch of blue pickerel in Ontario, 
only 32,000 ewt. being landed compared with 63,000 cwt. in 1922. An increase ~ in the catch of herring in Ontario is shown ,108,000 cwt. being taken or an increase - of 33,000 ecwt. ; 

In the St. John River district of New Brunswick the production of fish 
was slightly greater. 

Paciric FISHERIES 

Salmon.—There was a slightly increased catch of salmon during the year, 9 
1,515,000 ewt. being taken, The pack was greater by 24,351 cases and amounted. 
to 1,841,677 cases. The pack of sockeye salmon was 334,647 cases, an increase 
of 35,033; and that of cohoes 112,044 cases, an increase of 9,199 cases. A 
decrease of 141,047 cases is noted in the pack of pinks, while 418,055 cases of 
chums were canned or an increase of 159,851 cases. 

Halibut—The catch of halibut gives an increase of 41,483 ecwt., about 335,000 cwt. having been landed. This constitutes a record for landings of this fish in British Columbia ports. Of the quantity landed in 1923, American 
vessels brought in 203,666 cwt. 

Herring and Pilchards.—There was a slight increase in the catch of herring, 1,035,823 cwt. being taken. As usual the bulk of this catch was dry salted for the Orient where a ready market and good prices were obtained. The catch of pilchards was about the same as in the previous year. The fish are quite plentiful on the west coast of Vancouver Island at certain seasons of the year, — but the demand is not sufficient to encourage the capture of them in larger quantities. 
Whales and Seals.—Three whaling stations were in operation during the year, situated at Kyuquot, Rose Harbour, and Naden Harbour. The total catch was 455 whales which is an increase of 268 over the previous year. There were 4,424 seals taken during the year compared with 930 in 1922.

Capital—The amount of capital invested in fish canning and curing 
establishments in 1928 was $24,027,549 compared with $22,116,338 in 1922, 
and $19,411,990 in 1921.

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Fishing Bounty 

Under the authority of “An Act to encourage the development of the 
Sea Fisheries and the building of Fishing Vessels’ the sum of $160,000 is appro- 
priated annually by the Department of Marine and Fisheries and paid to fisher- 
men of the Maritime provinces. The bounty is Seah Fel under regulations 
made from time to time by the Governor in Council. 

For the year 1923, payment was made on the following basis :— 

To owners of vessels entitled to receive bounty—$1 per registered tong 
payment to the owner of any one vessel not to exceed $80. 

To vessel fishermen entitled to receive bounty—$9 each. 

To owners of boats measuring not less than 13 feet keel—$1 per boat. 

To boat fishermen entitled to receive bounty—$7.60 each. 

There were 8,917 bounty claims paid. In the preceding year there were 
11,204 bounty claims paid. The total amount paid in 1923 was $159,996.20,

Ces services comprennent: la Direction des pécheries du minis- 

tére de la Marine et des Pécheries, qui exerce sa juridiction sur les pécheries des 

provinces maritimes, des provinces des prairies et de la Colombie Britannique; 

et les Divisions des Pécheries des provinces d’Ontario et de Québec, qui régissent 

les pécheries de leurs provinces respectives, sauf les pécheries des Iles de la 

| Madeleine, dans Québec, lesquelles sont sous la juridiction de la Direction des 

pécheries du Dominion. La Colombie Britannique posséde une Division des 

Pécheries, mais cet organisme ne s’occupe pas de statistique pour son propre 

compte. 

En vertu de l’arrangement dont il est parlé plus haut, les statistiques du 

poisson péché et des produits offerts en vente 4 l’état frais ou aprés une prépa- 

ration sommaire, sont recueillies par les fonctionnaires locaux des services des 

pécheries, vérifiées et condensées au ministére de la Marine et des Pécheries, 

puis compilées au Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique. En ce qui concerne le 

' poisson industriellement préparé et ses sous-produits, des formules similaires 

& celles en usage dans le recensement des autres branches de production sont 

_envoyées directement par le Bureau aux poissonneries, établissements de 

_ salaisons, de conserve de poisson, etc., les fonctionnaires des services des pécheries 
s’assurant que ces formules sont consciencieusement remplies et promptement 

retournées. Les fonctionnaires des gouvernements provinciaux voudront bien 

accepter nos remerciements pour le concours qu’ils nous ont prété.

LES PECHERIES DU CANADA! 

Le début des pécheries.—La péche est l'une des plus anciennes industries 
du Canada. Les Normands, les Bretons et les Basques péchatent la morue d 
Terre-Neuve dés avant la décowerte de ’ Amérique. Lorsqu’en 1498 le continent 
nord-américain s’offrit d la vue de Cabot, ce navigateur lut donna le nom de 
«(Bacalaos», nom basque de la morue que ces rudes pécheurs poursuivaient déja. 
Cap-Breton, un des plus anciens noms géographiques de ’ Amérique, est un autre — 
souvenir des premiers pécheurs Francais, que les Espagnols et les Portugais ne 
tarderent pas a sutvre. Fernandez de Navarrete nous apprend que des pécheurs 
de ces trois nationalités fréquentaient le ‘Grand Banc’ en 1502. La péche se 
pratiquarit au moyen de lignes d main, les pécheurs se tenant dans des barils fixés a’ 
Vextérieur du passavant, pour éviter le contact des lignes avec les flancs du navire; 
les bateaux de péche se livratent a leurs opérations tant que durait le beau temps, 
puis s’en retournatent en France avec leurs prises de 30,000 ad 50,000 morues. 
Les voyages entrepris le long du litoral démontrérent bientét que la morue était 
aussi abondante en vue du rivage que sur les bancs lointains; les équipages s’accou- 
tumerent alors a jeter Vancre dans une baie, d construire une hutte sur la gréve et 
a faire dans leurs petites chaloupes des excursions quotidiennes, dont le produit. 
état salé et séché a terre, puis expédié en France a la fin de la saison. Lorsqwil 
remonta le Saint-Laurent, en 1584, Jacques Cartier trouwva partout les traces du 
passage de ces “‘capitaines courageux’’ et de leurs rivalités, lesquelles s’exercaient 
aussi bien dans des rencontres armées que dans la capture du poisson qui les avait 
atlerés st loun de chez eux. Chauvin fonda un établissement de cette sorte d Tadoussac, 
en 1599. Buentdt apres, les pécheurs s’habituérent d passer Vhiver en Amérique 
et a y construire de véritables villages. La premiere concession de péche fut octroyée 
par le rot de France a de Monts, en 1603. On peut donc considérer la péche comme 
la premiere industrie d& laquelle se soient livrés systématiquement les Européens au 
Canada; depuis ces temps lointains elle n’a jamais cessé de donner sa récolte 
annuelle, tant ad V Kurope qua V Amérique. 

Le traité d’Utrecht de 1713 attribwa Terre-Newe ad la Grande-Bretagne, . 
dépossédant la France de son droit de pécher et de faire sécher le poisson sur 
certaines sections du littoral de cette tle, mais la France conserva les pécheries de 
Cap-Breton et celles du golfe. La guerre de Sept Ans (1756-68) interrompit les 
opérations de péche sur une vaste échelle. Lorsqu’elle se termina, la famille Robin, 
de Jersey, vint au Canada, et au moyen d’acquisitions graduelles, s’empara de 
toutes les anciennes stations de péche francaises. Jusqu’d Varrivée des Loyalistes 
les pécheurs s’étatent exclusivement occupés de la morue. Seules les pécheries 
cotveres étatent exploitées durant cette phase, y compris celles du littoral du Labrador; 
ce ne fut quen 1873 qu'un navire de péche en haute mer sortit du port de Lunenburg, 
qui est maintenant le centre principal de la grande péche. 

Lieux de péche du Canada.—Les pécheries canadiennes sont probable- 
ment les plus vastes de Vunivers. Sur V Atlantique, depuis Grand Manan qusqu au 
Labrador, le rivage mesure plus de 5,000 milles, d Vexclusion des anses et échan- 
crures qut le dentellent. La bate de Fundy, avec 8,000 milles carrés, Vestuatre du 
Saint-Laurent, dix fois plus grand, et @ autres eaux océaniques représentent ensemble 
environ 200,000 milles carrés, c’est-d-dire plus des quatre cinquiémes des pécheries 
du nord de VAilantique. De plus, on compte sur les bords de lV Atlantique 15,000 
milles carrés d’eaux territoriales, sous le contréle absolu de la Puissance. Mais 
ces vastes étendues ne représentent qu'une partie des eaux canadiennes. La baie 
d’ Hudson, dont les cotes s’étendent sur une longueur de 6,000 milles, est plus grande 
que la Méditerranée; sur le Pacifique, le littoral canadien mesure 7,180 mulles;

ms ensemble, contiennent plus de la mottié des eaux douces du globe, la part du 
‘anada dans les grands lacs seulement couvrant plus de 34,000 milles carrés, aux- 
uels viennent s’ajouter le lac Winnipeg (9,457 milles carrés), le lac Manitoba 
ide nombreux autres non moins vastes. 

Mais la qualité des produits des pécheries canadiennes est encore plus remar- 
yable. Chacun sart que Vexcellence de la chair du poisson est en proportion directe 
ela pureté et de la fraicheur des eaux quwil habite. Considérés sous cet angle, la 
lorue, Véglefin, le hareng, le maquereau, l’ablette (poisson blanc) et le sawmon du 
anada n’ont pas de rwaux dans ’univers. Il est done évident que les plus magni- 
ques pécheres de Vhémisphere occidental, sinon du globe, appariiennent au Canada. 

_ Le bref exposé qua précéde démontre qw il est impossible d’ envisager les péchertes 
madiennes sous un unique aspect; embrassant tout un continent, elles offrent 
écessatrement une grande diversité. Laissant de cdté les mmenses étendues de la 
nie d’ Hudson et de la région arctique qui s étend depuis ’ Ungava jusqu’a lV Alaska, 
squelles, outre la baleine, donnent asile a de nombreux autres poissons comestibles, 
peut diiser arnst qual surt les péchertes canadiennes: | 

| 1.—P£CHERIES DE L’ATLANTIQUE.—HElles sont les premieres en date, et 
isqwen 1918 elles furent les plus wmportantes par la valeur de leurs produits. 
n y prend la morue, le flétan, Véglefin, le merlan, le hareng, le maquereau, le 
ymard, Vhuttre, le phoque et la baleine franche. L’estuatre et les eaux intérieures 
os provinces maritimes et de Québec sont quelquefois considérés distinctement;

La péche au homard est également une industrre caractéristique. Hn 1870, 

mexistait que trois homarderies sur le littoral de lV Atlantique; aujourd’hu, on 

1 compte plus de 600, occupant prés de 7,000 personnes; 30,000,000 de homards 

mstituent une prise normale. L’un des constants problémes de cette industrve, 

est la difficulté d’assurer Veaxécution des dispositions prohibant la capture des 

unes homards et des adultes au moment du frat; on crott toutefors avoir mis un 

ein au déclin de la production.

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Les pécheurs des provinces maritimes constituent une population endustriel] 
spécialisée. La péche cotiére s’y pratique d’avril d novembre, et méme en janvie 
dans les districts abrités et, quoique les plus grands navires travaillent pendan 
tout Vhier, plusieurs milliers d’hommes sont disponibles, d certains moments d 
Vannée, pour d’autres travaux. Les uns cultivent des petites parcelles de ter, 
entourant leurs matsons, les autres travaillent dans les chantiers de bois du N ouved 
Brunswick ou bien dans les charbonnages de la Nouvelle-Ecosse. Quelques pécher 
de Lunenburg et d’autres font du négoce avec les Antilles. Outre Votstveté fore 
résultant soit du mauvais temps, soit de la fermeture de la péche, la méthode consista 
a rémunérer les pécheurs au moyen d’une part de la prise, tend a les pousser vey 
des occupations secondaires, surtout dans les mauvaises années.

Le Nouveau-Brunswick adopta 
législation similatre. Mais ce mouvement fut éphémére. Aprés quelques an 
d’existence, ou vit les syndicats se dissoudre. Actuellement, chacun péche po 
son propre compte, sans se soucier des autres patrons ou compagnies. ‘ 

2.—Pf£CHERIES INTHRIBURES.—Les grands lacs et les eaux tributatres 
St-Laurent constituent une seconde grande division des pécherrves canadiennes 
L’ablette ou poisson blanc, la truite, la sandre et le hareng des lacs sont les poisson: 
les plus importants, commercialement parlant, d’Ontario, quotque le brochet, | | 
turgeon et quelques autres poissons ne sotent pas ad dédaigner. Les pécherves 
untérieures de Québec n’ont pas une trés grande wmportance. L’histoire de 
péche dans les grands lacs peut se résumer en deux mots: une destruction en Masse, 
suwie dune lente résurrection, aidée par la pisciculture. Un seul bateau a 
péche pouvait autrefois prendre 90,000 ablettes dans sa journée; dans la riviére 
Détroit, on avait Vhabitude de refouler le poisson dans des viviers ov on le prenat 
ou bren ow tl périssait par centaines de milliers, étant alors utilisé comme engrars. 
Mats ce systéme eut tot fait de dépeupler les eaux et de démoraliser ce comme ce. 
Dans les grands lacs, la saison de péche dure de six & hutt mots; quelques péchewu 
continuent leurs opérations durant Vhiver, en creusant des trous dans la glace, as 
le plus grand nombre cherche une autre occupation dans l’interméde des satiso 
En se dirigeant plus a V Ouest, le lac Winnipeg, le lac Winnipegosis, le lac Manitoba 
et des lacs plus petits au nord et a lest de celui-ct, fournissent la plupart des POrssons 
du Manitoba. L’ablette et la sandre sont les principaux d’entre euzx, mars le 
brochet, le tullipi, Veil d’or et nombre d’autres vartétés s’y trouvent a profusion. 
Dans la Saskatchewan: et dans l’Alberta, la péche pour le commerce est confinée 
aux régions situées au nord de la riviére Saskatchewan ov Von prend de grandes 
quantités dablettes. Le probleme des transports devient particuliérement argu; 
quelques-uns des plus grands lacs du continent, les lacs Reindeer, Athabaska. 
Grand Esclave, Grand Ours et des centaines de lacs plus petits n’ont aucune 
communication avec les marchés de consommation. Toutefors, les lacs de Vouest, 
ont joué le méme réle que le Saint-Laurent dans les temps du régime francars et 
que les bancs de morue dans Vhistoire de la N ouvelle-Angleterre, en facilitant la 
colonisation du pays, puisqu’ils offrent un aliment certain aux colons nouvellement 
arrwvés. "a 

3.—PRCHERIES DU Pacirigur.—La Colombie Britannique posséde des péche- 
ries d’eau douce presque similaires a celles de la région des prairies; il est douteux | 
que le commerce des fourrures (qui devart étre Vagent de liaison entre cette province 
et le reste du Canada, 4 travers les Montagnes Rocheuses) auratt pu s’établir au 
commencement de V’histotre de cette province si ces pécheries n’avaient pas existe, 
Les pécheries de la Colombie Britannique sont d’une grande richesse; elles reprée- 
sentent environ les deux cinquiémes de l'industrie poissonniére du Canada et ses 
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- produtts se consomment jusqu’aux extrémités de la terre; ils sont essentiellement 
 constitués par le sawmon, péché a Vembouchure du fleuve Fraser, de la Skeena, 
| la Naas et d'autres riviéres descendant du versant occidental des montagnes. Chacune 
_ des vartétés de ce rot des poissons comestibles (qui, toutefors, n’est pas le vrai 

saumon) fréquentant les eaux du Pacifique, se trouve sur le littoral de la Colombie 
Britannique, c’est-d-dire le sockeye ow dos bleu, le saumon de printemps, le sawmon 
argenté, le sawmon rose et le saumon bécard. Entre tous ceux-ci le dos bleu est 

de beaucoup le plus wmportant, tant en rarosn de son abondance que de l’excellence 
de sa chair, dont la belle couleur rougedtre est tant appréciée des consommateurs 

| dela Grande-Bretagne. Le fleuve Fraser étatt autrefors la principale source d’appro- 
vistonnement du saumon, mais sa production est aujourd’hur dépassée par celle 
de la riviére Skeena et de ses tributatres septentrionaux; la prise varre considéra- 
blement d’année en année. La remontée du saumon commence vers la fin de juillet 
et atteint son apogée dans les premiéres semaines d’aott; néanmoins, les régions 
septentrionales ont wne saison quelque peu plus hdtive. Le saumon de printemps 
ou quinnat est un trés gros poisson; ce fut la premiére espéce qui fut mise en boite 
aux Etats-Unis; la migration de ce poisson s’opére au commencement du printemps 
et se continue jusqu’en juillet. Le saumon argenté est plus petit; comme le dos 

i) bleu, al voyage par bandes innombrables, pendant septembre et octobre, dans le 
| fleuwve Fraser et un pew plus tot dans les cours d’eau plus au nord. Le saumon 
- bécard est salé pour Vexportation en Orient. Le saumon rose, lut aussi, suit le 

dos bleu. Le plus grand nombre des personnes qu’occupe cette péche sont des 
Chinois, des Japonais et des Indiens, élément Chinois étant prépondérant dans 
les usines, tandis que les Indiens et les Japonats se consacrent plutot aux opérations 
de péche. Jusqu’d ces derniéres années, les autres pécheries cétiéres de la Colombie 
Britannique étaient négligées. Le flétan abonde a hauteur de Vile Vancouver et 

entre les tles de la Reine Charlotte et le continent; quoique la premiere tentative 

d’ exploitation industrielle de ce poisson att avorté, dés 1903, la Colombie Britannique 
contribuatt pour 10,000,000 de livres a la production de 25,000,000 de livres péchées 

sur le littoral du Pacifique, au nord de la Californie, chiffre qui a triplé depuis 

lors. Semblablement, la péche au hareng ne s'est développée que tout récemment. 

Signalons aussi la péche a la baleine, industrie récemment implantée et possédant 

quatre stations, dont deux dans Vile Vancouver et deux dans les iles de la Rewne 

- Charlotte. En 1923, une seule des stations de Vile Vancowver et les deux stations 

des tles de la Reine Charlotte furent exploitées. On prend annuellement environ 

500 cétacés de différentes sortes; baleines franches, rorquals, dauphins et méme, 

parfois, des cachalots. La péche a la baleine se pratique dans des bateaux rapides 

armés de canons lance-harpon Svend Foyn, systéme venu de Norvége. Aucune 

partie de la baleine ne se perd, Vhuile, les fanons et le guano en sont tirés, dans 

une mesure toujours croissante. Le cabillaud, Voulachon, Véperlan, le sprat, 

Vesturgeon, Valose et le bar sont également abondants dans les eaux de la Colombie 

Britannique. : 
Ajoutons wn mot concernant les pécheries du phoque 4 fourrure du Pacifique, 

dont le siége historique était autrfois @ Victoria. Cette indusirie est d peu pres 

 disparue, tant d cause de la raréfaction de ces animaux que par Veffet du trarté 

de 1911. La flottille qui poursuit le phoque a fourrure dans le nord de ? Atlantique 

a ses quartiers généraux a St-John, Terre-Neuve; toutefois, quelques navires cana- 

diens partant d’Halifax, se livrent a ces opérations jusqu aux tles Falkland. 

Le sport de la péche.—Nous n’avons envisagé les pécherves jusqu’vt qu au 

point de vue purement industriel et commercial; mars le sport lui-méme comporte 

un aspect économique, dans un pays ov forsonnent des POisOns AUSSt réputés que 

le saumon de la Restigouche, Vachigan de Québec et des hautes terres d’ Ontario et 

la truite de la Nipigon. Le gouvernement pergort des revenus fort élevés en louant 

soit a des clubs, soit @ des particuliers, le droit de péche dans les lacs et les cours 

d’eau des contrées les moins peuplées; d’autre part, des centarnes de guides y trouvent 

une occupation rémunératrice pendant les mots d’ été. 
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Le gouvernement et les pécheries.—Au début de la Confédération, le gouvernement fédéral administrait directement la marine et les pécheries du Canada; un ministre du Cabinet exercait cette juridiction au moyen @un personnel const- dérable d’inspecteurs, de surveillants et de gardes-péche. A Vheure actuelle, le gouvernement fédéral dépense annuellement, pour les pécheries, $1,606,243 et les revenus qua en découlent s’élévent d $220,856. Des décisions judiciaires intervenues en 1582, 1898, 1918 et 1920 ont sensiblement modifié la juridiction du gouvernement fédéral & Vavantage des provinces. Aujour@hui, la Putssance exploite directement les pécheries en eau salée des provinces maritimes et de la Colombie Britannique et les pécheries d’eaw douce des trois provinces des prairies. Les pécheries inté- rieures des provinces maritimes et d’Ontario et les pécheries tant en eau douce qu’en eau salée de la province de Québec sont exploitées par ces provinces respectivement, mars le gouvernement fédéral posséde seul le drott de légiférer sur toutes les matiéres concernant la péche, dans toutes les parties du pays. 
Conservation.—Les pécheries fluviales et lacustres, incontestablement, et les péchertes maritimes, probablement, si elles étaient abandonnées a elles-mémes, subtrarent la loi économique de Vappauvrissement. Pour combattre cette tendance, le gouvernement canadien dut légiférer, interdisant la péche en certaines saisons, la pollution des riviéres et Vobstruction de leur cours; tl dut aussi spécifier les dimensions des mailles des filets, réglementer les agrés et les opérations de péche. En outre, il a éé créé un systéme de pisciculture, que posséde aujourd’ hui 46 viviers, coutant annuellement 350,000 et produisant environ 1 000,000,000 @’ceufs, @alevins 

et de poissons par année, principalement le sawmon de la Colombie Britannique et UVablette. Ces alevins sont distribués gratuitement et placés dans les eaux qui 
leur conviennent le mieux. 

Recherches scientifiques.—Des stations, ot Von procéde a des recherches biologiques sur les problémes aussi nombreux que complexes que présentent les pécheries, et placées sous la direction de la Commission Biologique du Canada, sont établies ad St-Andrews, N.-B. et d N anaimo, C.B., les universités de Toronto, McGill, Queens’ du Manitoba, de la Colombie Britannique et les principales enstitutions des provinces maritimes détachent Gd chacune de ces stations, soit des professeurs, soit des spécialistes et techniciens. Parmi les problémes pratiques que Von y a abordés citons entre autres: V histoire naturelle des potssons comestibles, la bactértologie du poisson, soit frais, soit préparé, Vamélioration des méthodes de manipulation et de préparation du poisson, etc. Des mémoires scientifiques et des rapports sont publiés chaque satson. q 
Aide directe.—Quant au surplus, le gouvernement s’est efforcé d’apporter son aide aux pécheries, lorsqu’il s’est agt de résoudre des cas spéciaux et de surmonter des difficultés particuliéres. A jin dencourager la capture de la roussette ou chien de mer, on a exploité pendant quelques années des manufactures ayant pour objet Vutilisation de ce poisson. Pendant plusieurs années, on fit venir un technicien chargé de démontrer la méthode écossaise de séchage du hareng, en vue d’améliorer les procédés de manipulation en usage au Canada. Un bulletin trimestriel trattant des pécheries maritimes, est publié pour le bénéfice du commerce. Fonalement, une petite flottille de |canonniéres armées circule constamment le long des cétes et sur les grands lacs, pourchassant les braconniers et faisant appliquer les réglements. Pendant la guerre, on s’est efforcé @augmenter autant que possible la consom- mation du potsson, afin d’économiser les autres aluments plus facilement exportables chez nos alliés. A cette fin, le gouvernement établit un service de transport du poisson, par grande vitesse, dans des wagons réfrigérateurs sur son réseau, depuis le littoral jusqwaux grandes villes de Pontérieur; de plus, il s’efforca de stemuler la consommation du poisson au moyen dune active propagande. Nonobstant tous les progrés accomplis, la consommation per capita annuelle du poisson au Canada, est estimée, par la division des pécherves, d 20 livres seulement, chiffre ben minime si Von considére la richesse des péchertes canadiennes. ; Problémes internationaux.—Une région de péche aussi riche que celle 
du nord de V Atlantique ne pouvatt manquer a’attirer les pécheurs d’autres pays et 
danciennes coutumes se transformérent en droits acquis, dont quelques-uns durent 

encore, notamment le séchage de leurs prises par les pécheurs francais sur les rivages 
de Terre-Neuve. Autrement grave est la question des droits des Etats-Unis dont 
les pécheurs, durant la période coloniale, approvisionnaient de poisson la Nouvelle- 
| Angleterre et a qua le trarté de Versailles, de 1783, reconnut le droit de pécher dans 

les eaux coétiéres du Canada. La guerre de 1821 leur fit perdre cette prérogative, 
st bien quaprés 1818, les Etats-Unis n’avaient d’autres droits que ceux de faire 
_escale dans les ports canadiens pour s’y abriter ow s’y approvistonner de bots ou 
d’eau, ou y réparer leurs embarcations; de pécher autour des tiles de la Madeleine 
| et sur la rive nord du Golfe St-Laurent, a Vest de Pointe Jolie; enfin de faire sécher 
et de préparer leur poisson dans les havres, bares et anses non habités de cette partie. 
de la rive nord. L’interprétation des clauses du traité de 1818 souleva maintes 
—querelles, apatsées par le trarté de réciprocité (1854-1866). Par ce dermer traité, 
le poisson canadien et ses sous-produits entraient en franchise aux Etats-Unis et 
vice versa; de plus, les pécheurs des Etats-Unis obtenaient le drovt de péche dans 
les eaux territoriales canadiennes de |’ Atlantique, les pécheurs canadiens étant 
_autorisés a pécher dans certaines eaux territoriales des Etats-Unis, sur le méme 
littoral, d Vexcluston dans les deux cas, des cours d’eau et de leurs estuaires. Les 
_crustacés, mollusques et coquillages étartent exceptés. Le traité de Washington de 
1871 confirma le traité de réciprocité de 1854 en ce qu concerne les pécheries et 
pourvut ad la nomination d’une commission d’arbitrage devant déterminer le 
| chiffre de Vindemnité ad payer par les Etats-Unis a la Grande-Bretagne, en raison 
des concessions par elle consenties. Cette commission siégea a Halifax en 1877 

et y rendit une sentence arbitrale fixant cette indemnité a $5,500,000, dont $1,000,000 
| étaient attribués ad Terre-Neuve. Cependant, en 1885, les Etats-Unis dénoncérent 
les clauses de ce traité se rapportant a la péche et cette action fut sure dune période 
de graves désagréments entre les deux pays. Une convention, signée en 1888, 
| porte le nom de “Tratté non ratifié de 1888”. Les plénipotentiatres qui Vont 
| négociée étaient tombés d’accord sur les points suivants: les bateaux de péche des 
| Etats-Unis recevraient annuellement et gratuitement des licences les autorisant a 
_ pénétrer dans les ports canadiens, a y acheter des provisions et des agrés, a transborder 
leurs prises et & embarquer des équipages. C’est ce traité qui donna narssance 
aux “licences du modus vivendi”. Les négoctateurs du traité ayant reconnu qu'il 
ne pouvatt étre ratifié par les deux gouvernements avant louverture de la saison de 
_péche, décidérent comme mesure transitoire et ne devant pas durer plus de deux 
ans que les bateaux de péche des Etats-Unis, sur paiement d’un drowt de $1.50 
par tonneau, pourraient exiger Vémission d’une licence leur accordant le bénéfice 
des dispositions ci-dessus énumérées. Le Sénat des Etats-Unis rejeta ce traite; 

néanmoins, le gouvernement canadien continua a émettre des “licences du modus 

 vivendi” jusqu’en 1918, date a laquelle des arrangements furent faits assurant des 

privileges réciproques aux pécheurs des deux pays dans les ports de leur vovsin, 

mais les effets de cette entente — qui était wne mesure spéciale de guerre du 

gouvernement des Etats-Unis — cessérent le premier juillet 1921. L’année suwante, 

on dut recourir de nouveau aux “licences du modus vivendi”, mais a la fin de 1923 

elles disparurent. Depuis lors, on est revenu aux dispositions du traité de 1818. 

Dans les grands lacs, également les problémes les plus importants, tels que 

le repeuplement et la disposition du poisson, ont nécessarrement un caractére inter- 
national et se compliquent du nombre des états intéressés. Une situation analogue 

s’est créée en Colombie Britannique, ow les industriels de Puget Sound capturent 

le saumon dos blew du flewe Fraser, en quantités beaucoup plus considérables que 

les pécheurs du Canada et ce, au moyen de piéges et autres méthodes interdites dans 

les eaux canadiennes. En 1906, un commission internationale fit le premier pas 

| vers une entente sur cette question vitale; en 1922 une commission parlementarre 

recommandait la prohibition de la péche de ce saumon, dans les eaux du Fraser, 
pendant cing ans, comme mesure de conservation. 
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Primes.—Une conséquence indirecte mais fort amportante du traité de 
Washington reste en viqueur Une loi de 1882 (45 Vict., c. 18), pour le déve- 
loppement des pécheries maritimes et encouragement @ la construction des navires 
de péche, a consacré une somme annuelle de $150,000 (représentant Vintérét de 
$4,500,000, montant de la sentence arbitrale d’Halifax), a la distribution de primes 
aux propriétaires de bateaux de péche et d leurs équipages. Une autre loi votée 
en 1891 (54-55 Vict., c. 82), éleva ces primes ad $160,000, les détails de leur 
distribution étant réglés chaque année par arrété ministériel. 

Industrie moderne.—L’industrie poissonniére du ‘Canada, telle qu’elle 
existe actuellement, est le fruit des efforts accomplis pendant les cinquante derniéres 
années En 1844, la valeur des prises n’étatt estimée qu’d $125,000; elle doubla 
dans la décade suivante et, dés 1860, dépassait $1,000,000. Dix ans plus tard, 
elle attergnit $6,000,000, chiffre plus que doublé en 1878. Dans la derniére décade 
du siécle elle dépassait $20,000,000, touchait d trente-quatre millions en 1911 et 
excédait quarante-deux millions en 1923. Mais son apogée fut atteinte en 1918, 
année qui dépassa soixante millions. (Ces chiffres représentent la valeur totale 
de tout le poisson vendu soit frais, soit séché, soit en conserve ou autrement préparé). 
Pendant ce temps, le personnel vivant de cette industrie comprenart 70,000 personnes 
et le capital qu’elle absorbait excéda $50,000,000 en certaines années, quoique - 
dans son ensemble cette industrie n’ait pas progressé aussi rapidement que les 
autres, au cours de la période de grande prospérité qui régna au Canada apres 
1896. 

Entre tous les poissons, la morue et le sauwmon se disputérent longtemps la 
promauté; si l'on remontait jusqu’au origines, la morue tiendratt la téte, mais st — 
Von ne considére que les quinze derniéres années, on constate que le saumon a 
définitivement conquis la premiére place et méme le volume du homard et son prie 
élevé ont plus d’une fois relégué la morue au troistéme rang. Hn 1928, le flétan” 
s'est placé deuxiéme, par ordre de valeur, le homard troisiéme et la morue quatrieme. 
Ceci eut pour effet de modifier le rang des provinces entre elles, la Colombte Britan- 
nique tenant maintenant la premiére place, qui appartenatt auparavant a la Nouvelle- 
Ecosse. | 

Commerce.—On a déjd vu que la consommation domestique du potsson est 
relatiwement minime au Canada et que cette industrie dépend largement des marchés — 
de Vétranger. On peut évaluer approximativement a 60 pour cent des prises 
annuelles, la portion exportée, dont les Etats-Unis absorbent approximativement 
une mortré et la Grande-Bretagne un sixiéme. Pendant Vannée civile 1923, les) 
exportatrons totales se sont élevées d $27,800,947 , dont $12,643,146 pour les Etats- 
Unis et $5,260,679 pour la Grande-Bretagne. Le plus important des poissons 
exportes est le saumon en boite (expédié en Grande-Bretagne et aux autres marchés 
européens), suivt de prés par la morue séche (expédiée aux Antilles, en Amérique 
du Sud, etc.), Pour le poisson frais, spécialement Vablette et le homard, les Etats- 
Units constituent le principal débouché. En définitive, les exportations de poisson 
du Canada ne le cédent qu’d celles de la Grande-Bretagne et de la Norvége, mais si 
Von y joint les exportations de Terre-N euve, elles excédent lune et Vautre. En 1923, 
le Canada a importé pour $2,493,880 de potsson.

P£CHERIES DE L’ ATLANTIQUE 

Morue, églefin, ingue et merlan.—Tous ensemble, ces poissons ont donné 
2,242,000 qtx, pendant l’année, au lieu de 3,045,000 qtx l’année précédente, 
cette diminution étant surtout attribuable 4 la réduction subie par la morue, 
qui n’a fourni que 1,773,000 qtx, en décroissance de 547,000 qtx sur l’année 
précédente. La flottille de péche de Lunenburg était la moins nombreuse qu’on 
ait vue depuis vingt ans; ce port n’a armé que quatre-vingt navires, c’est-a-dire 
19 de moins qu’en 1922. La péche de Véglefin n’a presque pas varié. Les

Maquereau, hareng et sardine.—Ces trois poissons ont subi une réduction 
de 410,000 qtx, leur prise s’étant limitée 4 1,102,000 quintaux, soit 693,000 
quintaux pour le hareng, c’est-d-dire 78,000 quintaux de moins qu’en 1922. 
Le hareng en saumure a subi une baisse considérable, tombant A $4 le baril. 
L’industrie du hareng fumé & Grand Manan subit une trés mauvaise saison, 
tres peu de hareng propre au fumage ayant été pris dans les nasses. Des 
quantités de hareng assez gros fréquentaient les eaux de la Baie, mais ils n’ont 
pas été chassés dans les nasses par leurs ennemis naturels, comme cela se produit 
habituellement.

PREFACE 

This Report is issued under an arrangement for statistical co-operation 

between the Dominion Bureau of Statistics and the Government branches 

having jurisdiction with regard to fisheries throughout Canada. These branches 

comprise: The Dominion Fisheries Branch of the Department of Marine and 

Fisheries, which exercises jurisdiction over the fisheries of the Maritime pro- 
vinces, the Prairie provinces and British Columbia and the Fisheries Branches 

of Ontario and Quebec, which have jurisdiction over the fisheries of their 

Tespective provinces, excepting in the case of Quebec, the fisheries of the 

Magdalen Islands, which are under the jurisdiction of the Dominion Fisheries 

Branch. The province of British Columbia has a Fisheries Branch, but it does 
not engage in independent statistical work. 

Under the arrangement above referred to, the statistics of the catch, and 
of the products marketed in a fresh state or domestically prepared, are collected 

by the local officers of the Fisheries Branches, checked in the Department 

of Marine and Fisheries, and compiled in the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 

In the case of manufactured fish products, schedules in conformity with those of 

other sections of the Census of Industry are sent by the Bureau to the operators 

of canneries, fish-curing establishments, etc., the fisheries officers assisting in 

Securing an expeditious and accurate return. The grateful acknowledgments 

of the Bureau are tendered to the officers of the provincial governments who 

co-operate in these arrangements.

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THE FISHERIES OF CANADA 

The Early Fisheries.—/ishing is one of the historic industries of Canada. 
From a date which precedes authentic record, the Normans, the Bretons and the 
Basques were on the cod-banks of Newfoundland. Cabot, in 1498, when he first 
sighted the mainland of North America, gave it the name of ‘‘Bacalaos,” the Basque 
word for codfish, which he found already in use among those hardy seamen. Cape 
Breton, one of the oldest place-names in America, is another memorial of the early 
French fishermen,—and the Spaniards and the Portuguese were but little behind. 
Fernandez de Navarrete mentions all three as frequenters of the “Grand Bank” 
before 1502. The fishing was by hand lines over barrels made fast to the bulwarks 
to prevent fouling, the vessels remaining during fine weather, then returning to 
France with from 80,000 to 50,000 cod. Voyages along the coast soon showed 
the cod as plentiful inshore as on the outer banks, and it became common for a crew 
to anchor in a bay, erect a hut on shore, and make daily excursions to the fishing 
grounds—the product being salted and dried on land and at the end of the season 
shipped to France. Jacques Cartier, when he went up the St. Lawrence in 1534, 
found traces everywhere of these early ‘‘ Captains Courageous’’ and of their rivalries 
m arms no less than in the capture of the teeming product which had tempted them 
so far from home. An establishment of the kind just mentioned was founded at 
Tadoussac by Chauvin in 1599. Soon the fishermen began to stay all winter and 
thus to erect permanent fishing settlements. The first grant of the fisheries of Canada 
was made by the King of France to de Monts in 1603. Fishing, therefore, may 
well be regarded as the first industry to be systematically prosecuted by Europeans 
in what is to-day the Canadian domain. It has never since ceased to yield a 
perennial harvest both to Europe and America. | 

By the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713, Britain became the owner of Newfoundland | 
and excluded France from fishing and drying fish on certain sections of the coast, 
but France retained the fisheries of Cape Breton and the Gulf. The Seven Years | 
War (1756-1763) put a stop to continuous fishing. At its close, the Robin family | 
of Jersey came to Canada, and gradually acquired the former French fishing stations. 
Until the arrival of the Loyalists all other fishing but cod was neglected. Inshore | 

fisheries alone (including those of the Labrador coast) were developed during this 
phase; no deep-sea fishing vessel put out from Lunenburg, now the chief centre 
of the deep-sea fishery, until 1873. E | 

The Canadian Fishing Grounds.—Canada’s fishing grounds are perhaps | 
the most extensive in the world. On the Atlantic, from Grand Manan to Labrador, : 
the coast line, not including the lesser bays and indentations, measures over 6,000 
miles. The bay of Fundy, 8,000 square miles in extent, the gulf of St. Lawrence, 
fully ten times that size, and other ocean waters comprise not less than 200,000 — 
square miles, or over four-fifths of the area of the fishing grounds of the North | 
Atlantic. In addition there are on the Atlantic sea-board 15,000 square miles 
of inshore waters controlled entirely by the Dominion. Large as are these areas | 
they represent only a part of the fishing grounds of Canada. Hudson Bay, with © 
a shore 6,000 miles in length, is greater in area than the Mediterranean Sea; the 
Pacific coast of the Dominion measures 7 ,180 miles in length and is exceptionally | 
well sheltered, whilst throughout the interior is a series of lakes which together | 
contain more than half of the fresh water on the planet, Canada’s share of the 
Great Lakes alone amounting to over 34,000 square miles, a total which of course 
does not include lake Winnipeg (9,457 square miles,) lake Manitoba, and others 
of even greater area. ! 

Stull more important than the extent of the Canadian fishing grounds is the 
quality of their product. It is an axiom among authorities that food fishes improve 
wn proportion to the purity and coldness of the waters in which they are taken. 
Judged by this standard, the Canadian cod, halibut, herring, mackerel, whitefish 
and salmon are the peer of any in the world. It is possible, therefore, to state that

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by far the most valuable fisheries of the western hemisphere, if not of the globe, 
belong to Canada. 

It will be seen from the above that it 1s impossible to deal with the Canadian 
fisheries in the aggregate; they are those of a continent rather than of a country, 
and are of corresponding diversity. Omitting the tremendous Hudson Bay and 
peri-Arctic region, which extends from Ungava to Alaska, and which is known 
to contain a number of valuable food fisheries in addition to its whaling grounds, 
there are roughly the following divisions of the Canadian fisheries; 

7. ATLANTIC FISHERIES.—These were the first Canadian fisheries in point 
of time and until 1918 they remained the most important for aggregate value of 
product. Cod, halibut, haddock, hake, herring, mackerel, lobster, oyster, hair seal 
and white whale fisheries are included. The estwarian and inland waters of the 
Maritime provinces and of Quebec are sometimes considered as distinct; if they 
are added, the list of products would embrace the salmon, the shad, the gaspereau 
(alewrfe), ‘the smelt, the striped bass, the tom cod, the trout and the maskinonge. 
Conditions are fairly uniform throughout these ‘fisheries, which are commonly 
divided into the inshore and deep-sea fisheries. The inshore or coastal fishery is 
carried on in small boats usually motor driven, with crews of two or three men, 
and in a class of small vessels with crews of from four to seven men. The means 
of capture employed by boat fishermen are gill nets and hooks and lines, both hand 
lines and trawls; whilst from the shore are operated trap nets, haul seines and 
weirs. Haddock as well as cod is a staple product; during the spring and summer 
at is split and salted but the important season comes with the autumn, when the 
fish are shipped fresh or else smoked and sold as finnan haddie. The deep-sea 
fisheries are worked by vessels of from 40 to 100 tons, carrying from twelve to 
twenty men operating with trawl lines from dories. The fleets operate on the various 
fishing banks, such as Grand Bank, Middle Ground and Banquereau. The vessels, 
built by native hands, remain at sea, sometimes for months at a time, and in the 
hands of sailors who have no superior, seldom come to grief. When they return, 
the fish, which have been split and salted on board, are taken on shore and washed 
and dried. The West Indies are the chief market for this product; no cod fish in 
the world stands the tropical climate like that cured by Nova Scotia fishermen. 
Steam trawling, as rt 1s carried on in the North Sea, was introduced on the Atlantic 
coast of Canada several years ago. There are now four steam trawlers operating 
from Nova Scotia ports. They operate practically the whole year and their catches 
are utilized entirely for the fresh fish trade. 

Lobstering 1s another distinctive industry. In 1870, there were three lobster 
canneries on the Atlantic coast of Canada; today the canneries number over 600 
and give work to nearly 7,000 people; 30,000,000 lobsters is a normal catch. The 
difficulty of enforcing regulations as to the capture of undersized and spawning 
lobsters offers a constant problem in connection with the ouptut, but a decline is 
now thought to have been arrested. Oysters, once plentiful everywhere, are now 
found in somewhat diminished quantities. The canning of sardines, which are 
young hesrongs and not a distinct type of fish, in New Brunswick is second only 
to lobstering. 

The fishing population of the Maritime provinces is a specialized and stable 
industrial class. The coast-wise fisheries are operated from April to November, 
or to January in sheltered districts; and though the larger vessels work all winter, 
several thousand men are available for a time each year for other employment. 
This they find about the small plots of land which the most of them own or occupy, 
mm the lumber camps of New Brunswick, or in the collieries of Nova Scotia. A 
few from Lunenburg and other centres engage in the West Indian trade. Apart 
from restrictions of weather and close seasons, the prevailing method of paying the 
men on shares has a further tendency in years of low catches or prices to drive them 
onto secondary occupations. 
) In view of the various disabilities attaching to the industry, an act of the 
provincial legislature of Nova Scotia was passed in 1905, which provided for the 

iThe marketed value of sardines in New Brunswick in 1924 exceeded for the first time the value of the lobsters. 
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organization of fishermen’s unions or ‘‘stations” throughout the province, in affiliation 
with a central body, to meet annually for the discussion of common problems such 
as transportation facilities, the cordage supply, prices, methods of catching and 
curing fish, etc. Several successful conventions have been held. In New Brunswick 
similar legislation was enacted. After a few years’ existence, however, the unions 
ceased to operate, and fishing activities are again prosecuted endependently by the 
various individuals and firms interested. 

2. IntaAnp FisnErius.—The Great Lakes and tributary waters of the St. 
Lawrence are a second great division of the Canadian fisheries. White fish, trout, 
pickerel, and lake herring are the most important commercial fishes of Ontario, 
though pike, sturgeon and coarse fish yield a fair return. The Quebec inland 
fisheries are comparatively unimportant. The story of the Great Lakes jisheries 
as one of reckless early depletion and subsequent slow recovery by restocking. Single 
hauls of 90,000 whitefish were once common; in the Detroit river the fish used to 
be driven into pens where they were captured or died by the hundreds of thousands, 
and were used later as fertilizer. All this reaped its reward in barren waters and 

-@ demoralized market. The season on the Great Lakes lasts from six to erght 
months, and though fishing through the ice is followed by many, a large number 
depend on miscellaneous employment between the seasons. Moving westward, lake 
Winnipeg, lake Winnipegosts, lake Manitoba and the smaller lakes to the north 
and east furnish most of the fish products of Manitoba. Whitefish and pickerel 
are the chief products, but pike, tullibee, goldeye and many other varieties abound, 
In Saskatchewan and Alberta commercial fishing is confined to the regions north 
of the Saskatchewan river, where whitefish in large quantities are taken. The, 
problem of transportation is keenly felt; some of the greatest lakes of the continent 
—Reindeer, Athabaska, Great Slave, Great Bear—and hundreds of smaller bodies 
of water are still beyond reach from a marketing point of view. The lakes of the 
west, however, repeating the part which the St. Lawrence played in the days of the 
French regime, and the cod banks in the history of New England, have assisted 
greatly in the setilement of the country by providing a much needed food supply 
for early arrivals. | 

3. Pactric Fisuerres.—In British Columbia, there is an interior fishing | 
region which corresponds in the main to the prairie section; in the early history. 
of the province it is doubtful of the fur trade (which opened the door by way of the. 
Rocky Mountains to later enterprise) could have established tts footing but | 
these fisheries. The great wealth of British Columbia, however, in this respect—the 
source from which she produces approximately two-fifths of the fish products of ' 
Canada, and has built up a trade which reaches to the ends of the earth—is in the | 
estuarian salmon fisheries of the Fraser, the Skeena, the Naas- and other rivers 
of the Pacific slope. Every species of this king of food jishes known to the waters | 
of the Pacific (which, however, is not the true salmon) is to be found on the British 
Columbia coast—the sockeye, the spring, the cohoe, the pink and the chum salmon. - 
Of these, the sockeye is by far the most amportant, owing to its abundance and to 
its prevarling deep red colour and excellent texture, which have created so keen a 
demand for ii in the British market. On the Fraser river, which used to be the 
chief source of supply, but which has now yielded place to the Skeena and other 
northern waters, the yield varies to a considerable extent from year to year... The | 
run begins late in July and is at its height in the opening weeks of August, though 
the northern rivers have a somewhat earlier season. The spring or quinnat salmon 
ws a much larger fish; it was the species first used in the United States for canning. 
The run begins early in the spring and continues until July. The cohoes are smaller, 
running lke the sockeye in compact schools, during September and October on the 
Fraser and earlier on the northern streams. The chum salmon as salted for export 
to the Orient. The pink salmon again follows the sockeye. Many of the employees 
in this fishery are Chinese, Japanese and I ndians, the Chinese preponderatin 
an the canneries and the Indians and Japanese in the fishing operations. q 
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- Until recent years the other coastal fisheries of British Columbia were only 
slightly developed. Halibut abounds off Vancouver island and between the Queen 
Charlotte islands and the mainland, and though the first endeavour to establish an 
industry was unsuccessful, by 1903 British Columbia supplied 10,000,000 pounds 
of 25,000,000 taken on the whole Pacific coast north of California. The former 
figure has since trebled. Similarly, the herring industry remained undeveloped 
until recently. There is also the whale fishery which has been organized in recent 
years with four stations, two on Vancouver island and two on the Queen Charlotte 
islands—(In 1924 one on Vancowver island and two on the Queen Charlotte islands 
were operated). The yearly catch of about 500 includes whales of many kinds 
—sulphur bottom, finback, and humpback with an occasional sperm whale. Whale 
hunting is carried on in fast boats with Svend Foyn harpoon guns—a method 
which was introduced from Norway. Every scrap of the whale 1s used—oil, whale- 
bone and guano are its more important products. Black cod, oulachon, smelts, 
pilchards, sturgeon, shad and bass are also abundant in British Columbia waters. 

A word might be added with regard to the Canadian fur-seal fisheries of the 
Pacific whose historic headquarters were the city of Victoria. The industry has 
disappeared, in part through the scarcity of the animals, and in part through the 
workings of the Pelagic sealing treaty of 1911. The hatr-seal fleets of the north 
Atlantic make St. John’s, Newfoundland, their headquarters; a few Canadian 
vessels, however, clearing from Halifax, N.S., take fur seals off the Falkland islands. 

Game Fish.—The above is a purely’ industrial and commercial survey. 
Fishing for sport, however, has its economic side in a country of such famous game 

fish as the salmon of the Restigouche, the black bass of the Quebec and Ontario 

highlands, and the trout of the Nipigon. A considerable public revenue is derwed 

from the leasing of waters in sparsely settled districts to clubs and indinduals for 

sporting purposes. Several hundreds of guides find employment. here during the 

summer months. 

The Government and the Fisheries.—Ai Confederation, the adminis- 

tration of the Canadian fisheries and marine was placed in the charge of a depart- 

ment of the Dominion government which then exercised complete qgurisdiction over 

the fisheries, wnder the supervision of a Cabinet Minister, with a large staff of 

inspectors, overseers and guardians to enforce the fishery laws. The annual expendi- 

ture of the Dominion on the fisheries 1s now $1,390,043 and ws revenue about 

$136,540. In 1882, 1898, 1913 and 1920 decisions in the courts considerably 

altered the status of jurisdiction as between the Dominion and the provinces. To-day 

the Dominion controls the tidal fisheries of the Maritime provinces and British 

Columbia and the fisheries of the three Prairie provinces. The non-tidal fisheries 

of the Maritime provinces and Ontario and both the tidal and non-tidal fisheries 

of Quebec are controlled by the respective provinces, but the right of fisheries legis- 

lation for all provinces rests with the Dominion government. 

- Conservation.— River and lake fisheries certainly, and sea fisheries probably 

if left to themselves, conform to the economic law of diminishing returns. The 

Canadian government, accordingly, has had for a main object the prevention of 

depletion, the enforcement of close seasons, the forbidding of obstructions and 

pollutions, and the regulation of nets, gear and of fishing operations generally. 

In addition, an extensive system of fish culture has been organized, the Dominion 

at present operating 33 hatcheries and 9 subsidiary hatchertes at a yearly cost of 

about $350,000, and producing about 1,000,000,000 eggs, fry and older fish per 

annum, mostly B.C. salmon and whitefish. The young fish are distributed gratis 

yf the waters applied for are suitable. 

Scientific Research.—Stations under the direction of the Biological Board 

of Canada for the conduct of biological research into the numerous complex problems 

furnished by the fisheries are established at St. Andrews, N B., and Nanavmo, 

B.C. Toronto, McGill, Queens’, Manitoba, British Columbia and the chief Mari- 

time province universities send workers to both stations, chiefly professors and 

trained specialists. The life-histories of edible fishes, the bacteriology of fresh 
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and cured fish, improved method of handling and preparing fish, and numerous other 
practical problems have been taken up and scientific memoirs and reports issued. 

Direct Assistance.—lor the rest, the action of the government has been in 
the way of rendering direct assistance in spectfic cases of difficulty. Experimental 
reduction plants were operated for some years to encourage the capture of dog-fish. 
For some time, also, an expert was engaged to conduct a series of demonstrations 
in the Scottish method of curing herring with a view to emproving the Canadian 
cured product. Under authority of the Fish Inspection Act, systems of instruction 
wn umproved methods of fish-curing and barrel-making and of wnspection of the 
cured product by specially appointed officials have been in operation for several 
years. A quarterly bulletin on the sea fisheries is issued for the benefit of the trade. 
Finally, a fleet of armed cruisers patrols the coastal and inland waters for the pre- 
vention of poaching and the enforcement of regulations. . 

During the war it became desirable to increase as far as possible the consump- 
tion of fish, reserving the less perishable animal foods for export to our allies. The 
government therefore undertook to provide for the rapid transit of sea fish on tts 
railway lines to the markets of the inland provinces, and to stimulate by a publicity 
campaign the consumption of fish. Though much was accomplished in this direc- 
tion, the annual per capita consumption of fish in Canada has been estimated at 
not more than 20 pounds, a low figure considering Canada’s position as a fish pro- 
ducing country. The government has done much to umprove the fast freight service 
for fish products from the Atlantic coast to Montreal and Toronto. 

International Problems.—So rich a fishing area as the North Atlantic 
could not fail to attract other countries, and old customs became elevated into rights, 
some of which have lasted until the present. The French shore is a N ewfoundland 
question, now a sentimental one entirely. Very different is the question of the rights. 
of the United States, whose fishermen in the colonial period provided the chief food 
supply for New England and who were granted by the Treaty of Versailles, 1783, 
a specific liberty to a share of the Canadian inshore fisheries. Losing this by the. 
war of 1812, the United States after 1818 surrendered all but their liberty to call 
at Canadian ports for shelter, wood or water or to make repairs, and to fish around 
the Magdalen islands and on the north shore of the Gulf of St. Lawrence from 
Point Joli eastward, and to dry and cure their fish in any of the unsettled bays, 

‘ harbours and creeks on this portion of the North shore. In the years 1854-1866, | 
the Reciprocity Treaty set at rest for the time questions of interpretations to be 
placed on certain parts of the Treaty of 1818. The former Treaty provided for the 
admission into either country, duty free, of the fish and fish products of the other, and United States fishermen were allowed to fish in Canadian Atlantic territorial | 
waters and Canadian fishermen in certain United States territorial waters on that 
coast, with the exception in either instance of rivers and mouths of rivers, and for 
shell fish. In 1871, the Treaty of Washington revived the fishery provisions of the | 
fecrprocity Treaty of 1854, and provided for the appointment of a commission to determine the amount of compensation to be paid by the United States to Great 
Britain as the difference in the value of the concesstons mutually granted. This 
commassion sat at Halifax in 1877, and its findings have since been known as the | 
“ Halifax Award’. The amount of the award was $5,500,000, of which $1,000,000 | 
was apportioned to Newfoundland. In 1885, however, the United States terminated — 
the fisheries articles of this Treaty, and a period of disagreement between the countries — 
followed. A settlement was negotiated in 1888 when the plenipotentiaries appointed 
by the two nations agreed to what since has been known as the “ Unratified Treaty 
of 1888’, under the terms of which United States fishing vessels would be granted, — without fee, annual licenses authorizing them to purchase in Canadian ports pro- — 
visions and outfits, to tranship their catches and to ship crews. Out of this treaty 
grew the so-called modus vivendi licenses. The treaty makers recognized that the 
treaty could not receive the sanction of the governments of the countries concerned 
before the commencement of the fishing season and, as a temporary arrangement to last not longer than two years, it was agreed that United States fishing vessels 

it, : 
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on the payment of a fee of $1.50 per registered ton, should receive annual licenses 
conveying the privileges covered by the treaty. The treaty was rejected by the United 
States Senate, but Canada continued to issue modus vivendi licenses up to 1918, 
when arrangements were made for reciprocal privileges in the ports of either country. 
The arrangement was discontinued in the United States when their special war 
legislation under which it was made, ceased to be effectwwe on July 1st, 1921. The 
following year the modus vivendi licenses were revived in Canada; but the system 
was discontinued at the end of 1923, and United States fishing vessels are now limited 
to the provisions of the Treaty of 1818. 

On the Great Lakes, also, the more important fishery problems, such as restocking 
and marketing, are necessarily international in character, and are complicated 
by the number of state governments interested. Much the same situation has 
developed in British Columbia, where the sockeye of the Fraser are taken by the 
canners of Puget Sound in quantities that largely exceed the catch of the Canadian 
canners and by trap nets and other methods forbidden in Canadian waters. In 
1906 an international commission first discussed the question, while in 1922, 
prohibition of sockeye fishing in the Fraser for five years, with a view to conservation, 
was recommended by a Parliamentary commission. 

Fishing Bounties.—An important though indirect aftermath of the Washing- 
ton Treaty remains. By an Act of 1882 (45 Vict., c. 18) for the development of 
the sea fisheries and the encouragement of boat bualding, provision was made 
for the distribution annually among fishermen and the owners of fishing boats of 
$150,000 in bounties, representing the interest on the amount of the Halifax award. 
An Act of 1891 (54-65 Vict., c. 42) increased the amount to $160,000, the detarls 
of the expenditure being settled each year by Order in Council. 

The Modern Industry.—The existing fishing industry of Canada is the 
growth of the past half-century. In 1844, the estimated value of the catch was only 

$125,000. It doubled in the following decade, and by 1860 had well passed the 

million mark. Ten years later it was siz millions, and this was agavn more than 

doubled in 1878. In the 90’s it passed twenty millions, and in 1911, thirty-four 

millions. In 1924 it was over forty-four millions. The highest record was reached 

in 1918, with over sixty millions. It will be understood that these figures represent 

the total values of fish marketed, whether in a fresh, dried, canned or otherwise 

prepared state. Meanwhile the number of employees has mounted to 70,000, and 

the total capital invested to over $50,000,000 in certain years, though the endustry 

as a whole did not progress proportionately with the marked industrial expansion 

which set in after 1896 in Canada. 
Among individual fish products, the cod and the salmon long disputed the 

primacy; if the record back to the beginning is taken the cod 1s the most valuable 

fishery; in the past twenty years, however, the salmon has definitely taken the lead 

and the heavy pack and high price of lobsters have more than once sent cod down to 

third place. This has, of course, affected the relative standing of the provinces 

accordingly, British Columbia now occupying the leadership that in earlier tvmes: 

belonged to Nova Scotia. Halibut, which for a number of years occupied fourth 

place among the chief commercial fishes, has in the past two years taken second 

place in order of value, followed in 1928 by lobsters and in 1924 by cod. 

Trade.—For reasons already noted, the domestic consumption of fish 1s 

relatively small in Canada, and the trade depends largely upon foreign markets. 

Perhaps 60 per cent of the annual capture is an average export, of which the United 

States takes approximately one-half and Great Britain one-sixth. In the fiscal year 

1925, total exports amounted to $33,967,009, of which $13,912,139 went to the United 

States and $6,709,951 to Great Britain. The most important single export 1s canned 

salmon (to Great Britain and European markets ) followed closely by cod, dry salted 

(to the West Indies, South America, etc. ) For fresh fish, especially whitefish and 

lobsters, the United States is the chief market. In brief, Canada’s export trade in 

fish, falls below that of Great Britain and Norway alone; including Newfoundland 

at exceeds both. Canadian imports of fish in 1925 amounted to $2,980,447. 
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FISHERIES STATISTICS OF CANADA, 1924 
The total value of production of the fisheries of Canada for the year 1924 

was $44,534,235, compared with $42,565,545 for 1923 and $41 ,800,210 for 1922. 
These totals represent the value of the product as marketed, whether fresh, 
domestically prepared or factory made. The following table shows the quantity caught and the value marketed of the chief commercial fishes (those valued 
at $100,000 or upwards) for the past five years, with a statement in the final 
column of the increase or decrease for 1924 compared with 1923.

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Review of the Fisheries of 1924 

| The catch of fish on the Atlantic and Pacific coasts and in the inland 
‘waters shows a small increase over the catch of the previous year. The value 
of the total catch when marketed, however, shows the very substantial increase 
‘of almost $2,000,000. Only two provinces show a decrease in the value of their 
fisheries, viz., Prince Edward Island and Alberta. In the case of Prince Edward 
Island, the decrease is due to the poor catch in the lobster fishery, while the 
statistics for Peter Pond Lake, which formerly were shown in Alberta, are 
this year included in Saskatchewan instead of Alberta, which practically makes 
up for the decrease in the latter province. | 

ATLANTIC FISHERIES 

Cod, Haddock, Hake and Pollock.—2,433,234 cwt. of these fish were taken 
‘compared with 2,241,799 cwt. in the preceding year, or an increase of 191,435 

ewt. The catch of each kind shows an increase in Nova Scotia. The Lunenburg 

fishing fleet was slightly larger than in the year previous and had a very successful 

season, making larger catches and obtaining better prices than in the previous 

year. In New Brunswick there was a decrease in the catch of cod and pollock. 

Cod and hake were landed in larger quantities in Prince Edward Island and 

the catch of cod increased in Quebec. It is interesting to note that the quantity 

of these kinds marketed in a fresh condition rose from 247,737 cwt. in 1928 

‘to 331,421 cwt. in 1924. 

_ Mackerel, Herring and Sardines.—The total catch of these three kinds was 

1,600,179 cwt. which is an increase of 496,543 cwt. There were 844,461 herring 

taken or an increase of 151,696 cwt. The provinces of Quebec and Prince 

Edward Island show a decrease in this fishery, while the New Brunswick and 

Nova Scotia catches were much larger, the latter province showing an increase 

of 101,527 cwt. A larger quantity of herring was smoked by the fishermen, 

who received more for it prepared in this way than by selling it fresh. A good 

increase is noted in the quantity of pickled herring put up in Nova Scotia. 

There were 215,590 cwt. of mackerel landed, which is an increase of 73,841 

ewt. over that of the year previous. This fish was quite plentiful and for the 

first time in many years remained around the shores of Prince Edward Island 

all summer. Greater quantities could have been taken by the New Brunswick 

fishermen, but the latter did not prosecute the fishery diligently remembering 

the poor price paid in the previous year when there was a glut in the American 

market. Some 270,064 barrels of sardines were taken. This is an increase of 

135,503 over the 1923 catch when 134,561 barrels were taken. As a result 

of the sudden drop in price from $12 per hogshead to $6 soon after the opening 

of the canning season it was realized that something must be done to protect 

the fishery. The Department inserted in each weir license, at the request 

of the weir owners, a condition that sardines for export could not be sold for 

less than $10 per hogshead. This condition was at first vigorously opposed 

by the American canners, who buy the bulk of the fish, but they have changed 

their opinion on finding that the canning business has been stabilized thereby. 

A canner can now put up goods when the market is dull, knowing that his 

competitor is not obtaining the raw material at a cheaper price. 

Other Sea Fish.—There were 28,265 cwt. of halibut taken, compared with 

19,658 in 1923. Of this quantity Nova Scotia produced 27,407 cwt. The 

eatch of swordfish was considerably less, only 5,575 ewt. being taken, against 

14,343 the previous year. This fish was exceptionally scarce except off the 

Sydney Harbour fishing grounds. Those fishermen operating at the latter 

place had a banner year. The catch of tom cod shows a large increase, while 

there were fewer flounders and albacore taken, the latter showing a reduction 

of fifty per cent in the catch. 
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Shellfish.The lobster fishing was not a success. This was due primarily 
to a scarcity of fish and also to the large carry over of the pack of 1923 when 
prices were low and canned lobsters could not be disposed of. One result, 
however, was that a greater part of the catch was shipped fresh and the carry 
over of the previous year’s pack was disposed of. The catch was 272,713 cwt. 
or a decrease of 108,915 ewt. from the previous year. The pack in Nova Scotia 
shows a decrease of some 23,000 cases; New Brunswick, 3,000 cases; Prince Kdward Island 17,000 cases and Quebec 6,000 cases. There were 27,319 barrels. 
of oysters taken compared with 21,374 barrels in 1923. The quantity of clams. 
and quahaugs dug was 40,327 barrels, which is an increase of 10,753 barrels, 
while scallops show a decrease of 3,040 barrels with a catch of 10,350 barrels. 

River Spawning Fish—There were 57,561 ewt. of salmon caught which is an increase of 12,004 ewt. New Brunswick shows an increase of 12,740 cwt. over the catch of the previous year. An increase of 25,634 ewt. is shown in the catch of smelts, 88,926 ewt. bemg taken. New Brunswick shows an increase of 20,765 cwt. and Prince Edward Island 4,489 cwt. Alewives show a big drop in the catch, only 31,401 ewt. being caught, a decrease of 20,423 cwt. The markets for salted alewives were very poor during the year. 

INLAND FISHERIES 

There was an increase in the catch of whitefish of 9,918 cwt. with a total landing of 167,706 cwt. The quantity of pickerel taken was 101,610 ewt. which is a decrease of 2,259 ewt. The quantity of blue pickerel landed in Ontario was 30,601 ewt., which is a decrease of 1,946 cwt. The catch of herring © in Ontario was 125,013 ewt. or an increase of 16,501 cwt. The catch in the | St. John River district of New Brunswick was somewhat greater. | 

Paciric FisHEeRIES 

Salmon.—The year under review was an exceptionally good one in the : ; 
| salmon fishing industry. The catch was 1,965,159 ewt. and the pack amounted to 1,747,505 cases, which is the largest on record. 

Halibut.—The catch of halibut amounted to 331,382 cwt. or the second largest catch on record, that of 1923 being 334,367 cwt. It should be noted however that the closed season, under the International Halibut Treaty, for fishing commenced on November 15th. Practically everyone interested in the conservation of the supply of halibut is expressing gratification at the establish- ment of the closed season for halibut fishing, which extends for three months. It is to be hoped that this closed season will have the desired effect of restoring the halibut fishery from its present depleted condition. 
Herring.—An increased catch is reported, there being 1,157,625 cwt. taken, compared with 1,035,823 ewt. in 1923. The pack of dry salted herring shows a substantial increase, 853,543 ewt. being so cured. In 1923 the quantity 

was 744,036 cwt. 

Pilchards.—There were 27,485 ewt. of this fish taken, compared with 19,492 cwt. in the previous year. Owing to the poor market for the canned — | product, the pack was somewhat less. 
Whales and Seals.—Three whaling stations were in operation during the year, two at the Queen Charlotte Islands and one on the West Coast of Vancouver Island. The catch was 415 compared with 455 in 1923. Of the catch 125 were Fin and 100 Sei. There were 2,232 fur seals taken, compared with 4,424 In 1923.

Number of Establishments —The fish canning and curing establishments 
in operation in 1924 totalled 836, comprising 502 lobster canneries, 65 salmon 

canneries, 17 clam canneries, 3 sardine canneries, 1 other fish cannery, 240 

fish curing establishments and 8 whale oil and fish oil factories. Compared 

with the preceding year, decreases of 119 and 5 respectively are shown in the 

‘numbers of lobster and salmon canneries, while increases of 2 and 20 are shown 

in the numbers of clam canneries and fish curing establishments. 

Employees and Wages.—The total number of persons employed in the 

establishments during the time of operation was 15,536, comprising 574 persons 

‘classified as officers, superintendents, clerks, etc., 10,583 as wage-earners, and 

4,379 as contract-workers and piece-workers. The persons classified as contract 

workers arc employed in the salmon canneries of British Columbia where a 

large part of the work is done under contract, the contractor engaging and 

paying his own workers and being himself paid by the cannery operator according 

to the quantity of fish packed.

| Value of Production.—An increase of over a million dollars is shown in 
the value of output of the establishments compared with that of the preceding 
year. The value of the fish canned, cured or otherwise prepared during the 
year 1924 was $20,000,091, an increase of $471,430, and of the fish marketed 
for consumption fresh, $6,637,871, an increase of $791,769. The total value 
of output in 1924 was $26,637,962, compared with $25,374,763 in 1923. The

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Fishing Bounty 

Under the authority of “An Act to encourage the development of the 
Sea Fisheries and the building of Fishing Vessels’ the sum of $160,000 is 
appropriated annually by the Department of Marine and Fisheries and paid 
to fishermen of the Maritime provinces. The bounty is distributed under 
regulations made from time to time by the Governor in Council. 

For the year 1924, payment was made on the following basis:— 

To owners of vessels entitled to receive bounty—$1 per registered ton: 
payment to the owner of any one vessel not to exceed $80. 

To vessel fishermen entitled to receive bounty—$8.30 each. 
To owners of boats measuring not less than 13 feet keel—$1 per boat. 
To boat fishermen entitled to receive bounty—$6.65 each. 

There were 10,104 bounty claims paid. In the preceding year there were 
8,915 bounty claims paid. The total amount paid in 1924 was $159,826.40, 
allocated as follows:— 

To 533 vessels and their crews................ $ 40,399.30 
Lo.9,571 boats and their crews..t..-%.....,..7$ 119,427.10

The value of fish and fish products imported into Canada during the 
fiscal year 1925, was $2,980,447, and of fish and fish products exported 
$33,967,009. This is an increase in the value of the imports of $486,617 over 
the previous year, and an increase in the value of the exports of $6,166,062. 
See Table 3, Part III, for imports and exports by kinds of fish and by countries. 

Historical Review 

The three tables following will afford a review of the fishing industry of 
Canada for the past several years. In the case of production, returns are given 
by provinces year by year back to 1870. In the case of the number and value 
of vessels, boats, etc., the review extends to 1880, and in the case of the number 
of employees to 1895.

PREFACE 

Ce rapport est publié en vertu d’une entente établissant la coopération en 

‘matiére de statitisque, intervenue entre le Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique et 

‘les différents services gouvernementaux ayant juridiction sur les pécheries 

-eanadiennes. Ces services comprennent: la Direction des pécheries du minis- 

tére de la Marine et des Pécheries, qui exerce sa juridiction sur les pécheries des 

provinces maritimes, des provinces des prairies et de la Colombie Britannique; 

et les Divisions des Pécheries des provinces d’Ontario et de Québec, qui régissent 

‘les pécheries de leurs provinces respectives, sauf les pécheries des Iles de la 

Madeleine, dans Québec, lesquelles sont sous la juridiction de la Direction des 

-pécheries du Dominion. La Colombie Britannique posséde une Division des 

Pécheries, mais cet organisme ne s’occupe pas de statistique pour son propre 

compte. 

En vertu de l’arrangement dont il est parlé plus haut, les statistiques du 

poisson péché et des produits offerts en vente a l'état frais ou aprés une prépa- 

ration sommaire, sont recueillies par les fonctionnaires locaux des services des 

pécheries, vérifiées et condensées au ministére de la Marine et des Pécheries, 

puis compilées au Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique. En ce qui concerne le 

poisson industriellement préparé et ses sous-produits, des formules similaires 

3d celles en usage dans le recensement des autres branches de production sont 

envoyées directement par le Bureau aux poissonneries, établissements de 

salaisons, de conserve de poisson, etc., les fonctionnaires des services des pécheries 

s’assurant que ces formules sont consciencieusement remplies et promptement 

retournées. Les fonctionnaires des gouvernements provinciaux voudront bien 

accepter nos remerciements pour le concours qu’ils nous ont prété.

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LES PECHERIES DU CANADA 

Le début des pécheries.—La péche est l'une des plus anciennes industries 
du Canada. Les Normands, les Bretons et les Basques péchaient la morue @ 
Terre-Neuve dés avant la découverte de VAmérique. Lorsqu’en 1498 le continent 
nord-américain s’offrit ad la vue de Cabot, ce navigateur lui donna le nom de 
«Bacalaos», nom basque de la morue que ces rudes pécheurs poursuivaient déjd 
Cap-Breton, Vun des plus anciens noms géographiques de l Amérique, est un autre 
souvenir des premiers pécheurs Francais, que les Espagnols et les Portugais ne 
tardérent pas d suivre. Fernandez de Navarete nous apprend que des pécheurs 
de ces trois nationalités fréquentacent le «Grand Banc» en 1502. La péche se 
pratiquait au moyen de lignes ad main, les pécheurs se tenant dans des barils fixés d 
Vextérieur du passavant, pour éviter le contact des lignes avec les flancs du navire; 
les bateaux de péche se lvraient a leurs opérations tant que durait le beau temps, 
puis sen retournment en France avec leurs prises de 30,000 & 50,000 morues. 
Les voyages entrepris le long du littoral démontrérent bientét que la morue était 
aussi abondante en vue du rivage que sur les bancs lointains; les équipages s’ accou- 
tumérent alors a jeter ’ancre dans wne baie, a construire une hutte sur la gréve et 
a faire dans leurs petites chaloupes des excursions quotidiennes, dont le produit 
était salé et séché a terre, purs expédié en France a la fin de la saison. Lorsqu’il 
remonta le Saint-Laurent, en 1534, Jacques Cartier trouva partout les traces du 
passage de ces «capitaines courageux» et de leurs rivalités, lesquelles s’exercaient 
aussi bien dans des rencontres armées que dans la capture du poisson qui les avait 
attirés st loin de chez eux. Chauvin fonda un établissement de cette sorte a 
Tadoussac, en 1599. Bientot apres, les pécheurs s’habituérent d passer Vhiver en 
Amérique et a y construire de véritables villages. La premiére concession de péche 
fut octroyée par le roi de France ad de Monts, en 1608. On peut donc considérer 
la péche comme la premiére industrie d laquelle se soient livrés systématiquement 
les Européens au Canada; depuis ces temps lointains elle n’a jamais cessé de 
donner sa récolte annuelle, tant dV Europe qu’d V Amérique. 

Le traité d’Utrech de 1718 attribua Terre-Newe a la Grande-Bretagne, 
dépossédant la France de son droit de pécher et de faire sécher le. poisson sur 
certaines sections du littoral de cette tle, mais la France conserva les pécheries de 
Cap-Breton et celles du golfe. La guerre de Sept Ans (1756-68) interrompit le 
opérations de péche sur une vaste échelle. Lorsqu’elle se termina, la famille Robin, 
de Jersey, vint au Canada, et au moyen d’acquisitions graduelles, s’empara de 
toutes les anciennes stations de péche francaises. Jusqu’d Varrivée des Loyalistes 
les pécheurs s’étaient exclusivement occupés de la morue. Seules les pécheries 
cotvéres étaient exploitées durant cette phase, y compris celles du littoral du Labrador; 
ce ne fut qu’en 1873 qu'un navire de péche en haute mer sortit du port de Lunenburg | 
qui est maintenant le centre principal de la grande péche. | 

Lieux de péche du Canada.—Les pécheries canadiennes sont probable- 
ment les plus vastes de l’'univers. Sur V Atlantique, depuis Grand Manan jusqu’au 
Labrador, le rivage mesure plus de 5,000 milles, d Vexclusion des anses et échan- 
crures qui le dentellent. La baie de Fundy, avec 8,000 milles carrés, Vestuaire du 
Saint-Laurent, dix fois plus grand, et d’autres eaux océaniques représentent ensemble 
environ 200,000 milles carrés, c’est-d-dire plus des quatre cinquiémes des pécheries 
du nord del Atlantique. De plus, Von compte sur les bords de lV Atlantique 15,000 
milles carrés d’eaux territoriales, sous le contréle absolu de la Putssance. Mais 
ces vastes élendues ne représentent qu’une partie des eaux canadiennes. La baie 
d’ Hudson, dont les cétes s’étendent sur une longueur de 6,000 milles, est plus grande 
que la Méditerranée; sur le Pacifique, le littoral canadien mesure 7,180 milles; 
ses bates et ses fiords innombrables offrent aux pécheurs une multitude d’abris 
tres stirs. Enfin, disséminés sur tout le territoire, s’égrénent une série de lacs qui, 
tous ensemble, contiennent plus de la mottié des eaux douces du globe, la part du 
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| Canada dans les grands lacs seulement cowvrant plus de 34,000 milles carrés, aux- 

—quels viennent s’ajouter le lac Winnipeg (9,457 milles carrés), le lac Manztoba 

et de nombreux autres non moins vastes. 
Mais la qualité des produits des pécheries canadiennes est encore plus remar- 

-quable. Chacun sait que Vexcellence de la chair du poisson est en proportion directe 

de la pureté et de la fratcheur des eaux quil habite. Considérés sous cet angle, la 

-morue, Véglefin, le hareng, le maquereau, lablette (poisson blanc) et le sawmon du 

Canada n'ont pas de rivaux dans Vunivers. Il est done évident que les plus magni- 

- fiques pécheries de Vhémisphére occidental, sinon du globe, appartiennent au Canada. 

| Le bref exposé qui précéde démontre qu’il est impossible d’envisager les pécheries 

canadiennes sous un unique aspect; embrassant tout un continent, elles offrent 

nécessairement une grande diversité. Laissant de cété les immenses étendues de la 

baie d’Hudson et de la région acrtique qui s’étend depuis V Ungava jusqu’d V Alaska, 

lesquelles, outre la baleine, donnent asile d de nombreux autres porssons comestibles, 

on peut diviser ainsi qu’il suit les pécheries canadiennes: 

| 1. Phcuertues DE L’ATLANTIQUE.—Llles sont les premieres en date, et 

jusqwen 1918 elles furent les plus importantes par la valeur de leurs produits. 

On y prend la morue, le flétan, Véglefin, le merlan, le hareng, le maquereau, le 

homard, Vhuttre, le phoque et la baleine franche. L’estuatre et les eaux intérieures 

des provinces maritimes et de Québec sont quelquefois considérés distinctement; 

mais en les réunissant, la liste ci-dessus s'accrottrait du saumon, de Valose, du 

-gasparot, de Véperlan, du bar, du tacaud, de la truite et dw maskinongé. Les 

_opérations de péche sont communéement considérées sous deux aspects distincts, la 

_péche hauturiére ou de haute mer et la péche cotiére. Cette derniére se pratique 

au moyen de petites embarcations, le plus souvent automobiles, montées par deux 

ou trois hommes; on y emploie aussi de petits navires, dont l’équipage se compose 

de quatre d sept hommes. Les engins de péche le plus fréquemment employés 

sont les réts & mailles, les lignes & main et les chaluts; d’autre part, on dispose le 

long du rivage, des filets, des sevnes et des nasses. La péche a Véglefin est ausst 

importante que celle de la morue; pendant le printemps et lV’ été ce poisson est ouvert 

et salé mats la meilleure saison est d Vautomne, le poisson étant alors vendu frais 

ou bien fumé, sous le nom de (finnan haddie». La péche en haute mer se pratique 

au moyen de navires de 40 a 100 tonnes, portant douze ad vingt hommes, qua péchent 

dans des doris au moyen de chaluts. Les flottilles fréquentent tour a tour les 

différents bancs de péche, tels que le Grand Banc, le Banc Intermédiaire et le 

Banquereau. Ces navires, construits sur place, restent quelquefors plusieurs Mots 

en mer; les naufrages sont rares, tant est grande Vhabileté de leurs équepages. 

leur retour, le poisson, qui a été vide et salé a bord, est débarqué, salé et séché. Les 

Antilles sont le principal débouché de ce produit; aucune autre morue ne pourrart 

supporter le climat tropical aussi bien que celle préparée par les péecheurs de la 

Nouvelle-Ecosse. De grands chalutiers a vapeur, tels que ceux en usage dans la 

mer du Nord, ont été introduits depuis plusieurs années dans les pécheries cana- 

diennes du littoral de V Atlantique; on comple actuellement quatre de ces navires 

appartenant aux ports de la Nouvelle-Ecosse. Ils se livrent a la peche presque 

toute Vannée; leurs prises approvisionnent le commerce du poisson frais. 

La péche au homard est également une industrie caractéristique. En 1870, 

al nexistait que trois homarderies sur le littoral de V Atlantique; aujourd’hur, on 

en compte plus de 600, occupant pres de 7,000 personnes; 80,000,000 de homards 

constituent une prise normale. L’un des constants problemes de cette industrie, 

c’est d’assurer Vexécution des dispositions prohibant la capture des jeunes homards 

et des adultes au moment du frar; on croit toutefois avoir mis UN frein au déclin 

de la production. L’huttre, qui pullulact autrefors tout le long du rivage, est 

maintenant moins abondante. La muse en boite des «sardines», qui sont de 

jeunes harengs, occupe au N ouveau-Brunswick le second rang, immédiatement 

aprés le homard.' 

1 La valeur marchande des sardines au Nouveau-Brunswick en 1924, pour la premiére fois, dépussait celle du homard: 
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Les pécheurs des provinces maritimes constituent une population industrielle 
spécialisée. La péche cétiére s’y pratique d’avril ad novembre, et méme en janvier, 
dans les districts abrités et, quocque les plus grands navires travaillent pendant 
tout Vhiver, plusieurs milliers d’hommes sont disponibles, ad certains moments de 
l'année, pour d’autres travaux. Les uns cultivent des petites parcelles de terre 
entourant leurs mazsons, les autres travaillent dans les chantiers de bois du Nouveau- 
Brunswick ou bien dans les charbonnages de la Nouvelle-Ecosse. Quelques pécheurs 
de Lunenburg et d’autres font du négoce avec les Antilles. Outre lV oisiveté forcée 
résultant soit du mauvars temps, sort de la fermeture de la péche, la méthode consistant 
a rémunérer les pécheurs au moyen d’une part de la prise, tend a les pousser vers 
des occupations secondaires, surtout dans les mauvaises années. | 

En vue de remédier aux défectuosités de cette méthode, une loi de la législature 
provinciale de la Nowvelle-Ecosse, passée en 1905, permit aux pécheurs de se 
syndiquer et organisa dans la province des «stations» affiiées a un organisme 
central; les pécheurs syndiqués devaient se réunir annuellement, pour la discussion 
des problémes communs, tels que les facilités de transport, Vapprovisionnement 
des cordages, les prix, les méthodes de prise et de préparation du poisson, etc. 
Plusieurs congres successifs eurent lieu. Le Nouveau-Brunswick adopta une 
législation sinulaire. Mais ce mouvement fut éphémére. Aprés quelques années 
d’existence, on vit les syndicats se dissoudre. Actuellement, chacun péche pour 
son propre compte, sans se soucier des autres patrons ou compagnies. 

2. PECHERIES INTHRIEURES.—Les grands lacs et les eaux tributaires du 
St-Laurent constituent une seconde grande division des pécheries canadiennes. 
L’ablette ou poisson blanc, la trurte, la sandre et le hareng des lacs sont les poissons” 
les plus tmportants, commercialement parlant, d’Ontario, quoique le brochet, l’es- 
turgeon et quelques autres poissons ne soient pas a dédaigner. Les pécheries — 
intérieures de Québec n’ont pas une trés grande importance. L’histoire de la 
péche dans les grands lacs peut se réswmer en deux mots: une destruction en masse, 
suime d’une lente résurrection, aidée par la pisciculture. Un seul bateau de 
péche pouvat autrefois prendre 90,000 ablettes dans sa journée; dans la riviére 
Détroit, on avait Vhabitude de refouler le poisson dans des viviers ot on le prenait 
ou. bien ou il périssart par centaines de milliers, étant alors utilisé comme engrais. 
Mais ce systéme ett tot fart de dépeupler les eaux et de démoraliser ce commerce. — 
Dans les grands lacs, la saison de péche dure de six a huit mois; quelques pécheurs | 
continuent leurs opérations durant Vhiver en creusant des trous dans la glace, mais 
le plus grand nombre cherche une autre occupation dans Vinterméde des saisons. 
En se dirigeant plus a Vouest, le lac Winnipeg, le lac Winnipegosis, le lac Manitoba 
et des lacs plus petits au nord et a lest de celwi-ci, fournissent la plupart des poissons — 
du Manitoba. L’ablette et la sandre sont les principaux d’entre eux, mais le 
brochet, le tullipr, Vol dor et nombre d’autres variétés s’y trouvent a profusion. 
Dans la Saskatchewan et dans lV Alberta, la péche pour le commerce est confinée 
aux régions situées au nord de la riviére Saskatchewan ov l'on prend de grandes 
quantités d’ablettes. Le probleme des transports devient particuliérement aigu; 
quelques-uns des plus grands lacs du continent, les lacs Reindeer, Athabaska, 
Grand Ksclave, Grand Ours et des centaines de lacs plus petits n’ont aucune 
communication avec les marchés de consommation. Toutefois, les lacs de lV ouest 
ont joué le méme role que le Saint-Laurent dans les temps du régime francais et 
que les bancs de morue dans Vhistoire de la Nouvelle-Angleterre, en facilitant la 
colonisation du pays, pursquw ils offrent un aliment certain aux colons nouvellement — 
arrivés. 

3. PECHERIES DU PaciriguE.—La Colombie Britannique posséde des ‘péche- 
ries d’eau douce presque similaires a celles de la région des prairies; il est douteux 
que le commerce des fourrures (qui devart étre V agent de liaison entre cette province 
et le reste du Canada, a travers les Montagnes Rocheuses) aurait pu s’établir au 
commencement de Vhistoire de cette province si ces pécheries n’avaient pas existé. 
Les pécheries de la Colombie Britannique sont d’une grande richesse; elles repré-— 
sentent environ les deux cinquiémes de Vindustrie poissonniére du Canada et ses 
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produits se consomment jusqu’aux extrémités de la terre; ils sont essentiellement 

constitués par le sawmon, péché a Vembouchure du fleuve Fraser, de la Skeena, 

la Naas et d’autres riviéres descendant du versant occidental des montagnes. Chacune 

des variétés de ce roi des poissons comestibles (qui, toutefois, n’est pas le vrav 

— saumon) fréquentant les eaux du Pacifique, se trowve sur le littoral de la Colombie 

- Britannique, c’est-d-dire le sockeye ou dos bleu, le sawmon de printemps, le sawmon 

—argenté, le sawmon rose et le sawmon bécard. Entre tous ceux-ci le dos bleu est 

de beaucoup le plus important, tant en raison de son abondance que de l’ excellence 

de sa chair, dont la belle couleur rougedtre est tant appréciée des consommateurs 

| dela Grande-Bretagne. Le flewve Fraser était autrefors la principale source d’appro- 

visionnement du saumon, mais sa production est aujourd’hut dépassée par celle 

de la riviere Skeena et de ses tributaires septentrionaux; la prise varie considéra- 

blement d’année en année. La remontée du saumon commence vers la fin de juallet 

et atteint son apogée dans les premieres semaines daott; néanmoins, les régions 

septentrionales ont une saison quelque peu plus hdtive. Le sawmon de printemps 

ou quinnat est un trés gros porsson; ce fut la premiére espéce qui fut mise en boite 

aux Etats-Unis; la migration de ce poisson s’opere au commencement du printemps 

et se continue jusqu’en juillet. Le sawmon argenté est plus petit; comme le dos 

bleu, il voyage par bandes innombrables, pendant septembre et octobre, dans le 

flewe Fraser et un pew plus #6t dans les cours d’eau plus au nord. Le sawmon 

bécard est salé pour Vexportation en Orient. Le saumon rose, lui aussi, suit le 

dos bleu. Le plus grand nombre des personnes gu’occupe cette péche sont des 

Chinois, des Japonms et des Indiens, P élément Chinois étant prépondérant dans 

les usines, tandis que les Indiens et les Japonais se consacrent plutét aux opérations 

de péche. Jusqu’d ces dernieres années, les autres pécheries cotieres de la Colombie 

Britannique étaient négligées. Le flétan abonde a hauteur de Vile Vancouver et 

entre les tles de la Reine Charlotte et le continent; quoique la premiére tentative 

"exploitation industrielle de ce poisson ait avorté, dés 1903, la Colombie Britannique 

contribuait pour 10,000,000 de lures d la production de 25,000,000 de livres péchées 

sur le littoral du Pacifique, au nord de la Californie, chiffre que a triplé depuis 

lors. Semblablement, la péche au hareng ne s'est développée que tout récemment. 

Signalons aussi la péche a la baleine, industrie récemment implantée et possédant 

quatre stations, dont deux dans Vile Vancouver et deux dans les iles de la Reine 

Charlotte. En 1924, une seule des stations de Vile Vancouver et les deux statrons 

des tles de la Reine Charlotte furent exploitées. On prend annuellement environ 

500 cétacés de différentes sortes; balevnes franches, rorquals, dauphins et méme, 

parfois, des cachalots. La péche a la baleine se pratique dans des bateawx rapides 

armés de canons lance-harpon Svend Foyn, systéme venu de Norvege. Aucune 

partie de la balerne ne se perd, Vhuile, les fanons et le guano en sont tirés, dans 

une mesure toujours crovsante. Le cabillaud, Voulachon, Véperlan, le sprat, 

Vesturgeon, Valose et le bar sont également abondants dans les eaux de la Colombie 

Britanmque. 

Ajoutons un mot concernant les pécheries du phoque a fourrure du Pacifique, 

dont le siége historique étaat autrefois a Victoria. Cette industrie est d peu pres 

disparue, tant a cause de la raréfaction de ces anvmaux que par Veffet du trarté 

de 1911. La flottille qui poursuit le phoque & fourrure dans le nord de V Atlantique 

a ses quartiers généraux dG St-John, Terre-Neuve ; toutefors, quelques navires cana- 

diens partant d’Halifax, se livrent @ ces opérations jusqu’ aux iles Falkland. 

Le sport de la péche.—Nous n’avons envisagé jusqu’ict les pécheries qu’au 

point de vue purement industriel et commercial; mars le sport lui-méme comporte 

un aspect économique, dans un pays ow foisonnent des porssons aussr réputés que 

le saumon, de la Restigouche, Pachigan de Québec et des hautes terres d’Ontarvo et 

la truite de la Nipigon. Le gouvernement percort des revenus fort élevés en lowant 

soit a des clubs, soit ad des particuliers, le drovt de péche dans les lacs et les cours 

‘eau des contrées les moins peuplées; d’autre part, des centaines de guides y trouvent 

une occupation rémunératrice pendant les mors d’ été. 
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Le gouvernement et les pécheries.—Au début de la Confédération, le 
gouvernement fédéral administrait directement la marine et les pécheries du Canada; 
un ministre du Cabinet exergait cette juridiction au moyen d’un personnel consi- 
dérable dinspecteurs, de surveillants et de gardes-péche. A Vheure actuelle, le 
gouvernement fédéral dépense annuellement, pour les pécheries, $1,890,043 et les 
revenus qui en découlent s’élévent d $186,540. Des décisions judiciatres intervenues — 
en 1852, 1898, 1913 et 1920 ont sensiblement modifié la juridiction du gouvernement — 
fédéral a Vavantage des provinces. Aujourd’hui, la Puissance exploite directement 
les pécheries en eaw salée des provinces maritimes et de la Colombie Britannique 
et les pécheries d’eau douce des trois provinces des prairies. Les pécheries inté-— 
reeures des. provinces maritimes et d’Ontario et les pécheries tant en eau douce qu’en 
eau salée de la province de Québec sont exploitées par ces provinces respectivement, 
mais le gouvernement fédéral posséde seul le droit de légiférer sur toutes les matiéres 
concernant la péche, dans toutes les parties du pays. . 

Conservation.—Les pécheries fluviales et lacustres, incontestablement, et les — 
pécheries maritimes, probablement, si elles étaient abandonnées a elles-mémes, — 
subirazent la lot économique de Vappauvrissement. Pour combattre cette tendance, 
le gouvernement canadien dut légiférer, interdisant la péche en certaines SALSONS, 
la pollution des riviéres et Vobstruction de leurs cours; il dut aussi spécifier les 
dimensions des mailles des filets, réglementer les agrés et les opérations de péche. 
En outre, il a été créé un systéme de pisciculture, qui posséde aujourd’ hur 33 viviers 
et 9 vers auxiliatres cottant annuellement $350,000 et produisant environ — 
1,000,000,000 d’eufs, dalevins et de poissons par année, principalement le saumon — 
de la Colombie Britannique et l’ablette. Ces alevins sont distribués gratuitement — 
et placés dans les eaux qui leur conviennent le mieux. 

Recherches scientifiques.—Des stations, o& Von procéde d des recherches — 
biologiques sur les problémes aussi nombreux que complexes que présentent les 
pécheries, et placées sous la direction de la Commission Biologique du Canada, 
sont élablies d St-Andrews, N.-B. et d Nanaimo, C.B., les wniversités de Toronto, — 
McGill, Queens’ du Manitoba, de la Colombie Britanmque et les principales — 
institutions des provinces maritimes détachent & chacune de ces stations, soit des 
professeurs, soit des spécialistes et techniciens. Parmi les problemes pratiques — 
que l’on y a abordés citons entre autres: V histoire naturelle des porssons comestibles, — 
la bactériologie du poisson, soit frais, soit préparé, Vamélioration des méthodes de ; 
manipulation et de préparation du poisson, etc. Des mémoires screntifiques et des 
rapports sont publiés chaque saison. | 

Aide directe.—Quant au surplus, le gouvernement s’est efforcé d’apporter 
son aide aux pécheries, lorsqu’il s’est agi de résoudre des cas spéciaux et de 
surmonter des difficultés particuliéres. Afin d’encourager la capture de la roussette — 
ou chien de mer, on a exploité pendant quelques années des manufactures ayant — 
pour objet utilisation de ce poisson. Pendant quelque temps, un technicien fut — 
chargé de démontrer la méthode écossaise de séchage du hareng, en vue d’améliorer — 
les procédés de manipulation en usage au Canada. Conformément aux dispositions — 
de la loi sur Vinspection du poisson, des instructeurs ensergnent depuis plusieurs 
années a la population cotiére les méthodes les plus perfectionnées de préparation — 
du poisson, de fabrication des barils et caques et @inspection des produits séchés 
ou fumés. Un bulletin trimestriel traitant des pécheries maritimes, est publié 
pour le bénéfice du commerce. Finalement, une petite flotille de canonniéres armées — 
circule constamment le long des cétes et sur les grands lacs, pourchassant les bracon- 
neers et faisant appliquer les réglements. ; 

Pendant la guerre, on s’est efforcé d’augmenter autant que possible la consom- — 
mation du poisson, afin d’économiser les autres aliments plus facilement exportables 
chez nos alliés. A cette fin, le gouvernement établit un service de transport du 
poisson, par grande vitesse, dans des wagons réfrigérateurs sur son réseau, depuis — 
le littoral jusqu’aux grandes villes de Pintérieur; de plus, il s’efforca de stimuler 
la consommation du poisson au moyen d’une active propagande. Nonobstant — 
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tous les progres accomplis, la consommation per capita annuelle du poisson au 
Canada fut estumée a 20 livres seulement, chiffre bien minime si l’on considére 

la richesse des pécheries canadiennes. Le gouvernement s’est préoccupé d’améliorer 
le service des trains rapides, transportant le poisson depuis la céte de l’ Atlantique 
gusqu’a Montréal et Toronto. 
! 
] Problémes internationaux.—Une région de péche aussi riche que celle 
du nord de V Atlantique ne pouvait manquer d’attirer les pécheurs d’autres pays et 

d’anciennes coutumes se transformérent en droits acquis, dont quelques-uns durent 

encore, notamment le séchage de leurs prises par les pécheurs francais sur les rivages 

de Terre-Neuve. Autrement grave est la question des droits des Etats-Unis dont 

les pécheurs, durant la période coloniale, approvisionnaient de poisson la N ouvelle- 

Angleterre et d qui le traaté de Versailles, de 1783, reconnut le droit de pécher dans 

les eaux cétiéres du Canada. La guerre de 1812 leur fit perdre cette prérogative, 

si bien qu’aprés 1818, les Etats-Unis n’avaient d’autres droits que ceux de faire 

-escale dans les ports canadiens pour s’y abriter ou s’y approvisionner de bois ou 

deau, ow y réparer leurs embarcations; de pécher autour des tles de la Madeleine 

et sur la rive nord du Golfe St-Laurent, a Vest de Pointe Joe; enfin de fare sécher 

et de préparer leur poisson dans les havres, baies et anses non habités de cette partie 

de la rive nord. L’interprétation des clauses du trasté de 1516 souleva maintes 

-querelles, apaisées par le traité de réciprocité (1854-1 866). Par ce dermer traité, 

le poisson canadien et ses sous-produits entratent en franchise aux Etats-Unis et 

vice versa; de plus, les pécheurs des Etats-Unis obtenaient le droit de péeche dans 

les eaux territoriales canadiennes de lV Atlantique, les pécheurs canadiens étant 

_autorisés & pécher dans certaines eaux territoriales des Etats-Unis, sur le méme 

littoral, d Vexclusion dans les deux cas, des cours d’eau et de leurs estuaires. Les 

-crustacés, mollusques et coquillages étaient exceptés. Le traité de Washington de 

1871 confirma le traité de réciprocité de 1854 en ce qui concerne les pécheries et 

—pourvut d la nomination d’une commission d’arbitrage devant déterminer le chiffre 

de Vindemnité a payer par les Etats-Ums a la Grande-Bretagne, en raison des 

concessions par elle consenties. Cette commission siégea & Halifax en 1877 et y 

rendit une sentence arbitrale fixant cette indemnité a $5,500,000, dont $1,000,000 

étaient attribués & Terre-Neuve. Cependant, en 1885, les Etats-Unis dénoncerent 

les clauses de ce traité se rapportant a la péche et cette action fut suine d’une période 

de graves désagréments entre les deux pays. Une convention, signée en 1888, 

porte le nom de «Traité non ratifié de 1885». Les plénipotentiaires qui Vont 

négociée étaient tombés d’accord sur les povnts suivants: les bateauax de péche des 

Etats-Unis recevraient annuellement et gratuitement des licences les autorisant a 

_ pénétrer dans les ports canadiens, a y acheter des provisions et des agrés, & transborder 

leurs prises et d embarquer des équepages. C’est ce traité qui donna naissance 

aux “icences du modus vivendi». Les négociateurs du traité ayant reconnu qu'il 

ne pouvait etre ratifié par les deux gouvernements avant Vouverture de la saison de 

_ péche, décidérent comme mesure fransitoire et ne devant pas durer plus de deux 

ans que les bateaux de péche des Etats-Unis, sur paiement d’un droit de $1.50 

par tonneau, pourraient exiger ?émassion d’une licence leur accordant le bénéfice 

des dispositions ci-dessus énumérées. Le Sénat des Etats-Unis rejeta ce traité; 

néanmoins, le gouvernement canadien continua a émettre des «licences du modus 

_vivendi» jusqu’en 1918, date d laquelle des arrangements furent faits assurant des 

| privileges réciproques aux pécheurs des deux pays dans les ports de leur vowsin, 

mais les effets de cette entente — qui était une mesure spéciale de guerre du 

gouvernement des Etats-Unis — cessérent le premier juillet 1921. L’ année suivante, 

on dut recourir de nouveau aux «licences du modus vivendi», mais a la fin de 1928 

elles disparurent. Depuis lors, on est revenu aux dispositions du traité de 1818. 

Dans les grands lacs également, les problemes les plus importants, tels que 

le repeuplement et la disposition du poisson, ont nécessarrement un caractere inter- 

national et se compliquent du nombre des etat intéressés. Une situation analogue 

svest créée en Colombie Britannique, ot les industriels de Puget Sound capturen 
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le saumon Jos bleu du fleuve Fraser, en quantités beaucoup plus considérables que 
les pécheurs du Canada et ce, au moyen de piéges et autres méthodes interdites dans 
les eaux canadiennes. En 1906, une commission internationnale fit le premier pas 
vers une entente sur cette question vitale; en 1922 une commission parlementaire 
recommandait la prohibition de la péche de ce sawmon, dans les eaux du Fraser, 
pendant cing ans, comme mesure de conservation. 

Primes.—Une conséquence indirecte mais fort importante du traité de — 
Washington subsiste encore aujourd’hui. Une loi de 1882 (48 Vict., c. 18), pour le 
développement des pécheries maritimes et l’ encouragement dla construction des navires — 
de péche, a consacré une somme annuelle de $150,000 (représentant Vintérét de 
$4,500,000, montant de la sentence arbitrale d’ Halifax), dé la distribution de primes 
aux propriétaires de bateaux de péche et a leurs équipages. Une autre loi votée 
en 1891 (54-55 Vict., c. 32), éleva ces primes a $160,000, les détails de leur 
distribution étant réglés chaque année par arrété ministériel. 

Industrie moderne.—L’industrie poissonniére. du Canada, telle qu’elle 
existe actuellement, est le fruit des efforts accomplis pendant les cinquante derniéres 
années. En 1844, la valeur des prises n’était estimée qu’d $125,000; elle doubla 
dans la décade suivante, et dés 1860, dépassait $1,000,000. Dix ans plus tard, © 
elle attergnit $6,000,000, chiffre plus que doublé en 1878. Dans la derniére décade — 
du svécle elle dépassait $20,000,000, towchait a trente-quatre millions en 1911 et 
excédait quarante-quatre millions en 1924. Mais son apogée fut atteinte en 1918, — 
année qui dépassa soixante millions. (Ces chiffres représentent la valeur totale — 
de tout le poisson vendu soit frais, soit séché, soit en conserve ou autrement préparé). — 
Pendant ce temps, le personnel vivant de cetie industrie comprenait 70,000 persones — 
et le capital qu’elle absorbait excéda $50,000,000 en certaines années, quoique — 
dans son ensemble cette indusirie n’ait pas progressé aussi rapidement que les — 
autres, au cours de la période de grande prospérité qui régna au Canada aprés 
1896. 

Entre tows les poissons, la morue et le saumon se disputérent longtemps la 
primauté; si l’on remontait jusqu’aux origines, la morue tiendrait la téte, mais si 
l’on ne considére que les vingt derniéres années, ou constate que le saumon a 
définitivement conquis la premiére place et méme le volume du homard et son prix — 
élevé ont plus d’une fois relégué la morue au troisiéme rang. Ceci eut pour effet 
de modzfier le rang des provinces entre elles, la Colombie Britannique tenant main- — 
teannt la premiere place, qui appartenait auparavant a la Nouvelle-Ecosse. Le — 
flétan, qui pendant plusieurs années occupait la quatriéme rang des principaux — 
poissons dont on fait commerce, a, au cours des deux derniéres années monté au _ 
second rang, par ordre de valeur, swivi du homard en 1928 et de la morue en 1924. — 

Commerce.—On a déjad vu que la consommation domestique du poisson est — 
relatuvemnt minime au Canada et que cette industrie dépend largement des marchés — 
de Vétranger. On peut évaluer approximativement ad 60 pour cent des prises — 
annuelles, la portion exportée, dont les Etats-Unis absorbent approximativement — 
une mortré et la Grande-Bretagne un sixiéme. Pendant Vexercice financier 1925, — 
les exportations totales se sont élevées ad $88,967,009, dont $13,912,139 pour les 
Etats-Unis et $6,709,951 pour la Grande-Bretagne. Le plus important des poissons — 
exportés est le sawmon en boite (expédié en Grande-Bretagne et aux autres marchés — 
européens), swivi de pres par la morue séche (expédiée aux Antilles, en Amérique 
du Sud, etc.), Pour le poisson frais, spécialement V’ablette et le homard, les Etats- 
Unis constituent le principal débouché. En définitive, les exportations de poisson — 
du Canada ne le cédent qu’a celles de la Grande-Bretagne et de la Norvége, mais si — 
Pon y joint les exportations de Terre-Neuve, elles excédent Vune et Vautre. En 1925, 
le Candda a importé pour $2,980,447 de poisson.

Le volume du poisson péché sur les rivages de |’océan Atlantique et de 
l’océan Pacifique, ainsi que dans les eaux intérieures, est légérement supérieur 
a celui de année précédente, mais sa valeur marchande a dépassé de prés de 
$2,000,000 la prise de 1923. Cette augmentation est commune & toutes les 
provinces, sauf l’tle du Prince-Edouard et |’Alberta. Dans I’tle du Prince- 
Edouard, la diminution est attribuable & l’insuccés de la péche du homard; 
quant 4 l’Alberta, cette décroissance est causée par le fait que le poisson pris 
dans le lac Peter Pond, qui jusqu’ici était crédité & cette province, fut cette 
année attribué 4 la Saskatchewan. 

P£CHERIES DE L’)ATLANTIQUE 

Morue, églefin, lingue et merlan.—Tous ensemble ces poissons ont donné | 
2,433,234 qtx, au lieu de 2,241,799 qtx l’an passé, soit une augmentation de_ 
191,435 qtx. Dans la Nouvelle-Ecosse, on constate une augmentation pour 
chacune de ces espéces. La flottille de péche de Lunenburg, un peu plus nom- 
breuse que l’année précédente, bénéficia d’une excellente saison; ses prises furent 
plus considérables et se vendirent plus cher que l’an passé.

Maquereau, hareng et sardine.—Ces trois poissons représentaient 1,600,179 
qtx, ce qui constitue une augmentation de 496,543 qtx. Le hareng figure dans 
ce total pour 844,461 qtx, en augmentation de 151,696 gtx. On constate une 
décroissance tant dans Québec que dans I|’tle du Prince-Edouard; par contre 
le Nouveau-Brunswick et la Nouvelle-Ecosse ont accru le chiffre de leurs prises, 
cette derniére province présentant un accroissement de 101,527 qtx. Une 
proportion plus considérable du hareng fut fumée par les pécheurs, opération 
plus rémunératrice que la vente a l’état frais; on signale également une augmen- 
tation substantielle du hareng mariné dans la Nouvelle-Ecosse. 

Les bateaux de péche ont mis & terre 215,590 qtx de maquereau, soit 
73,841 qtx de plus que l’année précédente. Ce poisson se présenta en grande 
abondance et, pour la premiére fois depuis nombre d’années, demeura tout 
Pété dans les parages de I’tle du Prince-Edouard. Les pécheurs du Nouveau- 
Brunswick eux aussi, auraient pu en prendre une plus grande quantité, mais 
ils négligérent cette occasion pour la raison que le maquereau s’était vendu 
Van passé & des prix dérisoires, le marché américain en étant saturé.
